"To ask the Manager to remove the graffiti at the wall at the side of the old shopping centre St. James Road Greenhills?”
Reply:
The Litter Warden will inspect the graffiti at the location in question initially to identify ownership of the property affected and to assess the extent and nature of the graffiti.  The Council is not responsible for the maintenance or cleaning of private property and therefore cannot take on the responsibility for removal of graffiti in such instances.  In such instances the owner of the private property will be contacted about the matter and requested to take action to have the graffiti removed.  

Where public property has been defaced by graffiti the warden will determine a suitable means by which it can be removed.  Where appropriate the area will be added to the list of areas to be addressed by the Council’s graffiti removal crew.  Where the graffiti requires to be removed by chemical or other processes the warden will arrange to have such an area examined by the Council’s specialist contractor.
