REPLY:

This site is currently being examined to ascertain if it is derelict within the definition contained in Section 3 of the Derelict Sites Act 1990.  If it is found to be derelict, appropriate action will be taken in accordance with the provisions of the Act.

A Dangerous Structure Inspection report has also been requested in respect of this site.
