 “Into town and out of town traffic flows are controlled separately.   The situation can come up on any cycle where out of town (away from Templeogue) has a red light and in to town has a green light.   Where this arrangement (which is a standard option for designing a signal junction) occurs indicating to out of town drivers the end of their green phase may be interpreted an indication that the opposing traffic also has a red signal and that they can proceed to Cypress Grove Road.   As this is not the case a secondary signal is not provided away from the stop line.

After studying driver behaviour at this junction consideration is being given to the installation of appropriate roadmarkings to accomodate the right turning traffic at this junction.”
Following contributions from C. Keane,S. Laing, M. Ardagh and J. Lahart , Mr. A. O’Mullane, Senior Executive Engineer responded to queries raised.   The report was NOTED and it was AGREED to review traffic movements at this junction in 6 months time.

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was READ:
 “The implementation of pay parking in Rathfarnham Village is subject to the need for compliance with EU procurement procedure requirements in the appointment of contractors, and the necessary lead-in times from dates of such appointment to commencements of operations. 

Following consultation and agreement on the required bye-laws, a public tendering process which involved advertisement in the Official Journal of the European Union in compliance with EU procurement procedures was undertaken in accordance with the timeframe stipulated for such procedures. A detailed tender assessment was carried out on the resulting submissions, and contracts were then awarded, for (a) the supply and installation of a total of 65 no. Pay & Display machines, and (b) the operation and enforcement of the parking scheme in the following areas:

· Rathfarnham 

· Clondalkin 

· Palmerstown 

· Rathcoole 

· Saggart  

Both of the above contracts allowed for a 6-8 week lead-in period before commencement of on-street enforcement, and in accordance with this timeframe, the scheduled commencement date for on-street implementation is mid-November. The supply & installation contractor has recently advised, however, that there has been a delay of approx. one month in delivery of the pay & display machines from the manufacturer in France. In the circumstances, the revised commencement date allowing for the Christmas holiday period  is now likely to be the beginning of January. It is anticipated the first week of operations will be utilised as a "dry run" to resolve issues relating to residents permits for the affected areas, warning notices, etc.”

“Ashfield House is a Protected Structure listed under the Record of Protected Structures RPS Ref. 208.  A site inspection of Ashfield House was carried out by the Conservation Officer on 22/09/06 following a complaint received from a local resident on 21/09/06 in relation to the current condition of the structure.  

The Conservation Officer in a report detailed signs of vandalism that were apparent at the time of the site inspection.  The front gate was secured and security cameras were visible.  There were no signs of unauthorised access into the building but a number of window panes had been damaged and graffiti was evident inside the boundary walls.  It was recommended by the Conservation Officer that a Section 59 Endangerment Notice under the Planning and Development Act, 2000 be served on the owners. 

A Section 59 Notice can be served on the owner/occupier of a Protected Structure in the event that the Local Authority feels a Protected Structure is becoming endangered or to prevent the continuing endangerment of a Protected Structure.  A Section 59 Endangerment Notice has been served on the owners of Ashfield House.  This notice requires the owners, within a period of 12 weeks from the date on which the notice comes into effect, to take the following steps to ensure the safety of Ashfield House, a Protected Structure; 

· Provide adequate security-Details of which should be submitted to the Planning Authority.   

· Front boundary wall to be secured-Details of which are to be agreed by the Planning Authority. 

· Graffiti to be removed from inside the boundary walls. 

· All broken window panes to be replaced to original Timber Sash Windows-Works to windows are to be carried out by a suitably qualified joiner. 

· Reinstate original balustrades to front entrance steps which have been removed and in some cases damaged-Repairs shall be carried out using the correct materials.   

The owners are required to contact the Conservation Officer in relation to the above works. 

In accordance with Section 63 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 any person who fails to comply with a Notice served under Section 59 of the Act shall be guilty of an offence.”

To date no reply has been received.

As previously reported to the members of the Area Committee this site has been deemed derelict within the meaning of the Derelict Sites Act 1990. Notices of Intention to Acquire the Site compulsorily in accordance with the Derelict Sites Act, 1990 are currently being drafted.

"To ask the Manager for a progress report on the Comulsory Purchase Order for the Shopping Centre on St. James Road, Greenhills?" 

REPLY:
Planning Permission (Reg. Ref. SD03A/0659 refers) was granted for a mixed use commercial / residential development on the site of the Old Greenhills Shopping Arcade building on St. James Road, Walkinstown on 21st May, 2004.  This permission is valid until 20th May, 2009.

A subsequent planning application (Reg. Ref. SD06A/0248 refers) was lodged on the 5th April, 2006 for a development on the site.  Further information regarding the application was requested from the applicants on 30th May, 2006.  The applicants must reply to this request before 30th November, 2006.  To date no reply has been received.

As previously reported to the members of the Area Committee this site has been deemed derelict within the meaning of the Derelict Sites Act 1990. Notices of Intention to Acquire the Site compulsorily in accordance with the Derelict Sites Act, 1990 are currently being drafted.

TR/779/06     LAND BETWEEN DELAFORD AVENUE & KNOCKLYON HEIGHTS

QUESTION (17): Councillor A. White   

 "To ask the Manager to advise the elected members what steps can be taken by the County Council to gain title to the strip of land between the back gardens on Delaford Avenue and Knocklyon Heights as it has been the source of persistent anti-social behaviour over the years and is in poor repair and will the Manager outline whether the council intends to install a path and public lighting on this passageway or have it integrated in the adjacent back gardens and will he make a statement on the matter?" 

REPLY:
It would appear from original site maps that the area referred to in the question was to be developed as a pathway with grass verges on both sides.  The path does not appear to have been provided.

A portion of the area (grass verges) was included in a Deed of Dedication to the Council but the area of the proposed path was not.  The legal title to the lands was never transferred by the developer to the Council.  

The future use of this area of land is being considered in conjunction with the Council’s Parks and Roads Departments.

The Council’s Law Department will also be requested to pursue the transfer of title with the current owners of the lands.
