LD 1209  Proposed Exchange  of Lands with Dublin City Council arising from Scheme 

     of  Transfer of Lands under Local Government (Dublin) Act, 1993

Under the provisions of the Local Government (Dublin) Act, 1993 certain residual lands and houses within the South Dublin Administrative area were transferred by Dublin City Council (formerly Dublin Corporation) to South Dublin County Council and likewise houses and lands in the ownership of South Dublin County Council within Dublin City Council’s administrative area were transferred to the City Council. The bulk of the land transfers have been finalised in Land Registry, however title remains to be regularised in a small number of plots and a number of additional plots which were omitted from the original Scheme have been identified. Following negotiations with Dublin City Council in relation to these omissions and to regularise the title position to these plots it is proposed to deal with the matter as a land exchange between the two authorities.  

I recommend therefore that the Council dispose of a site in its ownership at Cloverhill, Clondalkin (east of the M50 and adjacent Wheatfield Prison) comprising 18,108 square metres or thereabouts and zoned residential, as shown outlined in red on Indicative Drawing No. LD 1209-1 to Dublin City Council in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001 subject to the following terms and conditions, as recommended by the Chief Valuer:- 

1. That the site to be disposed of is as shown outlined in red on Indicative Drawing No. LD 1209 -1 having an area of 18,108 square metres or thereabouts. 

2. That Dublin City Council will, in exchange, transfer its interest in the following plots of land to South Dublin County  Council.

 Plot comprising 2163 square metres or thereabouts and zoned Industrial and Road Reservation at Calmount Road, Walkinstown as shown on Indicative Drawing No. LD 1209-2

(ii)
Plot of land comprising 39,909 square metres or thereabouts , zoned open space and recreational at Ballycragh, Dublin 24 as shown on Indicative Drawing No. LD1209-3
(iii)
Plot of land comprising 57,480 square metres or thereabouts , zoned industrial and forming part of a section of M50 motorway at Ballymanaggin, Cloverhill as shown on Indicative  Drawing No. LD 1209-4

(iv)
Plot of land comprising 1,416 square metres zoned Open Space and Recreational at Cheeverstown Road, Tallaght as shown on Indicative Drawing No. LD1209-5

(v) 
Plot of land comprising 181 square metres comprising of paved area adjoining public footpath at Old Blessington Road, Tallaght Village  as shown on Indicative Drawing No. LD 1209-6

3. That each party will be responsible for their own professional fees including legal fees in this case. 

The plot at Cloverhill, which the Council proposes to dispose of, is currently being used as a Site Compound by  the contractor engaged on Contract 1 of the M50 Upgrade Scheme and will only be available for transfer on completion of this contract, which is scheduled for Summer 2008.











The lands to be disposed of form part of lands acquired from Villa Nova Ltd in 1981 for roads purposes and from Dublin City Council in 1997 as part of the Scheme of Transfer of Houses and Lands under the Local Government (Dublin ) Act 1993.
