Reply:
The South Dublin County Council  (Prohibition of Consumption of Intoxicating Liquor in Public Places) Bye-Laws, 2001 came into force on 9th August 2001.

Since that date some 2717 offences have been notified to the Council by the Gardai.

The Council’s records in this regard are based on Garda Stations as opposed to Electoral areas which would not correspond to the Garda Districts.
