QUESTION:   Councillor A. White
"To ask the Manager to inspect and attend to the small green area between No's 90 and 91 Coolamber Park and especially to complete the small wall around same and also to arrange for more regular cutting and maintenance of this green space which has deteriorated markedly in recent years?"

REPLY:

The construction of a short section of wall will be included in the 2007 programme of work for the bricklayer.  With regard to the grass cutting of the open space, the area is included in our rota of grass maintenance in the Coolamber area.  However, access to the open space for the grass cutting equipment is regularly blocked by a parked car resulting in the reduced frequency of grass cutting.  The co-operation of residents in ensuring that this access is not impeded by parked vehicles would be of assistance in improving the upkeep of the open space in question.
