DERELICT SITE PROCEEDINGS INITIATION ADJACENT TO FORTUNESTOWN LANE
QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr
"To ask the Manager to initiate proceedings to have the land between the shopping centre on Fortunestown Lane and the Russell Square development declared as a derelict site?” 
REPLY:

The site referred to, located between Fortunestown Way and Russell Downs, is in Council ownership and is in the process of being transferred to Rockbriar Ltd (Kelland Homes Group) as part of the transaction relating to the overall Russell Square Development. The vacant site referred to above is to accommodate community facilities to serve the housing development and is the subject of a planning application by Kelland Homes Ltd which is under consideration at present (Planning Reg. Ref. SD06A/0767). 

It is proposed to complete the disposal of the site to the developers as soon as possible and in the meantime, they have been requested to tidy up the site and maintain it in a reasonable condition, pending its development.

QUESTION:  Councillor M. Corr

"To ask the Manager to contact the owner of the house under construction at 110 Suncroft Drive, which was given permission under application number SD02A/0273 requesting them to render the site secure and to ensure that access is prevented to the site in the absence of work being carried out,  this site is causing untold misery for residents of neighbouring properties, with bonfire materials being kept there, skips left unsupervised for long periods and generally attracting nuisance behaviour as it is on a corner?"

REPLY:

A Dangerous Structure Inspection report has also been requested in respect of this site.

OWNERSHIP OF LANDS WEST OF THE OLD BAWN/FIRHOUSE JUNCTION
QUESTION: Councillor J. Hannon
"To ask the Manager, having regard to the Council’s objective for the further development of the Dodder Valley as a public amenity, to provide details of the lands in Council ownership west of the Old Bawn/Firhouse junction, and can he also state the area of land currently in private ownership that would need to be acquired in order to achieve this objective, and can he also provide a map outlining ownerships?”

REPLY:

Details of Council owned lands at this location are as follows:
· 1.5 Acres at the junction of the Kiltipper Road and the Old Bawn Road.

· 121 Acres located to the south of the Ellensborough Estate and north & west of the Bohernabreena Road.

The Council objective relating to these lands provides for the “development and extension of the Dodder Linear Park by securing public access along the river bank from Old Bawn to Bohernabreena”. There are currently no plans available detailing the location of sites required to implement this objective, hence the Council is not in a position to comment on the ownership of the sites required or the area measurements thereof. With regard to lands at the location that are in private ownership, the Council does not have ownership details of privately owned lands within it’s administrative area, this information is available from Land Registry, Setanta House, Nassau Street, Dublin 2.

REPLY:

The site referred to in the question at Maplewood Avenue is part of a larger site which was sold by the Council to Maplewood Developments Ltd in 2003 and was subsequently developed as a small infill housing scheme. The vacant site is affected by major services and the Council had retained a wayleave over the area as part of the disposal of the lands which would prevent any development within the wayleave area. Any subsequent purchaser of the land would be bound by the terms of the wayleave. This matter has been referred to Environmental Services Department to establish if they are agreeable to the site being incorporated into the garden of a private dwelling. The houseowner will be informed of the outcome in due course.

A Notice dated 22/08/2006 under Section 3 of the Act was served by registered post on the owner/s listing works to be carried out within one month of the date of the Notice.  A re-inspection report dated 25/9/2006 stated that the following works were outstanding

· Demolition although underway, had not been completed.

It was noted that the site was properly secured.  This site will be monitored and a follow up report requested.

Derelict Sites Act 1990

This site was inspected and Notices served on the owners:

· To secure all openings to prevent unauthorised access.

· Remove graffiti.

· Remove all broken glass and debris from the site and dispose of in a proper manner.

· Maintain the site in a clean and tidy condition on a regular basis.

The Inspector visited the site on the 17th November 2006 and has reported that the site is no longer derelict, and that it would appear that demolition is complete.  A re-inspection report is being requested.

PART 8 REPORT ON BALLYMAICE LANE - BALLINASCORNEY ROAD
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

"PROPOSED JUNCTION IMPROVEMENT OF BALLYMAICE LANE WITH BALLINASCORNEY ROAD (R114)

INTRODUCTION:

Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 prescribes the requirements in respect of certain classes of Local Authority Developments. The Regulations apply to the proposed works involved in the improvement of the junction of Ballymaice Lane with the Ballinascorney Road (R114).

The Proposed Works relate to verge widening along the R114 in the vicinity of the existing junction of Ballymaice Lane, in order to improve driver visibility.

DESCRIPTION OF THE SCHEME AS ADVERTISED:

1. Provide the required sight line distances over 90m either side of the junction;

2. Erect 115m of permanent fencing;

3. Erect 20m of wall;

4. Construct 10m of stormwater culvert;

5. Provide Traffic Signs and Road Marking.

CONSULTATION PROCESS:

The proposed Junction Improvement of Ballymaice Lane with the Ballinascorney Road (R114) was advertised in accordance with Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001, in the Irish Independent and The Echo on Thursday 13th July 2006.
The scheme went on public display on Thursday 13th July 2006 to Friday 11th August 2006 as required by the Planning and Development Regulations 2001. Details of the proposed scheme were on display at the offices of South Dublin County Council, County Hall, Tallaght; County Library, County Hall, Tallaght; and South Dublin County Council Civic Offices, Ninth Lock Road, Clondalkin, Dublin 22. The closing date for submissions was Friday 25th August 2006 before 4.30pm.

SUBMISSIONS RECEIVED:

Two submissions were received. A schedule of the submissions is attached to this report and a file containing the submissions is available at the meeting.

	Submission
	We would require a valuation and adequate compensation for the loss of our land involved. 

	 
	Response
	The Council will pay compensation for any private land required for the road scheme.

	1.2
	Submission
	We would like to see a programme for the work and would like advance notice of the start date.

	 
	Response
	In the event that the scheme is approved by the Council and the necessary lands acquired, a contractor will be procured. At that stage a programme of works with a start date will be determined and the landowners will be informed.

	1.3
	Submission
	We would welcome an opportunity to discuss a method statement to ensure the minimum disruption to our business as our players cross the road twice in this area.

	 
	Response
	See Response 1.2 above. It is anticipated that there will be no disruption to the business of the Golf Club during the course of the works.

	1.4
	Submission
	We would welcome an opportunity to discuss the specifications for the fencing and gates and proposals for the landscaping and traffic signs.

	 
	Response
	Specifications for fencing and gates, and proposals for landscaping and traffic signs will be discussed with all affected landowners. 

	1.5
	Submission
	At this time we would also like to express our concern that these proposed changes will encourage drivers descending the R114 to travel at even faster speeds than they do already and some other traffic calming measures should be included to prevent speeding.

	 
	Response
	This scheme involves the provision of improved sightlines to Ballymaice Lane/R114 Junction. It does not include any works relating to the realignment of the R114. It is therefore not anticipated that this scheme will contribute to increased speeds. Yellow roadmarking strips and “SLOW” roadmarkings will be provided along the R114 on the approaches to the junction of Ballymaice Lane.

	2.1
	Submission
	The land to be taken is from a limited private residence of less than one third of an acre: we own no other land. There are alternate ways of improving this road without taking from anybody's residence.

	 
	Response
	Other alignments for improving this junction have been examined. All of these alignments would require significant landtake, new road construction and disruption to traffic on the R114. The proposed scheme is the preferred solution in terms of addressing the current visibility problems.

	2.2
	Submission
	We are losing a section of our garden, an amenity and recreation area important to any family.

	 
	Response
	South Dublin County Council will seek agreement on suitable compensation measures with the landowner.

	2.3
	Submission
	Although the land excision will become a clear kerb and not a wider road that (sic) protective distance between us and the road is reduced. A runaway truck would have its energy dissipated before impacting our house earlier at present than would be the case after the proposed development. This is not a fantasy notion: we have had one fatality adjacent to our house wall due to a runaway truck.

	
	Response
	A road safety barrier will be provided in the existing road verge. 

A reinforced concrete wall will be provided along the line of severance to the residential premises.

	Submission
	On a matter unrelated to our personal concerns, you propose speed bumps at the Glenasmole cross descent towards Bohernabreena. This could be dangerous to many cyclists, racing and leisure that use this road. The flat long road on Ballinascorney gap is a magnet for joyriders deprived of straight roads elsewhere. Would a chicane towards the bottom of this straight not a) deter joyriders b) slow down rush hour traffic and therefore c) obviate the need for the road safety development proposed?

	Response

Submission

Response
	It should be noted that yellow roadmarking strips as a speed reduction are proposed, and not “speedbumps” as indicated in the submission. Controlling the speed of traffic along the R114 is outside the scope of this scheme. However, in addition to yellow roadmarking strips, advance signage will be placed on the R114 to warn traffic on the approaches to the junction of Ballymaice Lane. The yellow roadmarkings will pose no problem for cyclists.

Apart from pressures exerted by rush hour traffic cutting through a country road as an easy short cut rather than taking the main routes, this development is facilitating and perhaps inviting more traffic volume. Should SDCC not be taking measures to dissuade rather than facilitate that in a Green Belt Area e.g. one way traffic? Road walking no longer exists on this road as it has become too dangerous. In addition, it has become inundated with heavy goods vehicles belonging to companies many of which ignore and are not exempt from the 3-tonne weight limit.

Alterations to the R114 as suggested above are not within the scope of this scheme, which involves the provision of improved sightlines to Ballymaice Lane/R114 Junction.

Regarding the presence of heavy goods vehicles along the R114 exceeding the weight limit, this is a matter for An Garda Siochána. 


RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the scheme as advertised be implemented, subject to 

(i) the fitting of a safety barrier to the road verge, and 

(ii) the construction of a reinforced concrete boundary wall to the residential premises at Ballinascorney referred to in submission No. 2.

NEW WORKS
Proposed Extinguishment of Public Right of Way at 283 Balrothery Estate

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
"REPORT ON PROPOSED EXTINGUISHMENT OF PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY AT 283 BALROTHERY ESTATE, TALLAGHT DUBLIN 24 - MAP REF  RE 0617

It was agreed at the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting held on 26th June, 2006 to initiate the procedure to extinguish the public right of way at 283 Balrothery Estate.

The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the Irish Independent on Friday, August 11th, 2006 and signs were erected on site in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993.  The latest date for receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was Friday, 29th September, 2006.

One objection was received in response to the public advertisement/notice. The resident states that they live in a terraced house and require access to the laneway for various essential services and that the erection of gates is the preferable option.
Housing Maintenance have yet to confirm how it is proposed to effect the closure.  At present difficulties would be encountered in securing the laneway as the boundary walls of adjoining properties would allow encroachment onto the laneway as they are only approx. 1m in height.
Bord Gais, Eircom, ESB and NTL, have stated that they have no objections to the proposed extinguishment.

Environmental Services Department, Water Section have stated that they have no objection to the extinguishment. 

Environmental Services Department, Drainage Section has stated that they have no objection to the extinguishment, but have reported that there are two road gullies which suggests there is surface water drainage present. Access will have to be maintained to enable Roads Department to carry out maintenance. If the land is to be incorporated into private lands, the new landowner will assume responsibility for the local surface water sewer within those lands (and maintenance of same).  Otherwise South Dublin County Council should keep the land in charge.

Public Lighting Section have stated that they have no objection to the extinguishment, however there is a public lighting pole located in front of the laneway beside House No. 283, building work should not interfere with this. 

The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right-of-way and the granting of an oral hearing is a reserved function of the Council.

It is recommended that a recommendation be deferred pending a resolution to the closure difficulties."
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Following a discussion to which Councillors J. Neville, M. Daly and K. Warren contributed, Mr. E, Cunningham, Senior Executive Officer, responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED and it AGREED that an updated report would issue for next month's Tallaght Area Committee Meeting dealing with Roads Business.

REPLY 

A) The Tallaght Local Area Plan detailed the requirement to provide a number of sites for community infrastructure. These are as follows; 

 

Youth Centre Facility 

Sites for Two Schools 

New Primary Healthcare Facility 

New Town Park at Cookstown 

The site for the new Town Park has been identified and is substantially comprised of land in the Council’s ownership. The remainder of the land required will be sought through the development management process whereby developments will be compensated for the loss of land by means of allowing them transfer the foregone floor-space to the remainder of the sites. The timescale for the delivery of the park is 2007-2010. While the LAP does not specify any particular timescale for provision of sites for the remaining community infrastructure, this aspect has been broached with a number of consortia who are assembling land holdings.

  

B) There are a number of safeguards proposed in the Local Area Plan in terms of ensuring high quality residential units in the Plan, suitable for the provision of family accommodation. These requirements are a significant advancement on the current County Development Plan 2004 – 2010 in terms of 

 

· A requirement for an on site concierge/caretaker/security presence with dedicated accommodation for future apartment developments over 150 units in size 

 

· A requirement that 60% of all units shall be owner occupied, 

 

· A requirement for increased minimum floor areas for apartments and duplexes, 

 

· A requirement for a minimum average floorspace for apartments and duplexes, 

 

· The provision of a hierarchy of managed children’s play facilities in all new residential developments of 25 or more apartment or duplex units. 

 

·  CCTV in addition to concierge/security unit as a requirement for developments over 150 units. 

 

· A requirement for a utility room of at least 2.9sq.m. approx. (31sq.ft.) to accommodate two appliances and a drying area in all dwelling units of 2 bedrooms or more.  Drying area may be internal (must adjoin an external wall for ventilation) or external (must be screened by opaque glass or wintergarden).

 

C) The Council carried out an extensive public consultation exercise prior to and during the preparation of the Plan.  Prior to the publication of the Tallaght Town Centre Proposed Local Area Plan, the Planning Department carried out two phases of public consultation which sought firstly to establish issues of relevance to Tallaght Town Centre and secondly to indicate proposed strategies as to how the relevant issues could be addressed. All of the stages of the consultation are on the Council’s website at the following address,

REPLY


Planning application SD03A/INV11 was received on 24/01/2003 for retention of 2 GSM panel antennas, No. 1 transmission link dish mounted on a 3m steel support structure plus associated equipment container at UNIT 3, Kingswood Shopping Centre, Sylvan Drive, Dublin 24.

The applicant was Irene Kavanagh - O2 Ireland, Lower Baggot Street. 

On 31/01/2003 the application was invalidated as it was not in compliance with the requirements of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001

Planning application SD03A/0156 was received from Barney O Hare at Unit 1, Kingswood Shopping Centre on 18/03/2003 for retention of Satellite signal receiving antennae to rear elevation, box type internally illuminated sign on gable and 2 no. posters/advertisements in front windows either side of entrance door.

On 07/05/2003 a decision was made to grant permission for retention. No appeal was lodged against this decision.

Planning application SD03A/0342 was received on 29/05/2003 from Irene Kavanagh - O2 Ireland, Lower Baggot Street, for No. 2 GSM panel antennas, No. 1 transmission link dish mounted on a 3m steel support structure plus associated equipment container at Unit 3, Kingswood Shopping Centre, Sylvan Drive, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

On 18/06/2003 the application was deemed to be invalid as the site notice was found not to comply with the requirements of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001.

Planning application SD03A/0463 was received on 04/07/2003 for permission for 2 No. GSM panel antennas, 1 No. transmission link dish mounted on a 3m steel support structure plus associated equipment container at Unit 3, Kingswood Shopping Centre, Sylvan Drive, Tallaght, Dublin 24. The application was submitted by Irene Kavanagh of O2 Ireland, Lower Baggot Street, Dublin 2. 

On 28/08/2003 the Council refused permission for this proposal.

No appeal was lodged against this decision.

Under the Planning and Development Regulations 2001, the erection of mobile telecommunication masts and antennae may be considered to be exempted development provided that certain Conditions and Limitations are complied with (Schedule 2, Part 1, Class 31 of the Regulations refers).

Notwithstanding the above exempted development Regulations, the erection of antennae on the Clocktower Public House is currently under investigation by Planning Enforcement.  A Warning Letter dated 26th October 2006 pursuant to Section 152 of the Act was served on the owner/ occupier in this regard.  However, the investigation will now be broadened to include an investigation into the status of all antennae erected at Kingswood Shopping Centre.  The Councillor will be kept informed as this investigation progresses.

The permission recently granted at the Square is an improved version of the permission originally granted by SDCC in 2000 and An Bord Pleanála in 2001.  
Throughout the Town Centre Plan preparation process, the Square permission was extant i.e. remained valid and there was every indication that the relevant parties wished to proceed with it subject to various legal matters which had to be resolved. In preparing the Town Centre Plan, SDCC openly supported the permission, which had been originally negotiated and granted.  The Town Centre Plan was prepared on the assumption that this extant and desirable permission would be implemented. 

 

 

The Proposed Town Centre Plan was prepared against this background and when the permission lapsed in February 2006, extensive discussion had been ongoing about a resubmission, which was by then imminent.  In negotiating a revised submission, SDCC had taken the opportunity to further improve the development in a number of ways, including a new street link, more active ground floor frontage and better orientated apartments.  SDCC remained supportive of the concept of a new town square and a significant intensity of development at this location. This is reflected in the Plan document itself in Section 6.5 Transitional Arrangements.  

 

At the time of publication of the Proposed Local Area Plan (April 2006), there were two cases where planning applications for significant development were imminent/current further to pre-planning discussion with the Planning Authority. These were the Square Phase III site immediately north of the Square Shopping Centre and the site immediately northwest of the junction of the Greenhills Road Extension and the N81. Planning permission was previously granted for development on each site. 

  

These previous permissions broadly complied with the objectives of the proposed Local Area Plan. The Square Phase III permission lapsed in February 2006. In both cases, revised proposals were discussed with and planning applications formulated on the basis of contact with the Planning Authority. Planning applications were subsequently granted with conditions on both sites. Both applications are currently on appeal. 

 

The Town Centre Plan maps also reflect this. In addition, a color 3D graphic showing the proposed extension to The Square is illustrated in the Plan on Page 22, see below.  While the recent application as submitted included part at 9 storeys, this was reduced to 8 stories by condition. A decision to grant permission was made on the 22nd September 2006 and is now on appeal. 

 

The Tallaght Town Centre Proposed Local Area Plan was adopted by the Council on the 10th October 2006 and this Plan now has statutory status.  The development as granted is in compliance with the Local Area Plan (LAP) as paragraph 6.5 of the Local Area Plan specifically provided for transitional arrangements as discussed above.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

"An Enforcement Notice pursuant to Section 154 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 was served on the owner of The Cottage, Cookstown Road on 6 January 2004 requiring that within a period of one month from the date of the Notice that the hard standing be removed and that the use of the lands for a car sales business cease. As the Enforcement Notice was not complied with, legal proceedings under Section 154(8) of the Planning and Development Act 2000 were taken in the Dublin District Court on 14 December 2004 where the case was struck out due to a difficulty in serving a summons on the owner/occupiers.
Monitoring of the site continued and on 21 September 2005 the Planning Inspector noted that the area of hard standing had been removed. In February 2006, the area Planning Inspector reported that four no. caravans/mobile homes had been placed on the lands and were in use as dwellings.   There were also seven no. vehicles parked on the lands.  The entire curtilage of the dwelling was set out in hard surface/black- top and was in use for the parking of caravans and motor vehicles. 

As a result of the difficulties experienced in relation to previous enforcement action, a decision has been made to initiate further enforcement action against the registered owner of the lands under Section 160 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000.  The co-operation and assistance of the Gardai have been sought in this regard. 

Accordingly, a Warning Letter pursuant to Section 160 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 was served on the registered owner of the lands on 23 February 2006 requiring (i) the removal of the caravans/mobile homes from the lands and (ii) the cessation of the use of the hardstanding area for the parking/storing of caravans and motor vehicles. 

Monitoring the site continues. The area Planning Inspector has reported that between April and July this year a chalet type structure was erected on the site and appears to be in use as a dwelling. The numbers of caravans and motor vehicles on the site vary. At his most recent inspection carried out on 29 September 2006, the Inspector noted 2 no caravans and 3 motor vehicles on the site. 

The matter has been referred to the County Law Agent to initiate Circuit Court proceedings in relation to this matter."
It was AGREED to take Headed Item number 14 and 15 in conjunction with the above report it was proposed by Councillor M. Corr and seconded by Councillor K. Warren:

SITE AT FORTUNESTOWN LANE

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
"Planning Enforcement Section received a complaint in February 2005 in relation to the above lands.  Following an inspection of the lands by the Planning Inspector, and receipt of land ownership details from Land Registry, an Enforcement Notice dated 12th May 2005, pursuant to Section 154 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 was served on the owner of the lands.  The Enforcement Notice required:-

1.   The cessation of use of lands for storage of caravans/mobile homes/motorised camper vans and their uses as places of residence 

2.   The cessation of the use of the land for the storage of materials and motor vehicles used in the construction/maintenance of buildings. 

Following a further inspection of the lands by the Planning Inspector, a Warning Letter dated 4th August 2005, pursuant to Section 160 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 was sent by registered post.  This letter required that within a period of 4 weeks from the date of the latter that (i) the unauthorised use of the lands for the storage of caravans / mobile homes and motorised campervans cease, (ii) the cessation of the use of the lands for the storage of motor vehicles / vans used in the construction industry and (iii) the cessation of the use of the lands for the storage / distribution of building materials or any commercial use. 

The Warning Letter also advised that failure to comply with the requirements of the letter would leave the Council with no option but to apply to the Dublin Circuit Court seeking a Planning Injunction under Section 160 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 seeking the cessation of all unauthorised development on the lands. 

However, this Warning Letter was returned to Planning Enforcement undelivered by An Post. 

In order that proceedings may be initiated in this matter, it is essential that the Council can provide evidence of serving of the Warning Letter on the land owner.  Accordingly, a summons server was engaged to serve the Warning Letter on the land owner by hand.  However, following several attempts by the summons server to serve the Warning Letter, the summons server reported that he was unable to effect service of the letter. 

Tallaght Gardaí were contacted and their assistance was requested in relation to this matter.  In this regard, a Warning Letter dated 15th May 2006 pursuant to Section 160 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 was successfully served with the co-operation of the Gardai.  The Warning Letter required that within 4 weeks of the date of the letter that (i) The use of the lands for the storage of caravans/mobile homes and motorised campervans cease, (ii) the use of the lands for the storage of motor vehicles / vans used in the construction industry cease and (iii) the use of the lands for the storage / distribution of building materials and commercial use cease. 

Evidence has been submitted by / on behalf of the owners of the property which that alleges that the caravans are in situ on the lands for more than 7 years. If such use of the lands does exceed seven years, the Planning Authority is statute barred from taking any further enforcement action in this matter. 

In order to ascertain the accuracy of this evidence, aerial photographs of the lands in question have been requested from Ordinance Survey.
The matter has been referred to the County law Agent to initiate Circuit Court proceedings in relation to this matter."
9 CLOONMORE PARK, JOBSTOWN

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

"A complaint was received by Planning Enforcement on 12th October 2006 in relation to the creation of a hardstanding area and the placing of mobile homes / caravans on the lands within the curtilage of 9 Cloonmore Park, Jobstown. 

A Warning Letter pursuant to Section 152 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 was served on the owner of this property on 13th October 2006.  As a person served with a Warning Letter, he/ she may make submissions or observations in writing to the Planning Authority regarding the alleged unauthorised development not later than four weeks from the date of the service of the Warning Letter i.e.14th November 2006.  No submissions have been received in this regard. 

Further investigations are being carried out.  Once the Planning Inspector’s report is to hand, should the Planning Authority, consider that the above described or other unauthorised development has been/is being/may be carried out, it may decide to issue an Enforcement Notice under Section 154 of the Planning & Development Act 2000. 

Any person who has carried out or who is carrying out unauthorised development may be guilty of an offence under Section 151 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 and shall be liable to a fine or a term of imprisonment.  The owner of the above lands have been advised accordingly. 

During the course of the investigation by Planning Enforcement, the following must be borne in mind; 

Under Class 8, Schedule 2, Part 1, Planning & Development Regulations 2001, the keeping or storing of a caravan, campervan or boat within the curtilage of a house can be considered to be exempted development providing that:- 
1. Not more than one caravan, campervan or boat shall be so kept or stored 

2. The caravan, campervan or boat shall not be used for the storage, display, advertisement or sale of goods or for the purposes of any business 

3. No caravan, campervan or boat shall be so kept or stored for more than 9 months in any year or occupied as a dwelling while so kept or stored."

In the case of the consultation phase of the Tallaght Masterplan, planning staff were available in the foyer of County Hall outside of office hours and the plans were made available in the Square Shopping Centre to engage public interest. 

Also it is now standard practice to have dedicated email addresses established to facilitate submissions by interested parties during the various stages of all local area plans.

With regard to individual planning applications the Planning Department’s efforts to include the public in the decision making process were acknowledged recently with the Best Planning Service Award at the Chambers Ireland Excellence in Local Government Awards.

The offices of the Planning Department, based in County Hall, provide a complete range of planning services. The Planning Counter is open from 9am to 4pm, through lunch, and staff are available from 9am to 5pm to answer queries by phone or email. There is also extensive planning information available on the Council website 24/7/365 with ongoing plans to improve and extend the information and interactivity of services on offer. 
However with the adoption of the Tallaght Masterplan and in light of ongoing development in the Tallaght area consideration is being given to the establishment of a dedicated Tallaght Information Office.
It is envisaged that a range of information on the City of Tallaght would be available in this Information Office including the Local Area Plan, the Development Plan, IAP Urban Renewal information and the Masterplan Maps
Information on South Dublin County Council projects such as the ZIP Project, the new LUAS Pocket Park and the new Cookstown Park could also be available.
A range of the major private projects could be displayed including the DEZ, Keenbury, Shelbourne and Phase 3 of The Square developments as well as the plans of the evolving property consortia around Cuisine de France, Cookstown, the Garda Station etc.

State or Semi-State Agencies with agendas or proposals that relate to the City of Tallaght could be invited to share the office space e.g. RPA, METRO, Dublin Tourism.

Further information on this proposal will be brought to the members as it becomes available."
Councillor M. Corr requested that the motion be RE-ENTERED on the Agenda for the next meeting of Tallaght Area Committee dealing with Planning Business.
