“The Shared Ownership Scheme was introduced in 1992 to assist people on limited incomes to purchase suitable accommodation in two or more stages. The scheme is operated by South Dublin County Council within the guidelines set down by the Department of the Environment and Local Government.

The current income eligibility limits are as follows

Single Income – under €40,000 gross in the previous tax year.

Double Income – 2.5 times the principal income plus once the subsidiary  

income in the previous tax year must be less than €100,000

When setting the level of advances to be made available to applicants the council as a lending institution and a Housing authority must consider the following

(a) The ability of applicants to service the loan repayments over the full                loan term.

(b)
The effect of an interest rate increase on repayments.

(c)
The capacity of applicants to address the outstanding rented equity  

     within the lifetime of the loan.

(d)
The current price and availability of suitable accommodation within our administrative area.

(e) The possible inflationary effect on the market of an increase in advances          by the council.

The current maximum advance issued by South Dublin County Council is €210,000. This figure is monitored on a regular basis and as there have been three interest rises this year to date it is not considered feasible to increase this amount.

The policies and procedures operated by South Dublin County Council are reviewed in conjunction with the Department of the Environment and Local Government on a regular basis to ensure that the Shared Ownership Scheme continues to adequately meet the needs of those it is designed to assist.”

(a) Shall take into or allow to remain in a park any dog unless it is on a leash.

(b) In charge of a dog in a park shall engage it in coursing or permit it to be engaged in coursing in a park.

4.1.2 Every person in charge of a dog in a park shall:
(a) Take reasonable care to prevent it from causing annoyance to any person using the Park or worrying, chasing, injuring or disturbing any animals, birds or other creatures in the Park.

(b) Be liable for any damage or injury which may be caused by the dog.

(c) Remove it from the Park if so directed by an authorized employee of the Council.

This bye law is enforced by the staff of the Parks and Landscape Services Department.  Nevertheless, in a park without a regular staff presence there will be breaches of these bye laws – when this happens it is usually reported to the local depot and an effort is made to monitor these situations and enforce the bye laws.

It is not considered appropriate that large areas of parks should be reserved for such a minority of park users. Therefore, because of the small number of dog owners who do not currently obey the bye laws, there would be little merit in addressing this need either by establishing an area of the park for their dogs to roam free.  The inclusion of a segregated area would necessitate the erection of a fence which would visually impact on the park and become a target for vandalism.”

REPLY:
With regard to the waste collection tagging system, the following points may be of interest.  Each Local Authority is now required by the Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government to have in place a pay by weight or pay by volume system of charging for refuse collection.  This Council decided to opt for the volume based system whereby householders are required to tag their bins, which is fairer than the flat charge that applied heretofore. 

 

One of the problems associated with this system is that relating to theft of tags.   The measures which householders can take to prevent this happening, for example, are not putting the bin out for collection the night before collection day, ensuring that the tag is written on with the address of the property and being generally vigilant with regard to their own and neighbours bins on the morning of collection.  However, one of the cornerstones to the system is that each householder is ultimately responsible for their own wheel bin, authorisation label and bin tag.  

The Council is aware that occasional difficulties arise with the tagging system but this system will  remain in place until a better alternative is found.  In this regard it should be noted that various other systems are in place around the country but to date, this Council regards the current system as the most suitable.

“The Council provides a grey bin service to approximately 3,222 apartments in the county generally. Of these in the region of 1,731 also receive a green bin service from the Council. The Council proposes to extend the green bin service to all apartment dwellings which receive a refuse collection from the Council and arrangements are in hand for the contractor to extend the green bin service to the remainder of the 3,222 apartments as soon as possible. 

 

There are approximately a further 4,763 apartments in the County who do not avail of the Council’s waste collection service. The waste management  service to these is provided by private waste collectors through the management companies for the particular complex(s). Some of these apartments also receive a recycling service but there are no statistics available to the Council as yet in this regard. 

In order to assist in the achievement of recycling targets as set out in the Waste Management Plan for the Dublin Region 2005 – 2010, the Council’s objective is that every householder and apartment resident in the county should be able to avail of a segregated waste service and methods of how to achieve this objective are the subject of ongoing review.”
Following contributions from Councillors, C. Keane, A.White and E. Walsh, Mr. M. Coleman, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.  It was AGREED that this issue would be included on the Agenda for the next meeting of the Environment Strategic Policy Committee.
