REPORT ON IMPLEMENTATION OF TRAVELLER ACCOMMODATION PROGRAMME

The report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

“The assessment of Traveller accommodation needs conducted in association with the process leading to the adoption of the Traveller Accommodation Programme 2005 - 2008 indicated that there is a need to provide 215 units of Traveller-specific accommodation throughout the County during the course of the programme.  This accommodation is to cater for both immediate requirements and future family formations.  

To date, 31 units of Traveller-specific accommodation have been delivered throughout the county under the 2005 – 2008 programmes and it is anticipated that 28 units of permanent accommodation will be completed in 2006.

The Council adopted the Traveller Accommodation Programme 2005 – 2008 unanimously on 9th May 2005.

The incomplete elements of the previous accommodation programme form the first phase of the current accommodation programme.

Reply:

As part of the 2006 Parks Works Programme, a sum of €20,000 was allocated to install anti-cycle pedestrian gates at all entrances to the Dodder Valley Park including those in the Seskin View and Bawnville areas to prevent unauthorised motorcycles gaining access to the Park.  

These gates have been purchased and will be installed in the near future.  

Under the 2007 Parks Works Programme it is proposed to undertake improvement works in the vicinity of Oldbawn Weir to enhance its amenity value as a feature of the Park. 

Arrangements will be made to erect  notices outlining the responsibility of dog owners who use the park.  

There are no proposals to provide litter bins within the Park as these would entail additional capacity in terms of staff resources to ensure that they are regularly emptied and maintained.  

The paths in the Park were mechanically swept on a number of occasions during the year.
