Dear Sir/Madam,

The following motion was passed by Fingal County Council at it’s meeting held on 8th January 2007 :

“That this Council calls on the Government to introduce legislation, enabled by a constitutional amendment if necessary, imposing mandatory life-long custodial sentences, specifically prohibiting release, for four types of murder:

(a) 
the solicitation or commission of a contract killing;

(b) 
murder accompanied by torture;

(c)
serial murder; 

(d)
murder preceded, over a prolonged period, by violent abuse of the victim by the killer.”

It was agreed to circulate the terms of the motion to all other County/City Councils.
