“The removal of trees at Boden Wood was undertaken following representations made to the Parks  Department from a resident living in the small cottages adjoining Boden Wood.  The trees in question were evergreen Leylandii that were located directly along the boundary wall between Boden Wood and the cottages.

Upon examination of the resident’s complaint, the request was considered reasonable as the trees were too large and essentially blocking light.  In addition, if they were not removed now, it was likely that their roots could in time cause damage to the wall.  This evergreen tree is normally planted and maintained as hedging but regrettably these specimens were far too large to facilitate their modification into a hedge.  It should be noted that the rate of growth of Leylandii trees is approximately one metre (3 feet) per year.  

The Parks  Department arranged removal of the evergreen trees only and has left a number of deciduous trees in place.  These will now have a better chance to develop and will have more seasonal interest.  It is proposed in consultation with residents to plant additional trees and shrubs on this open space during the current planting season.”

“The Council's Housing Strategy, which was prepared in accordance with Part V of the Planning & Development Act 2000, was adopted by the Council at its meeting held on 11th June 2001.  This Strategy was reviewed and now forms an integral part of the County Development Plan 2004-2010, which was adopted by the Council on 10th November 2004. 

The strategy requires 15% of all residential developments to be reserved for Social/Affordable housing purposes.  The Council has been successful in the delivery of affordable housing under the following initiatives:

(a) Part V of the Planning & Development Act 2000 (as amended)

(b) Joint Venture Schemes

(c) Integrated Area Plans

To date 476 affordable units have been procured throughout the County.  Of these 6 have been procured and sold on in the Terenure/Rathfarnham Area. 

The following schedule sets out (a) the location and number of units procured to date in the Terenure/Rathfarnham Area, (b) a schedule of social/affordable units to be procured where a Letter of Exchange has issued and/or an Agreement has been reached, (c) schedule of developments where a Commencement Notice has been served and negotiations are ongoing with the developer.”

Having re- checked the boundaries between Terenure/Rathfarnham and the Tallaght Area it has been confirmed that the Dean Brothers development at the former Cats and Dogs Home, Woodstown Cottage is part of the Tallaght Electoral Electoral Area.

In addition to the foregoing, there is potential to procure a further 73(approx.) social/affordable units in the Terenure/Rathfarnham Area on foot of Planning Permissions granted where initial contact has been made with the developer.

"That this committee discusses the 15% allocation of affordable housing with a view to agreeing an increase to 20% to be provided by developers."   

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Council's Housing Strategy, which was prepared in accordance with Part V of the Planning and Development Act 2000, is contained within Part 4, Schedule 6, of the County Development Plan 2004 - 2010.  This can be viewed in it's entirety on the South Dublin County Council website or on the Intranet under the Planning Department.

This document gives details of the factors which were taken into account when determining the 15% requirement from private residential development, county wide, under Part V of the Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended).

In summary the Regional Planning Guidelines forecast the number of households required in South Dublin by 2011 to be 91,815.  Based on these projections and the increased population at the lowering occupancy rate, it is estimated that the number of housing units required to accommodate projected growth in the county by 2010 is approximately 18,446. The rate of house construction in South Dublin at the time, plus production rates in past years and the availability of A1 zoned undeveloped lands available for residential development were taken into account when determining the 15% requirement for social and affordable housing.

The preliminary report for the Census 2006 was produced in July 2006 and it is expected that the definitive population results will be released between April - December 2007.  In light of the census 2006, work commenced recently on a review of the Regional Planning Guideline figures.  It is not known when the review will be completed.

In this context the 15% allocation of affordable/social units remains the most reasonable and sustainable for the immediate future.”

A considerable amount of illegal dumping has taken place both on the site and in the adjoining Cherryfield Park . This illegal dumping which is similar to the pattern of dumping which is taking place at a number of locations in the County is under active investigation at present. Site visits by the Council's Enforcement Staff are regularly carried out. Staff are also using of the latest technology to detect offenders and all offenders will be prosecuted to the fullest extent possible. Should any Council tenants be identified as engaing in illegal dumping then such behaviour will be dealt with in accordance with the Council's Anti Social Behaviour Policy. The Council also arranges frequent clean-ups which are carried out by or under the supervision of the caretaking service.”
