REPORT UNDER SECTION 38 OF THE ROAD TRAFFIC ACT 1994

PROPOSED TRAFFIC CALMING MEASURES IN WHITEBROOK PARK, SPRINGFIELD, TALLAGHT.
INTRODUCTION:

Section 38 of the Road Traffic Act 1994 empowers a Roads Authority to provide traffic calming measures in respect of public roads in their charge. Following the receipt of a petition signed by a large number of residents of Whitebrook Park requesting traffic calming measures the Council designed a traffic calming scheme. The proposed traffic calming measures as circulated to the residents of Whitebrook Park, Springfield, Tallaght are as follows:-  

DESCRIPTION OF SCHEME

The proposed works consist of the following:
1. The construction of five (5) standard traffic calming ramps,

2. Associated Road signage.

CONSULTATION PROCESS:

Details of the proposed Traffic Calming Scheme for Whitebrook Park, Springfield, Tallaght were distributed to all households in Whitebrook Park.  The closing date for submissions was 4.30 p.m. on Friday 24th November, 2006.
