Re:  Proposed disposal of site at Knocklyon Road, Dublin 16 to Department of Education 

and Science for the provision of a school building to accommodate Gaelscoil Chnoc Liamhna.

The Council has agreed terms with the Department of Education and Science for the provision of a site at Knocklyon Road, Dublin 16 to accommodate a local primary school, Gaelscoil Chnoc Liamhna. The School is in operation on a portion of the site at present in prefabricated buildings. The Council has encountered some delay in registering the title to a section of the old Knocklyon Road which was severed by the construction of the M50 (Southern Cross Route ) and has ceased to be a public road.  This section of road runs through the site designated for the school and the title issues will require to be resolved in Land Registry before the legal transfer can be finalised. 

I recommend therefore that, subject to the registration of title as outlined above the Council dispose of its interest in a site measuring 1.5 acres or thereabouts at Knocklyon Road, Dublin 16  as shown outlined in red on Drawing No. PLS.5034-01 to the Department of Education and Science in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001 
subject to the following terms and conditions as recommended by the Council’s Valuer:-

1. That the Council dispose of the subject site for the consideration of €1,018,620.00(one million, eighteen thousand six hundred and twenty euro).

2. That the Council shall retain a wayleave to services that exist in the above land (if any).

3. That each party shall be responsible for its own costs and fees in this matter.

4. That the Purchaser shall obtain the written consent of the Council prior to entering onto the subject plot for the purpose of carrying out any works thereon.

5. That no agreement enforceable at law is created or intended to be created until exchange of contracts has taken place.

6. That the County Solicitor shall draft the necessary legal Agreement and may include further terms and conditions as are deemed appropriate in order to protect the Council’s interest in this case.
The lands to be disposed of form part of lands acquired from Elizabeth Meade in 1980 and from Thomas McInerney and Company Ltd in 1977 for roads and open space purposes .
