Re: Proposed disposal of portion of land adjacent to 68 Castle Park, Tallaght, Dublin 24
     - Mr. Gerald Kavanagh
 An application has been received from Gerald Kavanagh, 68 Castle Park, Tallaght, Dublin 24  to incorporate a portion of land  adjoining his house, into his garden. This is required by the applicant to provide a buffer zone between the gable of his dwelling and public lands and to alleviate the problem of anti-social behaviour. 

Accordingly, I recommend that the Council dispose of an area measuring 55 square metres or thereabouts adjacent to 68 Castle Park, Tallaght, as shown outlined in red on Drawing No. LA/20/06 to the respective householder, Gerald Kavanagh in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001 subject to the following terms and conditions as recommended by the Council’s Valuer:-

1.
That the area be disposed on the basis of a leasehold disposal for garden purposes 
only.

2. The applicant to pay to the Council a capital premium of €1,325 (one thousand three hundred and twenty five euro).

3.
That the applicant shall be granted a lease in the above land for a term of 99 years at a nominal rent of €1 (one euro) per annum (if demanded) with rent reviews every 5 years linked to changes in the Consumer Price Index.

4 That the Council shall retain a wayleave to any services that exist on, under or above the subject land.

5. That the applicant shall construct a suitable boundary feature to the satisfaction of the Council, the specification for which is to be agreed with the Council’s Parks   

       Superintendent.

6. That the applicant shall be responsible for the repositioning of the existing footpath to the satisfaction of the Council.

7. That the applicant shall obtain the written consent of the Council prior to entering onto the subject plot for the purpose of carrying out any works thereon.

8. That each party shall be responsible for their own professional fees.

9. That the applicant shall not cover over or impede access to two manholes located in the subject strip of land from a private combined drain system.

10.
That in the event of any building being attached to the side gable of the existing  
dwelling to which it is understood an Eircom cable is presently attached, the applicant 
shall be responsible for the cost of rerouting the cable.

The lands to be disposed of form part of lands acquired from Siobhain O’Dea in 1964 for housing purposes.
