“To ask the Manager what action he intends taking to improve the condition of Kiltipper Way, particularly that section of the road and pathway which is on the left hand side of the road going from Ellensborough to The Square, and specifically, when he intends to repair the broken walls, remove rubbish, repair trees, and generally improve the condition of the streetscape along this section of the road, and if he will make a statement on the matter?”
Reply
A contractor has recently been engaged by the Council’s Housing Department to carry out remedial and estate improvement works at Kiltipper Way Cushlawn, Tallaght. 
The works, which are currently in progress, include the provision of two openings for pedestrian use in the existing stone wall at two locations, one opposite 15-23 Cushlawn Drive and another opposite 48-56 Cushlawn Walk, the relocation of existing cycle lanes as necessary, the construction of additional footpaths, the repair of other damaged sections of wall and any necessary alterations to the existing footpaths and roads existing within Cushlawn Estate, Tallaght, Dublin 24. Furthermore, the Council’s Parks & Landscape Services Department have also scheduled remedial landscape works to be carried out at this location.
