“To ask the Manager for a detailed update on the report to motion 7 at the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting held on the 27th of June, 2005 with specific reference to Council acquisition to the title to the strip of land mentioned in the motion?”.
Reply:

The strip of land in question adjacent to Watermill Estate/Old Bawn, is one of a large number, of plots of  open space lands which the Council maintains on foot of a Deed of Dedication but where the title never transferred to the Council.  
The acquisition of  title to these lands, together with other open space lands, will be pursued with the registered owners and their Solicitors, as resources permit.

It is understood that the Council’s Parks Department erected palisade fencing on top of the wall at the end of the cul de sac at Watermill Grove last year to restrict access to the area of land in question.  The fencing of other access points is under consideration.
