"To ask the manager what is the planned use for the land opposite Oakdale Park?

REPLY
The land in question opposite Oakdale Park in Ballycullen is zoned Objective F - “To Preserve and Provide for Open and Recreational Amenities” in the South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2004 - 2010.
Under this zoning the following developments are permitted in principle;

Community Centre, Cultural Use, Halting Sites/Group Housing, Open Space, Recreational Facilities/Sports Club.
There have been no planning applications received in relation to this land.
The open space in question is not owned by the Council though the Parks Department has maintained the area to the north of Parklands Road near Oakdale Park.
