"That this Meeting discuss with the aid of a comprehensive report from the Manager detailing the correspondence and contact with Dublin City Council my proposal to utilise a segment of the car park in front of the AIB at Crumlin Cross to facilitate a right hand filter from St Agnes' Road onto Cromwellsfort Road."

 

REPORT:

In 2006 Dublin City Council indicated, as a first step, that control of the traffic lights at this location be transferred to them in order to improve traffic flows.   Dublin City Council has now repeated this position in a reply to recent correspondence.
This Council is of the opinion that this request does not serve its best interest.   It is now proposed to amend the signal sequence so that St. Agnes Road has an unopposed green time which will allow right turners to move freely.  This will result in some slight additional delays on Cromellsfort Road but will best serve pedestrian safety.
