Proposed exchange of  Lands at Coldcut Road, Clondalkin, Dublin 22
The Council is proposing to develop a Traveller Specific Group Housing scheme at Coldcut Road, Clondalkin, Dublin 22. South Dublin County Council on the one part and Michael Dempsey, Ray Donovan, Eddie Bennett, Richard Maguire and Tony Wynne being the current partners to the Coldcut Partnership on the other part (hereinafter referred to as the Coldcut Partnership) are owners of various plots of land at Coldcut Road, Clondalkin, Dublin 22.  The land ownerships are somewhat intermingled and the Council and the Coldcut Partnership have discussed an exchange of lands to consolidate and rationalise the areas in each parties ownership, in order to facilitate the Council’s proposed group housing development at Coldcut Road, Clondalkin, Dublin 22.

The County Council at its meeting held on 8th May 2005 approved under the provisions of the Planning and Developments Act 2000 (as amended) the proposed construction of a development comprising eight group houses.

It is recommended that the Council dispose of two plots of lands comprising (1)1,828sq.m or thereabouts as shown marked “A” on drawing TS051-01 and (ii)13.15 sq.m or thereabouts as shown Marked “B” on drawing TS051-01 to the Coldcut Partnership in exchange of lands in their ownership comprising 1,508ssq.m. or thereabouts as shown marked “C” on drawing TS051-01 subject to in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act 2001, subject to the following conditions:

1. That South Dublin County Council shall transfer the unencumbered freehold interest in possession in the lands comprising (1)1,828sq.m or thereabouts as shown marked “A” on drawing TS051-01 and (ii)13.15 sq.m or thereabouts as shown Marked “B” on drawing TS051-01
2. That the Coldcut Partnership shall transfer the unencumbered freehold interest in possession in the lands comprising 1,508ssq.m. or thereabouts as shown marked “C” on drawing TS051-01
3. That the title to pass shall be the unencumbered freehold title in possession save only for any existing way leaves traversing the lands.

4. That all outstanding charges, rates and taxes (if any) on the lands shall be cleared prior to completion of the transaction.

5. That the Council shall grant a building licence to the Coldcut Parnership and/or Brooklands Developments Ltd. To enter on the Council’s lands for the purposes of commencing construction of the proposed group housing scheme.

6. That each party shall be responsible for their own legal costs in this matter.

I recommend that this disposal be proceeded with subject to the aforementioned conditions.
