REPLY:

The Council’s Law Department is continuing to pursue the acquisition of the site at Willbrook Lawn by Deed of Waiver, with the Chief State Solicitor’s Office. The CSSO has been made aware of the many representations received from the local Residents Association and public representatives in the matter. Recent contact with the office indicates that the matter has been caught up in a significant backlog of cases but a commitment was given to prioritise this case in so far as possible.   

The future use of the site and the necessity to retain the hoarding will be reviewed once the title issues have been resolved.

REPLY:

Planning Permission (Reg. Ref. SD03A/0659 refers) was granted for a mixed use commercial / residential development on the site of the Old Greenhills Shopping Arcade building on St. James Road, Walkinstown on 21st May, 2004.  This permission is valid until 20th May, 2009.

A subsequent planning application (Reg. Ref. SD06A/0248 refers) was lodged on the 5th April, 2006 for a development on the site.  Further information regarding the application was requested from the applicants on 30th May, 2006.  The applicants must reply to this request before 30th November, 2006.  No reply was received and this Planning Application was deemed to be withdrawn.

As previously reported to the members of the Area Committee this site has been deemed derelict within the meaning of the Derelict Sites Act 1990, and it was considered appropriate to initiate the process to acquire the Site compulsorily in accordance with the Derelict Sites Act, 1990.

In accordance with the procedure the site was re inspected on 19th January 2007 and was found to be derelict within the definition contained in Section 3 of the Derelict Sites Act 1990. Following the inspection, a Section 11  notice under the Derelict Sites Act 1990 was  served on the owners requiring that necessary works be carried out.

These works are to be carried out within 6 weeks from the date of the notice, at this time the site will be re-inspected. If the required works have not been carried out, the Council may proceed with the process to acquire the site under the Derelict Sites Act 1990.

"That the Manager provide a detailed report on the progress he is making to take the two small pieces of open spaces behind the hoardings in Willbrook Lawn in charge."
The following report by the Manager was READ: 
“The lands in question are in charge of the Council for maintenance purposes on foot of a Deed of Dedication. However the title was never transferred to the Council and the Company who is the registered owner of the lands has since been dissolved and the lands should therefore vest in the Minister for Finance.

The Council’s Law Department is continuing to pursue the acquisition of the site at Willbrook Lawn by Deed of Waiver from the Minister, with the Chief State Solicitor’s Office. The CSSO has been made aware of the many representations received from the local Residents Association and public representatives in the matter. Recent contact with the office indicates that the matter has been caught up in a significant backlog of cases but a commitment was given to prioritise this case in so far as possible.   

The future use of the site and the necessity to retain the hoarding will be reviewed once the title issues have been resolved.”
Following contributions from Councillors S. Laing, C. Keane, M. Ardagh, J. Lahart and A. White, Mr. F. Nevin, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised and it was AGREED to present a further report on this matter to the March meeting of this Committee.
TR/84/07  SITE OF OLD SHOPPING CENTRE ST JAMES ROAD
MOTION (3) 
It was proposed by Councillor C. Keane and seconded by Councillor T. McDermott
"That this committee discusses the urgency of ensuring the development of the site at the old shopping Centre (McHugh’s) on St. James’s Road Greenhills now that the most recent planning application was declared withdrawn this month as the applicant (McHugh’s) did not submit the required additional information as requested. This is at least the 3rd planning application on this site.  It was agreed following my question put at the Council meeting 6th April 2006 –almost a year ago - that a Compulsory Purchase order would be initiated. I was subsequently informed that site drawings for the CPO were being prepared and that the CPO was imminent, this was over 5 months ago. As this site is a total eyesore and the facilities e.g. Shops, Chemist, Post Office are greatly missed in the community, could the CPO be speeded up as it is obvious – once more by allowing withdrawal of current application– that the applicants have no intention of developing this site in the immediate future. The current derelict situation on this site for over 4 years must not be allowed to continue. " 
The following report by the Manager was READ: 

“Planning Permission (Reg. Ref. SD03A/0659 refers) was granted for a mixed use commercial / residential development on the site of the Old Greenhills Shopping Arcade building on St. James Road, Walkinstown on 21st May, 2004.  This permission is valid until 20th May, 2009.

A subsequent planning application (Reg. Ref. SD06A/0248 refers) was lodged on the 5th April, 2006 for a development on the site.  Further information regarding the application was requested from the applicants on 30th May, 2006.  The applicants must reply to this request before 30th November, 2006.  No reply was received and this Planning Application was deemed to be withdrawn.

Following the inspection, a Section 11  notice under the Derelict Sites Act 1990 was  served on the owners requiring that necessary works be carried out.

These works are to be carried out within 6 weeks from the date of the notice, at this time the site will be re-inspected. If the required works have not been carried out, the Council may proceed with the process to acquire the site under the Derelict Sites Act 1990.” 
Contributions were made  from Councillors C. Keane, E. Walsh, T. McDermott, M. Ardagh , S. Laing and J. Lahart.  The following amended motion was proposed by Councillor C. Keane and seconded by Councillor M. Ardagh:-

“That an amendment be accepted to give the owner of this site until the 1st May 2007 to begin construction on this site (subject to the relevant planning permission being in order) to develop this site as a shopping centre and apartments in order to render it non-derelict.”

Mr. F. Nevin, Senior Executive Officer stated that the owner of the site has 6 weeks to carry out the works listed in the Derelict Site’s Notice.   It was AGREED that a further report would be presented to the March meeting of this Committee.

TR/85/07  BUILDERS YARD AT REAR OF MUCKROSS GROVE
It was proposed by Councillor M. Árdagh and seconded by Councillor T. McDermott
MOTION (4) 
"That the Manager consider the feasibility of acquiring the Builders Yard at the rear of Muckross Grove by C.P.O. and that he give a report on the matter."
The following report by the Manager was READ: 

“This site was the subject of a full report from the Planning Department to the Area Committee in December 2006. The report concluded : 

“Following a review of the entire file, having regard to the history of this site and the lack of hard evidence that a material change of use of the lands has taken place, it appears that no further enforcement action is open to the Planning Authority in relation to this matter at this time.” 

Given the above it is difficult to identify grounds on which a CPO could be justified in respect of the site. It should also be noted that the financial value on the site is likely to be significant and could limit options for local authority use(s).

However, contact will be made with the site owners to discuss their future plans for the site.”
It was AGREED to take Motion 14 in the name of Councillor M. Ardagh and Motion 21 in the name of Councillor T. McDermott and Motion 23 in the name of Councillor S. Laing in conjunction with the above.

It was proposed by Councillor M. Árdagh and seconded by Councillor T. McDermott
MOTION (14)  

"That the Manager carry out an inspection of the laneway that is servicing as the entrance to the Builders Yard at the rear of Muckross Grove (entrance off Muckross Avenue) which is collapsing under the weight of the industrial trucks delivering building materials to the yard, the surface of which is disintergrating and to ascertain if this is a hazard to the services laid under the laneway as this matter is of great concern to residents in the area."
The following report by the Manager was READ: 

“The laneway at Muckross Grove has been inspected. There are no services present underneath the paving except a drainage gully and piping which are in working order. Maintenance depot staff are aware of the condition of the surface and have included it for repair in the 2007 works programme.”
It was proposed by Councillor T. McDermott and seconded by Councillor M. Ardagh
MOTION (21): CATHAOIRLEACH'S BUSINESS
"That this meeting calls upon the Manager to convene a meeting between officials of the relevant departments (planning, legal, roads, environment, parks and others) and residents of Muckross who have been in contact with the Council regarding the intolerable disruptive operation the Builder's Yard which is interfering with the quality of life for residents of the area in many aspects of their daily lives with a view to taking decisive action to finally resolve the situation and to report to this meeting on a monthly basis until the position has been resolved."
The following report by the Manager was READ: 

“Complaints alleging unauthorised development in the yard/lands to the rear of Muckross Grove/Avenue, Perrystown, Dublin 12 were received in March 2005. The alleged unauthorised development consisted of the establishment of a Builders Providers Business trading as SLM Providers Limited. 

The lands were inspected by the Planning Inspector on 1 April 2005, who reported that the subject lands had previously been used as a depot/yard by a civil engineering contractor: Chatham Pipelines, for the storage of materials to be used in civil engineering contracts and for the storage of excavated materials from such works, the parking and keeping of vehicles needed in connection with such contracts, the carrying out of mechanical repairs to such vehicles and the running of such business.  

There was a previous case against Chatham Pipelines in 1989, in which the use of the lands at the rear of Muckross Avenue was the subject of enforcement action and the owners were convicted and fined £800 in the District Court.  This conviction was appealed to the Circuit Court. At the same time a Reference under Section 5 of the 1963 Planning Act was made by the owners to An Bord Pleanála contending that the lands had been used as a builders depot since pre October 1964 and that the Planning Authority were precluded from taking enforcement action.  An Bord Pleanála decided in favour of the applicant and ruled that no change of use had taken place which would require planning permission. 

In relation to current use of the site, the Planning Inspector in his report stated that it was possible that a change of use had taken place from builder’s yard/depot to wholesale builders’ providers. A Warning Letter was served on the directors of SLM Providers Ltd on 29 April 2005. 

In response a submission was received from Maguire McErlean Solicitors on behalf of their client SLM Providers Ltd.  In this submission SLM Providers Ltd denies that there has been any change of use in relation to the above lands and that the current use by SLM Providers Ltd is that of a builders yard/depot. They argued that the lands continued to be used for storage of materials only, that the traffic generated was for the transport of the materials to and from the site only and that the use was an established use.  

At a meeting held in the Council Offices on 1st December 2006 with local residents, the residents were asked to detail the levels of use, noise, dust etc and the consequent impact on their lives before and after the current occupiers took over the yard. Such information is essential if the Council is to consider whether use of the site has intensified to such a degree as to constitute a material change of use. A response from the residents is awaited.  

The Planning Authority is of the opinion that in light of information currently to hand in relation to the subject lands, a material change of use of the lands has not been shown to have taken place. However, upon receipt of the information from the Residents as requested by Planning Enforcement, a decision will be made on whether there is Enforcement action open to the Planning Authority in relation to this matter.” 

It was proposed by of Councillor S. Laing and seconded by Councillor T. McDermott

MOTION (23) 

"That the Manager give a full detailed Report on my request to undertake discussions with S.L.M. Builders Yard to have this facility moved from a Residential area at the rere of Muckross Avenue as it is causing problems in the area."

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“Complaints alleging unauthorised development in the yard/lands to the rear of Muckross Grove/ Avenue, Perrystown, Dublin 12 were received in March 2005.  The alleged unauthorised development consisted of the establishment of a Builders Providers Business trading as SLM Providers Limited. 

The lands were inspected by the Planning Inspector on 1 April 2005, who reported that the subject lands had previously been used as a depot/yard by a civil engineering contractor; Chatham Pipelines, for the storage of materials to be used in civil engineering contracts, and for the storage of excavated materials from such works, the parking and keeping of vehicles needed in connection with such contracts, the carrying out of mechanical repairs to such vehicles and the running of such business. 

There was a previous case against Chatham Pipelines in 1989, in which the use of the lands at the rear of Muckross Avenue was the subject of enforcement action and the owners were convicted and fined £800 in the District Court.  This conviction was appealed to the Circuit Court.  At the same time a Reference under Section 5 of the 1963 Planning Act was made by the owners to An Bord Pleanála contending that the lands had been used as a builders depot since pre October 1964 and that the Planning Authority were precluded from taking enforcement action.  An Bord Pleanála decided in favour of the applicant and ruled that no change of use had taken place which would require planning permission. 

In relation to current use of the site, the Planning Inspector in his report stated that it was possible that a change of use had taken place from builder’s yard/depot to wholesale builders’ providers. A Warning Letter was served on the directors of SLM Providers Ltd on 29 April 2005. 

In response a submission was received from Maguire McErlean Solicitors on behalf of their client SLM Providers Ltd.  In this submission SLM Providers Ltd denies that there has been any change of use in relation to the above lands and that the current use by SLM Providers Ltd is that of a builders yard/depot. They argued that the lands continued to be used for storage of materials only, that the traffic generated was for the transport of the materials to and from the site only and that the use was an established use. 

At a meeting held in the Council Offices on 1st December 2006 with local residents, the residents were asked to detail the levels of use, noise, dust etc and the consequent impact on their lives before and after the current occupiers took over the yard. Such information is essential if the Council is to consider whether use of the site has intensified to such a degree as to constitute a material change of use. A response from the residents is awaited. 

The Planning Authority is of the opinion that in light of information currently to hand in relation to the subject lands, a material change of use of the lands has not been shown to have taken place. However, upon receipt of the information from the Residents as requested by Planning Enforcement, a decision will be made on whether there is Enforcement action open to the Planning Authority in relation to this matter. 

The issue of the Council undertaking discussions with SLM Builders Providers Ltd to have this business relocated was referred to the Development Department for attention and investigation.  Development Department have reported that it is difficult to identify grounds on which a CPO could be justified in respect of these lands.  It should also be noted that the financial value on the site is likely to be significant and could limit options for local authority use(s).

However, Development Department will make contact with the site owners to discuss their future plans for the site.”

Following contributions from Councillors, M. Ardagh, S. Laing, C. Keane, E. Walsh, T. McDermott and J. Lahart, Mr. F. Nevin, Senior Executive Officer,Mr. E. Cunningham, Senior Executive Officer and Ms.M. Hunt, Administrative Officer responded to queries raised and it was AGREED 1) that the Planning Department arrange a further meeting with the local residents to discuss the issue of evidence pertaining to the history of the site and 2) the Council’s Valuer to meet owner of the site.
TR/86/07 PURCHASE OF SITE AT GAELSCOIL CHNOC LIAMHNA
It was proposed by Councillor M..Árdagh and seconded by Councillor A. White  
MOTION (5) : 

"That the Manager report on the following issues in relation to the purchase of the site at Gaelscoil Chnoc Liamhna:

(a) Title to the school finalised and sorted by the end of March 2007

(b) Site purchased by May 2007 and a commitment given to have a permanent school built by September 2009.”
The following report by the Manager was READ: 

“The following is the current position in relation to the lands at Knocklyon Road proposed as a site for Gaelscoil Chnoc Liamhna:

(a) The Council is continuing in its endeavours to register the title to a section of the old Knocklyon Road which runs through the proposed site and has lodged documentation with Land Registry to this effect. Land Registry has recently raised a significant number of queries in the matter and these are at present being considered by the Council and its legal advisors. The Department of Education and Science has been advised of the position.  The completion of registration of title is a matter for Land Registry and is not within the control of the Council.

(b) The Department of Education and Science has recently agreed terms with the Council for the acquisition of the site, pending the title issues being resolved. A report on the proposed disposal of the site is being presented to the February  meeting of the Council for the consideration of the members.

The finalisation of the purchase of the site will depend on resolution of the title issue and completion of legalities by both parties i.e Council and Department. 

The commitment to construct a permanent school on the site and the timeframe for same is again a matter for the Department of Education and not within the remit of this Council.” 
Following contributions from Councillors M. Ardagh, A. White, C. Keane and J. Lahart, Mr. F. Nevin, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

"To ask the Manager for an updated report on the taking in charge of Stonepark Estate as requested by the residents and this councillor and that this report includes a list of outstanding works as outlined by Parks Department and other Departments, to state how and when it is proposed to proceed with those works and complete the taking in charge process of the whole estate i.e. Roads/Parks/Planning/Environmental issues addressed"
REPLY:

A Section 180 request has been received from the residents of Stonepark Abbey, on       1st November 2006, requesting that the Council initiate the procedures under Section 11 of the Roads Act 1993, for the taking in charge of the estate.  This request was accompanied by a copy of a plebiscite which the residents have carried out under Section 180 of the Planning and Development Act 2000.           

The Council have been carrying out the necessary surveys and costings in respect of the roads and services and open spaces in the estate, in order to progress this matter.  

It is expected that the survey in respect of open spaces will be completed in approximately two weeks.  The roads and services survey has been completed.  

A letter offering the estate for taking in charge was received from the developer on       26th January 2007 and is being examined at present.

Should the Council decide to act on this request the surveys as outlined above can be utilised in bringing the matter to a satisfactory conclusion.                                                                                  

TR/109/07 PLANNING APPLICATION FOR WILLINGTON LANE
QUESTION (15) : Councillor E. Walsh   

"To ask the Manager for an up date on the Planning Application for the proposed development at the former Burma Petrol Station Willington Lane?"
REPLY:
Planning Register Reference SD06A/0953 refers.  The application was received on 09-Nov-2006 from Curved Space Ltd., for Demolition of 1 & 2 Wellington Cottages and Filling Station and construction of 1 three storey and 1 part 2, part 3 storey apartment buildings containing 15 two bedroom units and one three bedroom unit, with surface carpark and associated landscape works, all at 1 and 2 Wellington Cottages and Site Between 1 Wellington Cottage & 45 Wellington Lane, Dublin 6W.

The following Additional Information was requested by the Council on 10-Jan-2007:

	1. (a)  The applicant is requested to submit a longitudinal section for the proposed foul drain outfall showing invert and cover levels, gradients, location of existing services (water mains, surface water sewers etc) to prove that the location of the proposed drain does not interfere with the services.
(b)  If it is proposed to connect foul water discharge from the development via the existing pipe on western part of site (Drawing KM42-01), applicant is requested to submit revised drainage layout for the development showing connection to the pipe. These shall include details of the existing pipe, including pipe size, pipe gradient, invert and cover levels, etc to prove that the pipe has sufficient capacity to convey flows from the proposed development. 
There should be full and complete separation of foul and surface water systems.


2. The proposed 40mm orifice and permeable paving to control surface water runoff from the site are not acceptable. The applicant is requested to submit details of alternative surface water attenuation facilities and flow control mechanism necessary to limit surface water discharges from the site. These shall include pipe sizes, invert levels and gradients, manhole locations, required storm water storage volume, location of storm water storage area together with a cross-section of the storm water storage area showing details of both inlets and outlets.

3. No water supply information has been provided with this application. The applicant is requested to submit a water main layout for the development showing location and size of pipes, valves, hydrants etc within the site boundary up to and including point of connection to the public water main.

4. (a) The applicant is requested to submit a detailed landscape plan with full works specification (including timescale for implementation) and bill of quantities for the development of the green space. This plan should include grading, topsoiling, seeding, paths, drainage, boundary treatment and planting.  
(b)  Landscape Plan should include detailed plans as to how the landscaping of the stream to the north of the site will be addressed  and detailed specifications for the entrance and boundary treatment of the site.  This should include rear/west boundary details, if any.  These works to be in accordance with South Dublin County Council's 'Guidelines for Open Space Development & Taking in Charge 'available from the Parks and Landscape Services Department.
The landscaping plan should show also show no landscaping or boundary treatment falling within the vision splay area on the right hand side, when exiting the proposed development, other than as a grassed area.   


5. The applicant is requested to submit a detailed tree survey indicating, location,  species, height, stem diameter, branch spread, height of crown clearance, age class, physiological condition, structural condition, preliminary management recommendations, estimated remaining contribution (years) and category grading, prior to the commencement of works on site.  This submission should include an Arboricultural Impact Assessment and an Arboricultural Method Statement which should include a Tree Protection Plan.  The above details shouldbe compiled by a qualified Arborist and be in compliance with British Standard 5837- 2005 'Trees in relation to construction'.

6. The applicant is requested to submit a draft Management Agreement in relation to the future maintenance and management of all open spaces, landscape areas and associated planting provided within the development.


7. The applicant is requested to submit detailed proposals for the provision of suitable facilities for children's play,  including type and quantity of equipment in accordance with the current EU Standards which are to be located on the areas of public or communal open space.

8. It is considered that the proposed location of the children's play area is not ideal in terms of passive surveillance and convenience, landscaping and impact on neighbouring property.  The applicant is requested to submit a revised site layout plan  at a scale of 1:200,  showing the proposed dedicated childrens play area relocated so that it is to the rear of the main block 'A' and adjacent to parking spaces numbers 17 and 18, and so opposite block 'A's stairs and lift core.  The area that had been shown for play area should be shown as landscaped instead.

9. It is considered that the proposed bin and bicycle stores are not in an ideal postion in terms of convenience, passive surveillance, amenity and landscaping, and impact on neighbouring property, for example due to it's close proximtiy to the house of 3A Willington Green.  It is also unclear how bins will be collected as the vehicular entrance through the building may not be large enough for stadard refuse trucks to access.  
(a)  The applicant is requested to submit a revised site layout plan at a scale of 1:200 showing the proposed refuse area and bicycle store relocated further north along the west boundary and in the area of car spaces numbers 4,5 & 6.  The area that was to be occupied by the refuse and bicycle stores can be shown for parking with boundary margin landscaping, or all landscaping.
(b) The applicant is requested to submit details as to the collection of refuse from the store, and if the bicycle parking is to be covered or open etc.


The Additional Information as requested has not been received to date.

If the applicant fails to return the information to the Council within six months of the date that it was requested, the Council are obliged to declare the application withdrawn.

TR/110/07 QUALITY KITCHENS UNITS – GREENHILLS IND. ESTATE
QUESTION (16) : Councillor E. Walsh   

"To ask the Manager for an up date on the Enforcement Officers report regarding the Quality Kitchens Units 3, 4, 5, Greenhills Industrial Estate Dublin Ref No S4945?"
REPLY:
Planning permission was granted on 10 August 2006 for “Demolition of part of the two-storey front section and alterations to the front elevation and construction of a single-storey extension of 445.2 sq. m to the rear and side of this terraced warehouse unit which is currently 1,186.5 sq. m in area”at Units 3, 4 & 5 Greenhills Industial Estate (Reg. ref. SD06A/0351 refers).

 

Planning permission was granted on 8 November 2006 for “Combining this unit with the adjoining units and construction of a single-storey extension of 202sq.m. to the rear and side of this end-of-terrace warehouse unit which is currently 400sq.m. in area” at Unit 5, Greenhills Industrial Estate (Reg. ref. SD06A/0666 refers)

The Council’s decisions were not appealed. On 31 October 2006, Commencement Notices were lodged in respect of planning applications, SD06A/0351 & SD06A/0666. 

 

In November 2006 complaints were received from a number of residents in the vicinity of the development site concerning the development works. The complaints mainly concerned the residents’ unawareness of the proposed development and questioning the validity of the permissions. 

However, the applicant met the requirements of the Planning & Development Act 2000, in each application and the permissions are valid. Works is ongoing on the site and it will be monitored to ensure that it proceeds in accordance with the permissions granted.

 

The Councillor will be kept informed as the investigation progresses. 

TR/111/07 PLANNING APPLICATION AT REAR OF ST. PETERS SCHOOL
QUESTION (17) : Councillor E. Walsh   

"To ask the Manager for an up date on the Planning Application for development at the site at the rear of St. Peters School which was appealed to An Bord Pleannala?"
REPLY
Register Reference SD05A/0847 refers.  The application was received on 14-Oct-2005 from Promster Developments Ltd. for development at Temple Manor Avenue off Limekiln Farm & St. Peters School, Greenhills, Dublin 12.  The development comprises demolition of the existing 3 storey school building and the construction of 30 no. dwellings which are broken down into 5 blocks A, B, C, D and E all above basement as follows: Block A consists of a 3 storey block containing a total of 5 no. apartments as follows- 4 no. 3 bed & 1 no. 2 bed apartments with dormer windows facing north-east & south-west;  Block B consists of a 4 storey block containing, 7 no. apartments consisting of 6 no. 2 bed apartments and 1 no. 3 bed apartment which is incorporated within the roof with dormer windows facing north-east & south-west;  Block C consists of a 4 storey block containing 7 no. apartments consisting of 6 no. 2 bed apartments and 1 no. 3 bed apartment which is incorporated within the roof with dormer windows facing north-west and south-east;  Block D consists of 9 no. 3 storey terrace houses consisting of 9 no. 3 bed with balconies;  Block E consists of a 4 storey block containing 2 no. 4 bed houses with the fourth floor incorporated within the roof and dormer windows facing north-east & south-west;  basement level consists of 44 no. car parking spaces, plant room, attenuation tank, and lift & stairs for access to the courtyard and access to Block E;  ground level consists of 7 no. car spaces, refuse storage and bicycle storage located to the south-east of the site and covered lift and staircase for access to the basement located in the courtyard, together with an E.S.B. substation facing south-west with pedestrian and vehicular access off Limekiln Farm Road with security gates all with proposed landscaped courtyard, boundary treatment and site development works.

A decision was made by the Council to Grant Permission on 08-Dec-2005.  Following a third party appeal, a decision was made by An Bord Pleanála to Grant Permission on 16-Jun-2006.
