Supply and Installation of CCTV Cameras and Associated equipment within Grange Castle Business Park.

REPORT ON PUBLIC CONSULTATION PROCEDURE UNDER PART 8 OF THE PLANNING & DEVELOPMENT ACT, 2000 AND THE PLANNING & DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS, 2001 & 2003 FOR THE SUPPLY AND INSTALLATION OF CCTV CAMERAS AND ASSOCIATED EQUIPMENT WITHIN GRANGE CASTLE BUSINESS PARK,CLONDALKIN,DUBLIN 22.
Part 8 of the Local Government Planning and Development Regulations, 2001 prescribes the requirements in respect of certain classes of Local Authority Developments. These Regulations apply to the proposal to supply and install CCTV cameras and equipment within Grange Castle Business Park and comprise:-

· Supply and Installation of Cameras, Monitors and Recording Equipment,  

· Provision of fibre and power supplies.

Public Consultation Process

The proposal was advertised in the Irish Independent and The Echo in accordance with Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations,2001 and was on public display at South Dublin County Council Offices:-

Any person wishing to make a  submission or observation with respect to the proposed development dealing with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area in which the development is situated was invited to do so. The latest date for receipt of submissions was up to and including 4.30pm on Friday, 2nd February,2007.

Submissions Received

One submission was received as follows:-

1. Cllr. Trevor Gilligan- “is there any chance that the cctv system could be extended in the Grange Castle vicinity so that it could aid the residents of Grange View estate/Kilcronin/Kilmahuddrick etc”.

Councils Response

The services within the Grange Castle Business Park have been provided and funded to facilitate the development of The Park for inward investment. The operational management and maintenance costs of these services form part of the service charge levied by Grange Castle Facilities Management Ltd (with effect from the1st January,2005) as provided for in the Park Scheme Lease. The provision of CCTV is a long-term commitment given by the Council to Clients locating in the Park and while the provision of this service is a capital project the cost of operation and maintenance of the system will form part of the service charge for the Business Park. Accordingly, it is not considered appropriate to extend the CCTV system to areas which do not form part of the area levied for service charge.

It should be noted that a number of cameras will be provided on the periphery of The Park to supervise The Canal, Grange Castle Road, Nangor Road and the Lucan Newcastle Road. Due regard must be taken to the provisions of the relevant data protection legislation.

Recommendation
The proposed works are consistent with the proper planning and sustainable development of the Business Park having regard to the zoning and specific local objectives of the Development Plan, 2004-2010.It is recommended that the development works as proposed be proceeded with.

The recommendation of the Committee will be brought to the County Council Meeting for decision.”

Following consideration of the Report it was recommended by the Committee that the development as advertised should be proceeded with. 

The proposed works are consistent with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area having regard to the Development Plan 2004-2010.  Accordingly, it is now proposed to proceed with the development works as proposed.
