"That the Manager report on any progress being made on my proposal some years ago about the idea for a boardwalk overlooking a stretch of the Dodder at Lr. Dodder Road."
Report:
Boardwalks along rivers are used in circumstances where conventional pedestrian access is otherwise unavailable. 
While they can be of interest visually, they can also be an intrusion into ecological habitats and can disturb some wildlife.  
In the case of the section of the River Dodder at Lower Dodder Road, there is an existing pathway almost at river level on the southern side of the river and this is considered adequate for public access.  
However, we will examine other sections along the Dodder to determine where the placement of boardwalks are feasible and appropriate.
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
