This examination includes the possible role of plastic ‘compressors’. 

The recycling site at Kimmage Manor Mission will be examined as to its suitability regarding the location of a plastic recycling bank.

REPLY:
The recycling facility at Tymon car park on Willington Lane contains plastic and glass recycling containers and is widely used by the public. 

(a)   In December 2006, a number of measures were taken to address the problem of plastic bags being left on site. A new plastic container was placed at the site which comprises of a cage like structure and allows users of the facility to easily see if the container is full. In addition, due to the demand for plastic recycling at the site, a second plastic recycling container was placed at the location. Both measures have reduced the problems of overflowing containers and plastic litter at the site. 

(b)   The implementation of the strategy for the provision of Community based recycling facilities presented to the Environment SPC in September 2006 includes the ongoing identification and development of recycling facilities in the County as a whole. Four new sites have been identified at various locations in the County since that time. 

(c)   The Council is examining other locations in the area concerned to site additional recycling facilities. A report will be presented to the Committee when new sites are identified.

TR/131/07  INFILL HOUSING AT GLENDOHER AND KINGSTON COURT
HEADED ITEM (3)
Proposed re-development of maisonettes in Pearse Brothers Park/Palmer Park and proposed infill housing at Glendoher and Kingston Court 
Pearse Brothers Park, which was constructed in 1957 consists of 19 tenanted units - 18 maisonettes and 1 house, Palmer Park was built in 1968 and contains 12 tenanted units - 4 maisonettes and 8 houses. Both of these estates are in need of significant upgrade works and are included in the planned extension of the Remedial Works Scheme.

Pearse Brothers Park and Palmer Park were included in the Accelerated Gas Fired Central Heating Programme, and installations were completed throughout both estates in 2005. 

Pearse Brothers Park was electrically upgraded approximately 15 years ago, and is not included in the current Electrical Upgrade Programme. Palmer Park has also been included under the Electrical Upgrade Programme designed to ensure that all council dwellings achieve a common electrical standard. Pearse Brothers Park and Palmer Park are included in the second phase of the Mains Smoke Alarm programme, which is due to commence in early 2007. An External Painting Programme was completed at Pearse Brothers Park in 2004, under general maintenance works. 

The Council’s Architectural Services Department recommended that these estates be included in a refurbishment programme in the next two to three years, and a feasibility study and cost estimate will be undertaken in 2007. The initial steps in the preparation of this plan were programmed for the second half of 2006. The Council at its meeting held on 10th July 2006 adopted the Ballyboden Village Plan. 

Submissions under the Ballyboden Village Plan were received from residents of Pearse Brothers/Palmer Park indicating their preference to be rehoused locally when the existing units are refurbished, and the Council is agreeable to this proposal. Sites within the Council’s ownership at the entrance to Glendoher Estate; at Kingston, Taylors Lane have been identified for the provision / procurement of the required accommodation. Further site at the rear of Pearse Brothers Park adjacent to school and at the eastern end of Pearse Brothers Park adjacent to the existing maisonettes was also identified but are not available for immediate development.

As previously indicated to the Area Committee the first stage in the process required a survey of the accommodation needs of the residents of both Pearse Brothers Park and Palmer Park to be carried out. This survey has now been completed. Each resident was asked what were there preferences regarding their future accommodation. In addition any special housing needs or requirements of the residents, was established. 

The following is a summary of the findings of the survey:

A number of special requirements were identified and these will be taken into account in the design of future accommodation. It is intended to meet the options expressed by the residents as far as is practicable. As previously indicated the refurbishment of the maisonettes in Pearse Brothers Park and Palmer Park can only take place by re-housing the tenants, either on a temporary or permanent basis, in order for the works to proceed.

The design of the individual replacement schemes will be the subject of the normal Part 8 public consultation process. It is anticipated that the statutory Part 8 process will begin, subject to the approval of the Area Committee, towards the end of the first quarter of 2007. 

The first phase of the construction project involves the provision of housing units on the sites at the entrance to Glendoher Estate and at Kingston, Taylors Lane. A large area of the site has been set aside in accordance with the desire of the members to facilitate the provision of a pocket park at this location, however the exact design of this park will have to be further developed in consultation with the Council’s Parks Department.  It is proposed to provide 10 units of accommodation to meet the first phase of the needs of the existing tenants on the two sites comprising:

2 x 3 Person 2 Bedroom 2 storey Type A

3 x 3 Person 2 Bedroom 2 storey Type B

2 x 3 Person 2 bedroom Ground Floor Apartment Type C2

2 x 3 Person 2 Bedroom First Floor Apartment Type P5

1 x 4 Person 2 Bedroom Single Storey Specially Adapted

Total 10 units of accommodation.

A presentation on the concept proposals which are attached to this report will be made to the Area Committee meeting. The design concept provides for 10 of the 22 tenants of the existing maisonettes. Subject to the approval of the Area committee it is proposed to commence the statutory Part 8 process without delay.

The Council is also committed to developing an estate-wide plan to address overall environmental issues (including parking) for the Pearse Brothers Park / Palmer Park area. A separate consultation process will take place on this stage of the plan which will be developed taking account of the submissions received in the Village Plan process.
The following emergency Motion was proposed by Councillor J. Lahart and seconded by Councillor M. Ardagh.

“That the manager, in recognition of the strong views held by the local community, and equally in recognition of the housing needs of local people;

examines the Ballyboden Village Plan area, excluding its open spaces, with a view to absorbing the proposed five housing units at Kingston Court, and that the Manager meet with local councillors for the area as a matter of priority”

Following contributions from Councillors, J. Lahart, M. Ardagh, C. Keane, S. Laing, E. Walsh and T. McDermott, Mr. P. Murphy, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised.   The Motion was put to a vote which resulted as follows:-

“That the Manager, having regard to the particular historical, natural and cultural siqnificance of the Kingston Court Green site and its dose proximity to a protected structure — Newbrook House, and taking into consideration the many submissions for the public for a formal Public Garden; Taking all this into consideration that the second block at the northern end at Taylors Lane be deleted and relocate (move south) the gable building designed to commemorate architect Joseph Byrne who lived at Kingston and who designed the Carnigie Library, social housing and Iveagh Baths.”

HEADED ITEM (5) 
Report on the Implementation of Traveller Development Programme 2005-2008
The assessment of Traveller accommodation needs conducted in association with the process leading to the adoption of the Traveller Accommodation Programme 2005 - 2008 indicated that there is a need to provide 215 units of Traveller-specific accommodation throughout the County during the course of the programme.  This accommodation is to cater for both immediate requirements and future family formations.  

At the end of 2006, half-way through the currently Traveller Accommodation Programme, 51 units of Traveller-specific accommodation have been occupied by families throughout the county, eight are awaiting occupation and  15 units are currently under construction in the county.

The allocation of housing to families at Hazel Hill and Fortunestown at the end of 2006 resulted in the closure of St. Maelruan’s temporary facility.

The first advertisement for the post of Market Manager provided two interested parties but for a variety of reasons both was unable to fulfill the commitment required by the role. This necessitated a further recruitment drive following a period of research and market awareness and culminated in an advertisement in the public press and other relevant media, web and magazine outlets nationally. A large number of traders expressed interest in a pitch at the proposed market, which in itself was encouraging but only one interest in management and operation of the market was submitted.

This company was interviewed on 29th November 2006 to discuss their experience, views on the Market industry and assess suitability of the proposed Market as envisaged by the Council. 

The company demonstrated wide experience both nationally and internationally in the Food Market business particularly markets aimed at the high quality end while equally maintaining value for money at competitive prices.

The company was very impressed with the location and its potential both in terms of setting and catchment area and expressed that they were impressed with the work and preparation that had been done by the committee to date which far exceeded any proposal that they had witnessed previously. They believe that the huge growth and demand for Farmers markets & locally produced foods in recent years has led to new and exciting opportunities for both the organisers and recipients.  The establishment of a Farmers Market in Tallaght would see an increase in the number of visitors to the area plus many positive advantages in its association with an environmental and sustainable venture.  

Their stated aim is to provide South Dublin County Council with a fully functioning Farmers Market.  This company will take full responsibility for the overall management services and ensure the market is run in a professional manner and complies with all Public Liability and Health and Safety matters.  Initially they would like to invite fifteen traders to set-up their stalls on a Friday, from 10am – 4pm.  These stalls will include fruit & vegetables, organic meat, bread, muffins and home baking, organic hampers, coffee and teas, jewellery and crafts, fresh fish etc. To ensure the success of this venture it is of the utmost importance that a high level of hygiene and professionalism is ensured at all times. 

A detailed communications strategy is currently being prepared which they will manage to successfully market South Dublin County Council Farmers Market Tallaght consisting of the following three key areas:

The building itself is open Monday to Saturday to accommodate the range of activities that take place there.

The Libraries Department are looking at the opening hours of the library space in the Whitechurch Library building. Ideally any change in opening hours would be tied in with a community initiative.

There is now the potential to link up with Scoil Mhuire to develop their usage of the library. The imminent construction of a new footpath now means that the school will be within safe walking distance of the library, which previously wasn’t the case. The Libraries Department are in discussions with the school regarding the best way and time to accommodate their library needs.

The library is also looking at working with youth groups to provide them with access to library facilities. This entails looking at the needs of the groups and how best the library facilities can be provided for them and opening hours would be a factor in this.

Once these discussions have taken place a review of the present library opening hours will be carried out and changed / extended where it is felt necessary.”

Reply:

Following a meeting with residents from Brookwood Estate it was agreed that the Parks & Landscape Services Department would install lockable anti-cycle gates on the access to the Owendoher riverside walkway from Scholarstown Road and at the access from Springvale. The gates have been ordered and are currently with a contractor for galvanizing treatment and should be installed within the next two weeks. The residents of Brookwood have undertaken to manage the opening and closing of these gates which are to be open during normal park opening hours.  However, no firm proposal has yet been agreed with the residents as to how the locking of the gate will be managed at local level.

As agreed with the residents during October 2006, the understorey shrubbery was cutback beneath the tree cover along the riverside walk to open views and enable supervision of the riverside walkway from Brookwood and to reduce cover for perpetrators of anti-social behaviour.  In addition, the Parks Department arranged for the removal of one tree within the estate as agreed and in conjunction with the Council’s litter warden provided assistance to the residents with a clean up of the riverside walk.  Some pruning work was to be undertaken to reduce the size of a beech hedge within the estate but this has been deferred following further correspondence from residents.

Over the coming months, arrangements will be made for the agreed installation of a 1.2m  high railing with lockable access gates incorporated at two key points, also to be managed by the residents, along agreed open sections of the boundary of Brookwood with the riverside walk.  To facilitate the installation of this railing it will be necessary to undertake significant pruning of trees and shrubbery along the boundary of the estate with the riverside walkway.  

However, in recent weeks it would appear from correspondence received by the Parks Department that some residents of Brookwood have not been fully informed through the Residents Association of the works agreed at the meeting of 28.09.06 and in advance of proceeding with any further works the Parks Department will be seeking reassurance from the Residents Association that there is no objection to the remaining works.  In particular, the proposed railing installation is a major undertaking and we will be in further discussion with the Residents Association on this matter.

Greenhills Park 

Master Plan for Existing and Proposed facilities in the Vicinity of the Greenhills Community Centre.

“Over recent years, discussions have taken place with three main groups using Greenhills Park and the Community Centre against the background of providing an outdoor bowling green, for which capital and Sports Grants funding has been provided.  While a Part 8 Planning Consultation Process was agreed at the Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee Meeting on the 10th May 2005 and subsequently approved by the County Council on the 13th June 2005, difficulties were encountered with Greenhills Community Council in having the facility constructed.  In an effort to overcome these difficulties, meetings were held with Greenhills Boys F.C. with a view to rearranging the layout of the pitches to accommodate the bowling green in an alternative location, a slight modification of the agreed location.  By letter dated the 3rd June 2006, the club agreed to the modified proposal.  However, when arrangements were made to implement the first stage of the works, i.e., relocate the pitch, it was learned that there was some confusion within the football club concerning the proposal.  That entailed further site meetings with the newly formed executive of the club at which they outlined their objectives in regard to facilities in the long term.  A meeting of all interested parties was held in the Community Centre on the 8th January last at which the following issues were discussed:

· Greenhills Boys F.C. wish to demolish their existing clubhouse and replace it with a new building of a more modern design with better changing and meeting room facilities.

· The Community Council wish to construct a Community Day Centre and are anxious to ensure that they would have sufficient space within their site for the proposed new building

· The Greenhills Bowls Club will require a facility to cater for materials used in association with their new bowling green and for changing room accommodation and meetings etc.

· There is agreement by all parties that the existing car park is inadequate and in need of refurbishment.

· The existing entrance to the park is in need of physical and visual enhancement.

Arising from the discussion, it was considered feasible that all parties needs could and should be addressed through a proposed masterplan that the Parks Department agreed to prepare and present to them and to this committee.  Implicit within this plan and key to successful agreement by all parties is the provision of a site by the Council for the provision of a proposed new building to cater for the needs of the three groups.  All are agreed that there are economies of scale and possible gains in better utilisation of resources if they devised one building that would have sufficient provision for their needs.  Another factor is the setting back of the boundary of Greenhills Park to cater for the additional car parking requirements that will arise.

Attached therefore for information purposes is a copy of the proposed masterplan (Drawing Number PLS 1229-13).  This proposal will formally be presented to the parties concerned on the basis that the Council will agree to work with all of them in the years to come to assist them in its implementation.  In the meantime and subject to their agreement, implementation of the proposed bowling green will proceed on the basis of the proposed location as in accordance with the approved Part 8 Approval of the 13th June 2005.”
