"That this Committee urges the Parks Dept., to outline the proposed work to enhance the section of the Dodder river at Old Bawn Bridge, and this work to include to make the river more visible:- 

(i)     Remove the shrubbery

(ii)    Night lighting of weir from bridge

(iii)   Access with safety for the public

(iv)   Steps to re-stock river-fishery

This report to be presented as soon as is possible.”
Report:
It is proposed to carry out major works, most of which are included in the above motion as part of the Parks Works Programme 2007 for which money has been provided.  The overall proposed works will be presented to the May meeting of the Area Committee.
As part of the 2007 Parks Works Programme, a sum of €25,000 has been allocated to undertake improvement works in the vicinity of Oldbawn Weir in order to enhance its amenity value.  The aim of these works will be to improve visibility of the weir from within the Dodder Valley Park and to create a viewing area which will make the weir more accessible to park users.  This will necessitate removal of some of the existing vegetation and consideration will also be given to night lighting of the weir.  Proposals are being prepared and will be presented to a meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee in the near future.
