Left Turning Facilities at junction of  N81/Whitestown Way.
REPORT:

Further to Report presented to the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting of 26th February 2007 in relation to the request for a dedicated left filter lane and lengthened left turning lane at the N81/Whitestown Way junction, a copy of the Final Stage 2 Road Safety Audit carried out on the proposed junction arrangements has been furnished to the Roads & Traffic Department by the Consultants for the Arena Development.

 

From examination of the Road Safety Audit and related drawings, the configuration of the pedestrian crossing point and related tactile area  required to ensure safe waiting and crossing movements at this location would preclude the provision of a dedicated filter lane independent of traffic and pedestrian signals. It is proposed, instead, that left turning vehicles would share the straight ahead bus lane on the approach to the junction, and that the shared lane would be clearly marked to show this. It is proposed also that the shared lane would be lengthened as requested, and arrangements will be put in hand to do so at the earliest opportunity.      
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
