QUESTION (1): Councillor M. Árdagh   

"To ask the Manager to provide additional public lighting at each side of the junction of Wainsfort Road and Wainsfort Avenue as the lighting is very poor at this location and is a hazard for the many elderly residents crossing the road at this junction?"
REPLY:
An inspection by Public Lighting staff on the 9th February found that there is a light (P19) at the junction of Wainsfort Road/Wainsfort Avenue.  It is not considered that the installation of an extra light, at this location, is an urgent necessity at this time and there is no provision in this year's estimates to upgrade the existing lighting on Wainsfort Road. However the situation will be monitored.

TR/174/07  DRIVEWAYS ADJACENT TO WHITEHALL ROAD WEST
QUESTION (2): Councillor M. Árdagh   

"To ask the Manager to carry out an inspection of the long tarmac driveways (No. 116 and neighbours) adjacent to the junction of Whitehall Road West and Limekiln Lane, which are in a dreadful condition and require complete resurfacing and will he state when this work will be carried out?"
REPLY:

The area in question has been inspected by roads maintenance staff. The resurfacing of this area will be prioritised with other demands for consideration  in our 2007 works schedule.

REPLY:

QUESTION (4): Councillor J. Lahart   

"To ask the Manager to repair, as a matter of urgency, the footpaths outside 31-33 Ballyroan road as they are in a very dangerous condition and to outline when this might be done?"
REPLY:
The footpaths on Ballyroan Road will be included in the countywide footpath survey. Any necessary repairs will be carried out following the survey which is currently underway.

TR/177/07 PAY PARKING IN RATHFARNHAM VILLAGE
QUESTION (5): Councillor J. Lahart   

"To ask the Manager that in the context of pay-parking in Rathfarnham Village, consideration be given to extending the scheme to Saturdays which is a busy day in the village?"
REPLY:
This issue was considered in the deliberations on the countywide parking bye-laws prior to adoption by the Council in 2006, when a clear preference was established that the proposed on-street parking controls should not be extended to include Saturdays. Accordingly, the bye-laws as adopted provide for Monday-Friday operation only.

QUESTION (6): Councillor S. Laing   

"To ask the Manager if a 3 tonne ban operates in the Perrystown area?" 
REPLY:

No weight restriction applies in relation to HGV through-traffic in the Perrystown area. However, the area is included among those covered by the county-wide ban on parking of HGVs in residential areas.

The various measures included in the scheme, including the installation of double yellow lines at the above location, were subject to public consultation and are provided for in the Parking Bye-Laws as approved and adopted by the Council in 2006.

RIGHT HAND FILTER AT CRUMLIN CROSS
MOTION (7) 
It was proposed by Councillor T. McDermott and seconded by Councillor M. Árdagh  Árdagh 

"That this Meeting discuss with the aid of a comprehensive report from the Manager detailing the correspondence and contact with Dublin City Council my proposal to utilise a segment of the car park in front of the AIB at Crumlin Cross to facilitate a right hand filter from St Agnes' Road onto Cromwellsfort Road."
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“In 2006 Dublin City Council indicated, as a first step, that control of the traffic lights at this location be transferred to them in order to improve traffic flows.   Dublin City Council has now repeated this position in a reply to recent correspondence.

This Council is of the opinion that this request does not serve its best interest.   It is now proposed to amend the signal sequence so that St. Agnes Road has an unopposed green time which will allow right turners to move freely.  This will result in some slight additional delays on Cromellsfort Road but will best serve pedestrian safety.”

Following contributions from Councillors T. McDermott, M. Árdagh, J. Lahart, C. Keane, E. Walsh and S. Laing Mr. E. Cunningham, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

TR/193/07 RIGHT HAND TURN TEMPLEOGUE RD ONTO SPRINGFIELD RD 
MOTION (2) CATHAOIRLEACH'S BUSINESS

It was proposed by Councillor T. McDermott and seconded by Councillor J. Lahart
"That this committee calls upon the Manager to re-open the right hand turn from Templeogue Road onto Springfield Road at off-peak hours."
The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The right turn bans at Springfield (inbound & outbound directions) were introduced as part of the Tallaght to City Centre QBC scheme and are designed to facilitate movement of buses through Templeogue Village.  There is no evidence from CCTV monitoring or traffic count data that traffic volumes have increased or congestion worsened as a result of these measures but that the opposite is in fact the case and the original QBC objectives are being achieved along the route.  This Council is committed to the policies and objectives of the DTO Strategy, A Platform for Change, including the development and enhancement of the Quality Bus Network.  Deletion of the ban at Springfield as suggested would have a detrimental effect on the QBC performance, and also on traffic movement through Templeogue Village and is therefore not recommended.  The Tallaght QBC operates on a 24Hour basis.” 
Following contributions from Councillors, T. McDermott, J. Lahart, M. Árdagh, C. Keane, S. Laing, and E. Walsh, Mr. E. Cunningham, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised and it was AGREED to present a further report on this issue to the May Meeting of this Committee.

“The Council is committed to developing South Dublin County in a sustainable and energy efficient manner.  To progress this the Council is currently investigating these issues and also of the most appropriate way to proceed in the light of experience elsewhere.  

With regard to the Building Regulations; these are a set of national standards for proper building construction.  All new building works within the State are required to be in compliance with them in relation to, for example, disabled access, fire safety, insulation etc.  The developer’s architect/engineer as distinct from the Council is obligated to certify compliance of any building with the Building Regulations.  The Regulations are subject to periodic review and update by the Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government (DEHLG).  Individual local authorities have neither the resources nor the legal mandate to make such regulations or to engage in such reviews or to set standards which may be significantly at variance with national guidance and regulation and to the standards pertaining in other local authority areas.  In addition to do so would be unworkable and there would be no basis for enforcement.  It would also mislead members of the public and give them a false sense of security, in that purchasers may perceive they are getting an improved or updated standard/regulation relating to this county when such standard/regulation would in fact be unenforceable and may have unintended consequences.  

The Council is approaching the complex issues of sustainability and energy efficiency in a practical and coherent way so that it can have real meaning for those who live, work and visit the county.  One example of this is the Planning Department’s forthcoming advice document ‘Home Extension Guide’ that will be circulated shortly.  This will include simple, practical environmentally sustainable measures for individual householders as one of the key principles to consider in extending a home.

In addition the Planning Department has secured funding from the DEHLG to consider how environmentally sustainable standards might be implemented in the framing of plans for a new development area (Balgaddy SDZ).  The Council is also examining best practice in relation to environmental sustainability including practice in some of the European countries which are leaders in this field.”

Following contributions from Councillors C. Keane, M. Ardagh, T. McDermott and S. Laing the report was NOTED.
