Re:  
Proposed disposal of portion of laneway between Willington Drive and Willington Green, Templeogue, Dublin 6W to Mr. Norman Greene, 15 Willington Green.

An application was received from Mr. Norman Greene of 15 Willington Green, Templeogue, Dublin 6W to purchase a portion of a laneway adjoining his property from the Council. The laneway  was made redundant following the construction of a small infill housing scheme at Willington Avenue/Green by the Council some years ago. The public right of way over the laneway was extinguished in 1997. 

Accordingly, I recommend that the Council dispose of an area measuring 108  square metres or thereabouts adjacent to 15 Willington Green, as shown outlined in red on Drawing No. LA/08/06 REV.A to the respective householder, Norman Greene in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001 subject to the following terms and conditions as recommended by the Council’s Valuer:-

1. The applicant to pay a capital premium of €6,500 (six thousand, five hundred euro).  Such sum to be paid within two months of the date of receipt of the Councils approval to this disposal. 

2. That the applicant shall be granted a lease in the above land for a term of 99 years at a nominal rent of €1 (one euro) per annum (if demanded) with rent reviews every 5 years linked to changes in the Consumer Price Index.

3. That the Council shall retain a wayleave over the plot to be leased for the purpose of maintaining services that exist in the above land.

4. That in the event of the Council exercising its wayleave rights the Council will not be liable for the payment of compensation, damages, etc., save in the case of negligence on the part of the Council or it’s agents in carrying out the work. However the Council will make good any excavation carried out in exercise of its wayleave rights and will reinstate the surface of the excavated area to grassed area or concrete hard standing area but the Council will not be responsible for reinstatement of any modifications undertaken by the Lessee e.g. paving, tarmacadam, decking, planting etc. or any structures erected within the wayleave area. 

5. That the applicant shall only use the above land for garden purposes and no structures shall 


be permitted thereon.  

6. That each party shall be responsible for its own Legal and Professional Fees in this matter.

The lands to be disposed of form part of lands acquired from Gallagher Group Properties Ltd in July 1979  for open space and from Noel Murray in May 1998 for housing purposes.
