“That the Manager report on the situation in relation to the Greenhills Community Garden Project and their proposal to develop a site for a community garden which is located at the rear of the junction at St. James and St. Peter's Road which is vested in two trustees registered in the Land Registry on Folio 19900F for the benefit of Greenhills Residents Association."
Report:
A sum of €5,000 has been provided under the 2007 Parks Works Programme to assist with the establishment of a community garden on a piece of ground at the rear of the junction of St Peters Road with St James Road in the Greenhills area.  The project is being organised by the Greenhills Community Garden Project with a committee comprising residents from the locality.  The site is administered by a trustee on behalf of the Greenhills Residents Association.  

The Parks Department have in recent weeks undertaken a clean up of the site on which there was a considerable amount of illegal dumping and have done some preparatory work on ground leveling.  Arrangements are being made to install boundary fencing to secure the site within the next few weeks.  This work is being done by the Parks Department to assist the committee of the Greenhills Community Garden Project, which has the approval of the trustee of the site to progress this project.
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
