M50 UPGRADE SCHEME CONTRACT 1
“The following report by the Manager was READ and NOTED”
REPORT:
Traffic Management for Construction of N7/M50 Interchange.

The Gas, Eircom, Water, Drainage, ESB and other major Utility Diversions are currently nearing completion and the total reconstruction of the N7 / M50 Interchange now involves very extensive works to construct a wide variety of new vehicular / pedestrian bridges, underpasses, retaining walls, roadworks and Luas Tramway Works.

The Traffic Management measures that have to be put in place to enable major construction activities to proceed have been the subject of many discussions between the Contractor, the Traffic Depts of both SDCC and DCC and the Council’s Consulting Engineers Team as well as the Gardai and Emergency Services.

South-west Quadrant (Luas Park & Ride);

As the works in the area of the Luas Park & Ride Facility involves three levels and is complex in nature an agreement has been reached with the RPA whereby the latter are allowing temporary use of a section of the Park & Ride Facility. The section of land will thus allow the construction of a temporary 3-lane road to divert all outbound N7 Traffic.

North-west Quadrant (Monastery Road / IBIS Hotel);

Similarly at the Monastery Road quadrant many bridges, retaining walls and new roads have to be constructed and various road layouts will have to be adopted during the construction period. Bearing these factors in mind the Contractor’s Traffic Management measures in this Area will require the closing of Monastery Road Junction and the conversion of the existing Link Road to 2-way traffic in order to maintain access from the N7 to Monastery Road.

HEADED ITEM (5) The Green Route QBC 
The following report by the Manager was READ:
The Green Route QBC 
The Green Route forms part of an Orbital Route running from the Stillorgan Road (N11) at White’s Cross, via Sandyford Industrial Estate, Ballinteer, Ballyboden and Old Bawn to the Blessington Road (N81) at Tallaght, and interchanges with the M50 at Sandyford, Ballinteer and Ballycullen. The final phase of the construction of the Green Route is currently under way from Ballyboden Roundabout via Taylor’s Lane to Grange Road.  

The Quality Bus Network Office propose to create a Quality Bus Corridor utilising this Green Route as an orbital route in order to link the Sandyford Industrial Estate area in Dun Laoghaire Rathdown County to Tallaght Town Centre. In the South Dublin County Council area, the route will extend eventually from the junction of Tallaght Bypass (N81) and Old Bawn Road through Old Bawn Road, Killininny Road and St Columkilles Way, crossing the M50 to Scholarstown Road and Ballyboden Way, and from there through Taylor’s Lane and Grange Road to the boundary with Dun Laoghaire Rathdown County Council. 

 

The sections of bus lane are proposed as follows:  

· Eastbound: (a) 410 m of bus lane on Taylor’s Lane between the new pedestrian crossing situated between Glendoher Drive and Pearse Brothers Park and the Taylor’s Lane/Grange Road Junction, and (b) 320 m of bus lane on Grange Road between the “Eden Lounge” and Highfield Avenue.

· Westbound: (a) 435 m of bus lane on Taylor’s Lane between Ballyboden Road junction and the new pedestrian crossing adjacent to Pearse Brothers Park, and (b) 510 m of bus lane on Grange Road between the Grange Road/Taylor’s Lane Junction and Highfield Avenue. 

The Scheme has the potential to provide considerable benefits for public transport users on the route as follows: 

· There are significant time savings for a large number of bus passengers. 

· As the number of general traffic lanes remains unchanged, there is no significant impact on journey times for general traffic. 

· There is no adverse impact on the cycle track. 

· It will form part of the proposed orbital route between Tallaght and Sandyford Area. 

· Early approval will allow the inclusion of the scheme as part of the realignment scheme currently on site. 

It is proposed to initiate a Part 8 public consultation process under the Local Government Planning & Development Regulations in the immediate future. 

 

The cost of the scheme will be funded from the DTO’s Annual Traffic Management Grant programme.

1. The applicant is requested to submit a revised drawing clarifying the details of the foul longitudinal section for the proposed crossing of Wellington Lane, which is inconsistent with details shown on the site drainage layout.

2. The applicant is requested to submit revised drainage drawings.  The existing sewer levels (FWMH 58 and FWMH 56) as shown on the applicant's further information drawings are inconsistent with taken in charge drawings.   The applicant shall establish on site exact sewer levels and shall submit revised plans and longitudinal sections showing actual manhole invert and cover levels so that an assessment of service crossings and feasibility to connect into the existing public foul sewer can be made.

3. The applicant is requested to submit revised plans mapping out the exact location of the surface water pipes, and clearly showing how it is proposed to cater for same.
The route of all existing surface water pipework in the vicinity of the proposed development is likely to cross the proposed foul sewer, and the surface water pipe downstream of manhole SWMH 37 is not clear.

4. The applicant is requested  to confirm if the applicant has chosen to  connect foul water discharge from the development via the existing sewer on the western part of site (Drawing KM42-01).  If so, the applicant should submit revised drainage layout for the development showing connection to the sewer. These shall include details of the existing pipe, including pipe size, pipe gradient, invert and cover levels, etc to prove that the pipe has sufficient capacity to convey flows from the proposed development.

5. The applicant is requested to submit  a detailed landscape plan with full works specification (including timescale for implementation) and bill of quantities for the development of the green space. This plan to include grading, topsoiling, seeding, paths, drainage, boundary treatment and planting. In addition the Landscape Plan should include detailed plans as to how the landscaping of the stream to the North of the site will be addressed in the Landscape Plan and detailed specifications for the entrance and boundary treatment of the site.  These works to be in accordance with South Dublin County Council's Guidelines for Open Space Development & Taking in Charge available from the Parks and Landscape Services Department.


6. The applicant is requested to submit a detailed tree survey indicating, location,  species, height, stem diameter, branch spread, height of crown clearance, age class, physiological condition, structural condition, preliminary management recommendations, estimated remaining contribution (years) and category grading, prior to the commencement of works on site.  This submission should include an Arboricultural Impact Assessment and an Arboricultural Method Statement (which should include a Tree Protection Plan).  The above details to be compiled by a qualified Arborist and be in compliance with British Standard 5837- 2005 Trees in relation to construction.

7. The applicant is requested to submit  detailed proposals for the provision of suitable facilities for children's play (including type and quantity of equipment in accordance with the current EU Standards) which are to be located on the areas of public or communal open space.

8. The applicant is requested to submit a draft Management Agreement in relation to the future maintenance and management of all open spaces, landscape areas and associated planting provided within the development.

Purpose of the Proposed Guidance

This Planning Guidance document is intended to supplement Development Plan policies (in particular SCR 23) and provide appropriate guidance on how children’s play facilities should be incorporated into new developments. 

Background

‘Ready Steady Play! A National Play Policy’ was published by the National Children’s Office in March 2002. The Principal aim of the National Play is to improve the quality of children’s lives through the provision of play opportunities. 

In accordance with the requirements of the National Play Policy, in 2006 South Dublin County Council adopted a play policy “Developing Play in South Dublin County, 2006-2009” that seeks to improve provision for children’s play across the county. Actions identified in the play policy, include the development of a framework to guide the provision of play facilities in new developments in the County.  

Proposal

The Draft Planning Guidance on the Provision of Children’s Play Facilities in New Developments provides guidance on how children’s play facilities should be incorporated into new developments. 

The Draft Guidelines seek to facilitate the development of a hierarchical network of children’s play facilities in the county catering for children of different age groups within reasonable travelling distances from their homes. The hierarchy of provision is based on providing frequent smaller play areas for younger children close to their homes and less frequent, larger play facilities for older children further away. The guidelines also provide a framework for determining the hierarchy of play facilities to be provided in new developments based on the number and type of units to be provided. It is envisaged that Children’s play provision in new developments will complement playground provision made by the Council in regional parks and elsewhere.
