MOTION:  Councillor M. Árdagh
"That the Manager take into consideration  the following wishes of the residents and the Residents Association in relation to the upgrading of the open space at Priory Walk, Whitehall Road:

1.  That the proposed grey galvanized railings be spray painted black before installation.

2.  That the finished surface of the stone wall and pillars be black limestone  - similar to what was previously there.

3.  That benches be provided in the open space - similar to those provided in Glendown Park  - for the convenience of the residents.
Report:
The installation of the new boundary wall at Priory Walk, Whitehall Road has been undertaken in regular consultation with the Residents Association.  The wall is now completed and the Residents Association has expressed satisfaction with the work and the materials used.  The material used in the original pillars was red brick and the new wall and pillars have been constructed in granite as requested by and agreed with the Residents Association. 

It has been agreed with the Residents Association that the railings to be installed on top of the wall are to be galvanised as they will require no further maintenance.  In addition, this can be achieved relatively quickly to facilitate reinstallation of the railings as soon as possible.   If a powder coated finish in black was to be pursued, this would involve a considerable time delay with contractors to undertake this work prior to reinstallation.

The provision of seating on the open space can be considered for inclusion in the 2008 Parks Works Programme subject to agreement with the Residents Association.
