“To ask the Manager how often the M50 is cleared of rubbish and litter.”
Reply: 
Under the terms of the contract between South Dublin County Council and Oxigen Environmental Ltd. who carry out road sweeping and litter picking for the Council on the roads network, the M50 motorway is swept and litter picked on a quarterly basis.
The M50 motorway from its boundary with Fingal County to the Balrothery Interchange is currently under the control of the contractor who is carrying out upgrading works and is therefore not included in the road sweeping contract with Oxigen Environmental Ltd. at present.  

The section of the motorway from the Balrothery Interchange to the Dun Laoghaire/ Rathdown County boundary was last swept by the contractor in late April 2007 and is scheduled for its next sweep in July 2007 in accordance with the terms of the contract. Where dumping occurs it is removed by the Council’s cleansing crew.
