South Dublin County Council is involved in a partnership project, PURE – Protecting Uplands & Rural Environment – along with Dublin City, Dun Laoghaire-Rathdown and Wicklow County Council and Coillte and the ESB.

 

PURE highlights incidents of dumping within the Dublin/Wicklow mountains and has initiated a number of projects to prevent such occurrences:

· Use of a lo-call phone –line to report illegal dumping – 1850-365121

· The use of a dedicated vehicle to improve the clean-up response time to incidents of dumping 

· The creation of an education programme to highlight effects of illegal dumping.

Information on PURE will be provided to the Green School Committee in Bohernabreena. The Litter Warden for the area will contact the committee to discuss possible actions to prevent dumping in the area.

South Dublin County Council is proactive in providing schools in the County with a recycling service.  The Green Schools programme is supported by the Council and currently 83 schools are registered with An Taisce as part of the Green schools programme.  32 schools within the County have the Green Flag – this is recognition of achievement of a high environmental standard in the following areas – waste, water, energy and transport.

The Council can arrange a visit by staff from the Environmental Awareness Section to the school in question to encourage recycling and awareness of environmental issues.

REPORT ON DRAINAGE PROBLEMS IN THE MAPLEWOOD/RAHEEN AREA

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
"A number of queries have been received by the Council in relation to ongoing drainage issues in the Springfield area which includes Maplewood and Raheen. In response the Council has indicated that it will carry out some survey work in the area to establish the extent of the drainage problems. In general, where the problem areas identified are in private ownership, the Council has indicated to residents that it is not in a position to carry out any remedial works without payment for the services provided. Where problems are experienced in Council rented dwellings, they are addressed through the Housing Department of the Council. The Drainage Maintenance and Operation Section usually assists in any work involved.

In terms of drainage infrastructure the following table identifies where responsibility lies for drainage maintenance and operations.

The Springfield area from a drainage perspective comprises Alderwood, Ambervale, Ashgrove, Birchwood, Cairnwood, Fernwood, Lanndale, Maplewood, Raheen, Virginia Heights and Whitebrook. Each of these estate are significant in size and there have been reports of various types of drainage problems in many of these estates.

 Problems reported are generally as follows, 

 

(i)Faulty Broadstraps 

 

(ii)Use of 4” pipework (4” sewers serving more than 6 dwellings) 

 

(iii)Poor gradients in some sewers 

 

(iv)Misconnections 

 

(v)Infiltration 

The problems that arise are generally not with the main sewers. The Council’s Area Engineer and the Drainage Inspectors log all drainage problems in the area so that information can be compiled on any blackspots. The reported problems experienced by householders are also logged.

Proposals

Over the coming months the Area Engineer and Drainage Inspector will visit the area to examine any blackspots on the main sewers with a view to examining what remediation measures can be proposed. It is proposed to also inspect estates in the area. This information together with the ongoing logging information and previous history data will serve to identify the significant problem areas with a view to recommending remedial measures where feasible."
Mr. M. Coleman, Senior Executive Officer spoke on the report.

Following a discussion to which Councillors E. Maloney, M. Daly, J. Neville, K. Warren, J. Daly and C. King contributed, Mr. S. Deegan, Senior Executive Engineer responded to queries raised. The attached schedule shows a list of areas which will receive a Junk Collection in the current year.  Following the examination by the Environment SPC in 2006 of the issue of annual junk collections to RAPID areas it was agreed by the SPC that this service would be provided every second year to those areas.  The change in frequency of service to the RAPID areas should facilitate, for the foreseeable future the delivery of the junk collection service to other areas on a ‘once in five years’ rota.  The schedule of areas to receive a collection in the Tallaght area this year is set out below.  

The junk collection service is due to be provided earlier in the year than on recent occasions, commencing in May and due to be completed in August. Householders will receive advance individual notification of their collection dates etc.

REPORT ON NEW BRING BANK CENTRE AT KILLINARDEN HEIGHTS

In pursuance of its policy of expanding its recycling facilities as contained in the Waste Management Plan for the Dublin Region 2005 to 2010 and as part of the implementation of the Community Recycling Strategy as presented at the meeting of the Environment SPC in September 2006, the Council has installed a glass bottle Bring Bank at Killinarden Heights, Tallaght. The facility will enable the local community to recycle glass bottles thus preventing them from entering landfill."

"That, having regard to the growing incidence of bin tags being removed/stolen, a system be put in place that would recognise proof of purchase of the appropriate bin tag as being sufficient to enable bin to be collected in the absence of possession of the actual tag"

 

The following report which had been circulated was READ:

"Local Authorities are required by E.U. and national policy to operate a “Pay by Weight” or “Pay by Volume” system of charging for refuse collection.  The bin tagging system employed by the Council fulfils this requirement. The system has generally worked well since its introduction in February 2004 and has resulted in an increase in the amount of waste being recycled and a significant reduction in the amount of waste disposed in landfill.
On occasions the Council is contacted by customers with reports of bin tags being stolen.  In recent months reports have been received from a number of locations in the County viz. parts of Tallaght, Clondalkin, Lucan and Walkinstown. These incidences have been reported to the Gardai and the Council is in ongoing liaison with the Gardai in this regard. The majority of tags stolen were removed from bins which were left out overnight. The Council regularly reminds householders not to place the tag on their bin overnight and to ensure that their name and address is filled in on the tag so as to discourage theft of the tag by those engaged in this form of anti social behaviour. 

Whilst the Council fully recognises the frustration of householders who have bin tags stolen and has considered the matter there is no ‘foolproof’ mechanism which could be put in place that would enable such householders to receive a bin collection without having a new bin tag attached to their bin. 

In conjunction with the other Local Authorities in the Dublin Region, the Council regularly examines new systems and practices with a view to making the waste management service as efficient as possible whilst at the same time endeavouring to ensure that its customers receive good value for money for the service provided. 

A full evaluation of alternatives to the tagging system is currently underway but requires detailed consideration and will take some time. In this regard the Council is currently examining an electronic system of payment for its waste collection service. A report will be presented to the Council on the matter in due course. 

 The Waste Management Service provided by South Dublin County Council will be further enhanced following the formal announcement on 29th March last of the development of the Regional Material Recovery Facility (MRF) at Ballymount. This facility will provide for the segregation and processing of the dry recyclable waste collected in the ‘Green Bin’ and will facilitate the inclusion of plastic bottles in the waste streams. 

The Dublin Local Authorities are commencing the phased introduction of the inclusion of plastic bottles in the waste streams accepted.  In South Dublin County Council administrative area, the programme for expansion to include plastic bottles will commence later in 2007 and will be completed in 2008.The programme of routes and areas will be notified to the Council and to customers in due course. 

The service will further expand in South Dublin County Council administrative area in 2008, with the introduction of brown bin collection system for bio-degradable waste. 

The expansion of the service will impact on the cost to South Dublin County Council of providing for a high quality environmentally sound Waste Management system.  The consideration of an alternative charging system (other than bin tagging) will also have regard to these matters.”

CUSHLAWN REFURBISHMENT PROGRAMME 
QUESTION:

"To ask the Manager, to update the Committee on the current status of the funding from the Department and all related matters pertaining to the Cushlawn refurbishment programme and can he/she make a statement on the matter."

REPLY:
The Department of Environment, Housing and Local Government allocated 11.5m for Phase 1 of Refurbishment Project.  This was carried out between 2003 and 2006. and has now been fully completed successfully to a very high standard.  In all a total of 326 units were refurbished during this Project including 148 dwellings in Cushlawn Estate, Tallaght.   

By letter dated 21st February 2007, the Department of the Environment, Housing and Local Government has now conveyed approval for Phase 2 of Refurbishment Programme for a further 200 units, 100 of which will be in Cushlawn Estate, Tallaght. The projected budget for 100 dwellings in Cushlawn Estate is €5,043,000.

Phase 2 of the refurbishment programme is in the initial stages of planning. It is anticipated that tenders for the appointment of suitable contractors to carry out the works will be invited in May 2007. Following the appointment of contractors it is proposed to commence work in the Autumn of this year. The programme will be rolled out over an 18 month period. A technical survey will be carried out in advance of the commencement of the programme and tenants will be advised of any works to be carried out.

"The Councils Housing Strategy, which was prepared in accordance with Part V of the Planning and Development Act 2000, was adopted by the Council at its meeting held on 11th June 2001. This Strategy was reviewed and now forms an integral part of the County development Plan 2004-2010, which was adopted by the Council on 10th November 2004. 

The Strategy requires 15% of all residential developments to be reserved for Social/Affordable purposes. The Council has been successful in the delivery of affordable housing under the following initiatives:

(a)  Part V of the Planning & Development Act 2000 (as amended)

(b)  Joint Venture Schemes

(c)  Integrated Area Plans

To date 476 affordable units have been procured throughout the County.  
Of these 322 have been procured and sold on in the Tallaght Area.
