ROAD ALIGNMENT  PLANS AT CITYWEST SHOPPING CENTRE
QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr

"To ask the Manager to provide full details of the road realignment plans, footpath provision for pedestrians, bus parking facilities and provision for cyclists which form part of the new Citywest Shopping Centre development and to provide this information in diagram or map format?"

REPLY:


The planning permission relating to the development known as the Citywest Shopping Centre at the South West Quadrant of junction of, Fortunestown Lane, Citywest Road, Dublin 24 is SD03A/0857. Permission was granted to the applicants, Place Property Ltd., on 24th November 2004.

The other application of relevance to the question raised is SD06A/0919, which sought permission for the upgrading and widening of sections of Fortunestown Lane, Citywest Road (N82) and Fortunestown Way including footpaths, cycle paths and roundabout at junction of these roads, construction of new roundabout at entrance to Citywest Shopping Centre (under construction) and construction of all associated services and works including relocating bus bays, public lighting and diversions as necessary. 

On 27th March 2007 permission was granted for this proposal.

In respect of the road realignment plans, please see drawing SD06A/0919.

Access to the western part of the development will be off the Fortunestown Lane with two entrance and exit lanes in and out of the development as well as footpath and cycle access into this part of the development. Fortunestown Lane is to be widened to provide separate right and left turning slip lanes into the development. Access to the offices located within the development will be off the Citywest Road. 
The applicant has been required to upgrade the existing roundabout at the junction of the Citywest Road and Fortunestown Lane as follows; cycle ways and footpaths are to be provided along the Citywest Road as it approaches the roundabout in a southerly direction. The approach to the roundabout in this direction is also to be widened to 6metres for a distance of 30metres. 

In respect of the provision of footpaths/pedestrian access please see drawing SD03A/0857.I t is intended that a footpath be provided along the entire boundary of the development along the Citywest Road and Fortunestown Lane and that within the proposed development pedestrian links be provided into the Carrigmore residential development and the Westbrook residential development. Footpaths are also proposed throughout the residential part of the development. Signalised pedestrian crossings are to be provided at points on the Citywest Road and one point on the Fortunestown Lane side of the development. Cycle ways are also to be provided adjacent to the route of the proposed footpaths around the circumference of the site of the development. 

In respect of bus parking facilities please see drawing SD03A/0857.The existing bus bay outside the site on the Citywest Road is to be relocated very slightly further up the Citywest Road towards the Belfry development and increased in size. A bus-bay is also proposed for an area on the Fortunestown Lane. 

On drawing SD06A/0919 the existing bus bay and stop located immediately before the roundabout heading from Citywest Business Park towards the Citywest Shopping Centre is to be relocated slightly.

MINIMUM DISTANCE BETWEEN RESIDENTIAL AND COMMERCIAL UNITS 

QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr

"To ask the Manager what is considered to be the minimum distance permissable between an industrial unit and a residential unit when granting planning permission and are restrictions on hours of operation always conditioned into planning permissions when granted for industrial units that are in very close proximity to residential development?"

REPLY:


The development plan does not specify a minimum distance between industrial and residential uses. The assessment of each proposal would take into account the minimum separation distances as set out in the Residential Density Guidelines and the County Development Plan, which recommend 22m metres between directly opposing first floor windows and 35 metres between the 3rd or more floors. These distances provide a guide to protect overlooking/privacy amenity.  

Where overlooking is not an issue, the assessment would need to take account of overshadowing, the impact of scale and blank flanks walls of large industrial units on the visual amenity and overwhelming effect of a large scale building on the residential amenity of dwelling houses.  In addition, separation distance and insulation materials as well as limited hours of operation, can mitigate the effects of noise, dust and other disturbance from uses in light industrial buildings and associated heavy vehicle movements to and from the site. Hours of operation are often included in grants of planning permission to ensure reasonable levels of residential amenity, but are not a requirement.

REQUEST FOR A PLANNING INSPECTION

QUESTION: Councillor C. King
"To ask the Manager, to arrange for a planning inspection to take place at *details supplied 1, to clarify whether works carried out at this location are compliant with *details supplied 2 which was granted permission on 14/08/06 and to further investigate whether permission was sought to run a business at this location as is being advertised at present?"

REPLY:

A decision to grant planning permission was made on 14 August 2006 for a “Proposed new pitched roof over existing 2 storey side extension to replace existing flat roof, proposed attic conversion with dormer with windows in roof to rear of existing dwelling, proposed attic conversion with dormer without window in roof to side of existing side extension, proposed detached single storey block shed with pitched roof over in rear garden” at the address specified in the question.

Where a written complaint is received in relation to alleged unauthorised development, the specific issues raised are investigated, and any enforcement action deemed necessary is taken. The alleged use of the premises for commercial purposes is currently under investigation. The Councillor will be kept informed as the investigation progresses.

"To ask the Manager to confirm if there is a TPO (Tree Preservation Order) on the trees on the site, which is subject to Planning Application SD07A/0097?"

REPLY:

Planning application SD07A/0097 was received on 12/02/2007 from Glan Developments Ltd., Ballymount Court for permission for a development at Old Ballymount Road and Forest Close, Tallaght, Dublin 24 as follows;

The development consists of the construction of 43 units in 2 Blocks- A & B, comprising 16 no. houses and 27 no. apartments on a site area 5524sq.m. "Block A" consists of 16 units with 8 no. townhouses; 1 no. 1-bedroom and 7 no. 3-bedroom units, and 8 no. apartments: 6 no. 2 bedroom and 2 no. 1 bedroom units, over 3 stories with private balconies, roof terrace and patios. "Block B" comprises 27 units with 8 no. 3 bedroom townhouses, and 19 no. apartments: 6 no. 1 bedroom and 13 no. 2 bedroom, over 3-4 stories with private balconies, roof terrace and patios, with ramp access to basement (accessed off Old Ballymount Road) providing 51 no. car parking spaces and 43 no. bicycle spaces with stairs and lift access via cylindrical pavilion up to public open space, existing mature trees to be retained and incorporated into public open space surrounded by pavement/service route only, together with an ESB substation and bin stores located in front of each unit. A second public open space to be provided fronting onto Forest Close with pedestrian access only through to rest of development.

On the 05/04/2007 the Council made a decision to refuse permission in the case of this application.

There is no TPO (Tree Preservation Order) on the trees on the site subject of the planning application or any Development Plan objective “to protect and preserve trees and woodlands” on or in the vicinity of the site.

PROPOSED CAR PARK UNDER PLANNING APPLICATION SD07A/0097
QUESTION:  Councillor J. Neville

To ask the Manager to confirm that part of the site subject to a proposed car park under Planning Application SD07A/0097 is in fact zoned F under the current Development Plan (2004-2010) and is therefore excluded from such development?

REPLY:

Planning Application SD07A/0097 relates to a proposal consisting of 43 residential units in 2 blocks including car parking spaces, 43 no. bicycle spaces and an open space retaining the existing mature trees.  The site is located at Old Ballymount Road and Forest Close, Tallaght, Dublin 24.  Permission was refused for this development on the 5th April 2007 for five reasons.  Briefly the reasons were: 
1. The proposed residential density of 78 dwellings per hectare was excessive and exceeded standards set out in the County Development Plan 2004-2010

2. The proposed development would have a negative impact on the privacy and residential amenities of neighbouring dwellings.

3. A number of factors relating to - size of the units, open space provision, layout and sub-standard size of private open space, overlooking of adjoining units, etc. would impact negatively upon the visual and residential amenities of the residents of the proposed development

4. The proposed development would be significantly out of character when viewed from neighbouring dwellings.

5. The proposed development would set an undesirable precedent for other similar developments in the area.

An area of land zoned ‘F’ in the County Development Plan 2004-2010 – ‘To preserve and provide for Open Space and Recreational Amenities’, is included within the boundaries of the application site.  

The applicant proposed to provide an enclosed visitor car parking area and a kick-about space on this portion of the site.  Kick-about space could be considered as Open Space for the purposes of Zoning Objective F (Table 10.10 in the Development Plan) and as such would be ‘permitted in principle’.  

Visitor Car Parking would be classed as being ‘open for consideration’ in Table 10.10 of the County Development Plan 2004-2010.

DRAFT PLANNING GUIDELINES ON CHILDREN'S PLAY FACILITIES


The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

"Report on Draft Planning Guidance on the Provision of Children’s Play Facilities in New Developments

Purpose of the Proposed Guidance

This Planning Guidance document is intended to supplement Development Plan policies (in particular SCR 23) and provide appropriate guidance on how children’s play facilities should be incorporated into new developments. 

Background

‘Ready Steady Play! A National Play Policy’ was published by the National Children’s Office in March 2002. The Principal aim of the National Play is to improve the quality of children’s lives through the provision of play opportunities. 

In accordance with the requirements of the National Play Policy, in 2006 South Dublin County Council adopted a play policy “Developing Play in South Dublin County, 2006-2009” that seeks to improve provision for children’s play across the county. Actions identified in the play policy, include the development of a framework to guide the provision of play facilities in new developments in the County.  

Proposal

The Draft Planning Guidance on the Provision of Children’s Play Facilities in New Developments provides guidance on how children’s play facilities should be incorporated into new developments. 

The Draft Guidelines seek to facilitate the development of a hierarchical network of children’s play facilities in the county catering for children of different age groups within reasonable travelling distances from their homes. The hierarchy of provision is based on providing frequent smaller play areas for younger children close to their homes and less frequent, larger play facilities for older children further away. The guidelines also provide a framework for determining the hierarchy of play facilities to be provided in new developments based on the number and type of units to be provided. It is envisaged that Children’s play provision in new developments will complement playground provision made by the Council in regional parks and elsewhere.

FIRING RANGE AT AUGHFARRELL, BRITTAS

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
"Firing Range at Aghfarrell, Brittas
A complaint was received by Planning Enforcement Section in relation to the use of a quarry at Aghfarrell, Brittas as a firing range in September 2005.  Following investigation, a Warning Letter pursuant to Section 152 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 was served on the owner and occupier on 24 October 2005.  Submissions in response to this Warning Letter were received in December 2005. In their submission, the operators of the firing range contend that the use of the lands as a firing range precedes 1963. They also submit that works have had to be carried out to meet the Garda Síochana’s requirements.

Further inspections were carried out and an Enforcement Notice dated 15 June 2006 pursuant to Section 154 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 was served on the owner and occupier requiring:-

1. The removal of the 3 no. steel containers from the lands

2. The cessation of the use of the lands as a pistol/rifle firing range

3. The restoration of the lands insofar as is practicable to its condition which existed before the unauthorised development took place

Following further inspections, it was ascertained that the enforcement notice had been partially complied with and no longer accurately reflected the situation on the lands. However, further development works had taken place.

Following legal advice, the Enforcement Notice dated 15 June 2006 was withdrawn and a further Enforcement Notice pursuant to Section 154 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 was served in relation to the current situation. This further Notice was served on 19 February 2007 and requires within the period commencing 21 February 2007 and ending 21 April 2007:- 

1. The removal of the galvanised steel “security box” from the land

2. The removal of all timbers (railway sleepers) from the lands

3. The demolition of the two earthen banks flanking the practice range

Failure to comply with the requirements of this notice may lead to the initiation of legal proceedings in this matter.  

A meeting was held with the landowner and occupier on 30th March 2007 during which they stated their intention to submit a planning application seeking retention permission for the works carried out. They were advised of the provisions of Section 162(3) of the Planning & Development Act, 2000, which states inter alia that the submission or grant of permission for the retention of unauthorised development does not stay enforcement proceedings."

Mr. M. Kenny, Senior Planner summarised the report.

Following a discussion to which Councillors K. Warren, C. King, M. Corr M. Daly and J. Daly contributed Mr. M. Kenny, Senior Planner responded to queries raised.

The report was NOTED and it was AGREED that an updated report be available at next months meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee dealing with Planning Business.

1.    How it can be that the planning file online currently shows a grant of permission in relation to another planning application?

 

2.    It appears that the applicant is attempting to create a third vehicular access from Russell Downs, if so this is materially changed from the advertised application and should it be re-advertised?

 

3.    Given the fact that the neighbourhood centre is located on Fortunestown Way and the considerable opposition locally in relation to access other than pedestrian from Sundale Park why has the Manager in AI request asked that the applicant omit the vehicular access on Fortunestown Way?"

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:


"Planning Register Reference SD06A/0767 was received on 05-Sep-2006 from Kelland Homes Ltd. for 6556sq.m. of new development for a new Neighbourhood Centre at the junction of Fortunestown Way and Sundale Park adjacent to Molly Heffernan's Public House, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

The proposed development includes a new 3-5 storey over basement building along Fortunestown Way containing a Credit Union, a Retail Unit, a Restaurant, 1 one-bed, 23 two-bed and 2 three bed apartments; a new 3-4 storey over basement building on a new internal street containing 2 one-bed, 11 two-bed and 3 three-bed apartments, a Management Office, 2 Commercial Units and 6 Retail Units and ancillary spaces; a new 2 storey building on Sundale Park comprising an extension to the existing Londis Store, a Creche with rear play area, a Community Centre and Health Centre.  The development provides for 90 car parking spaces at grade and 136 spaces in basement car park, a new internal road linking a new vehicular entrance off Fortunestown Way and a realigned vehicular entrance off Sundale park, the upgrading of the public open space adjacent to Molly Heffernan's, perimeter walls and new hard and soft landscaping.

Additional Information was requested in this case on 26-Oct-2006.  

The response to the issues raised in the Motion are as follows:

1. Due to an indexing error, a grant of permission in relation to another application was scanned onto this file.  This error has been corrected.

2. From the drawings submitted with the application, it is not clear whether or not the proposal includes the creation of a third vehicular access form Russell Downs. Therefore the Additional Information requested on 26-Oct-2006 included the following:

“A third vehicular access appears to be shown from Russell Downs. This has not been advertised. The applicant is requested to clarify this issue and re-advertise accordingly. A revised site notice should also be erected at this location. A detailed streetscape section of this area is also requested and consent from relevant landowners to cross the public footpath should be submitted.”

3. The Roads Department report states that it is considered that the access point from Fortunestown Way would lead to rat running from Fortunestown Way to Sundale Park and therefore should be omitted.

Following a discussion to which Councillors M. Corr ad C. King contributed Mr. M. Judge, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED.

RESTRICTIONS ON OFF-LICENCES AND FAST FOOD BUSINESS


It was proposed by Councillor E. Maloney, seconded by Councillor M. Corr:


"That this Committee requests from the Planning Department advice and guidance on whether the Elected Members can:-

(a)    propose a complete ban on the opening of any new Off-Licences / Fast Food business within the Tallaght Village district.

(b)    support a new Bye-Law for the control of such businesses."

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
"Section 12.5.5 of the South Dublin County Development Plan 2004-2010 sets out considerations for Development Control in dealing with planning applications for  restaurants, takeaways, nightclubs / licensed premises and betting offices

“12.5.5.i

In order to maintain an appropriate mix of uses and protect night-time amenities in a particular area, the Council will seek to prevent an excessive concentration of the above uses and to ensure that the intensity of any proposed use is in keeping with both the scale of the relevant building and the pattern of development in the area.

12.5.5.ii

The provision of any of the above will be strictly controlled, having regard to the following, where appropriate:

(a) the effect of noise, general disturbance, hours of operation, litter and fumes on the amenities of nearby residents or adjoining commercial activities;

(b) the need to safeguard the vitality and viability of shopping areas in the County and to maintain a suitable mix of retail uses;

(c) traffic considerations;

(d) the number/frequency of such facilities in the area;

(e) satisfactory arrangements with the Council in relation to litter control.”

Uses such as off-licenses are permissible in town centre areas with the qualifications set out above.  With respect to any proposed use of a unit as an off-license /take-away, each proposal is treated on its merits.  Factors which would be considered as part of any assessment would include such issues as, the location of the site, impact on amenity, the established pattern of development, zoning, traffic, previous planning decisions including those of An Bord Pleanala and the objectives and policies of the County Development Plan. 

It should be noted that the Planning and Development Regulations 2005 consider that the definition of a shop includes a structure where the sale, display or service is principally to visiting members of the public “(d) for the sale of sandwiches or other food or of wine for consumption off the premises, where the sale of such food or wine is subsidiary to the main retail use, and “wine” is defined as any intoxicating liquor which may be sold under a wine retailer’s off-licence (within the meaning of the Finance (1909-1910) Act, 1910), 10 Edw. 7. & 1 Geo. 5, c.8”.  

However a shop does not include “a restaurant or a public house, or for the sale of hot food or intoxicating liquor for consumption off the premises except under paragraph (d), or any use to which class 2 or 3 of Part 4 of Schedule 2 applies”.   

The proposal to introduce “a complete ban” on off-licenses as expressed in the Motion may be contrary to planning law.  In addition a change to planning policy as proposed would require a variation of the County Development Plan or be dealt with as part of the next County Plan.  The Law Agent’s opinion would need to be sought on the matter.

If required - 

a) The licensing of off-licenses can be referred to the Dept. of Justice for comment,

b) The possible introduction of a “ban” on off-licenses/take-aways can be referred to the Law Agent,

c) The possible introduction of bye-laws be referred to the Law Agent

A further report will be brought to the Members on the matter when responses/advices are to hand."
Following a discussion to which Councillors E. Maloney, M. Corr, J. Neville, M. Daly and K. Warren contributed Mr. M. Kenny, Senior Planner responded to queries raised.  Report was NOTED and it was AGREED that the matter be referred to the Law Agent and a further report will issue to a future meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee dealing with Planning Business.

ILLEGAL SATELLITE DISHES PLACED ON THE FRONT OF HOUSES OR APARTMENT BUILDINGS

It was proposed by Councillor M. Corr, seconded by Councillor K. Warren:

"That the Manager produces a report stating the number of satellite dishes placed illegally on the front of houses and apartment buildings in the Tallaght area, pursues the owners of the properties and reports back to this Committee regularly on progress therein."

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:

"Class 4 (b) of the Second Schedule, Part 1 of the Planning & Development Regulations 2001 provides that the provision of a satellite dish within the curtilage of a house is exempt from the requirement to obtain planning permission, subject to certain conditions and limitations. These conditions and limitations state that no antenna shall be erected on, or forward of, the front wall of the house nor shall an antenna be erected on the front roof of the house or higher than the highest part of the roof of the house. Section 2 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 defines a “house” as a building or part of a building used as a dwelling, including a building designed for use as two or more dwelling or a flat or apartment. Satellite dishes may be provided to the front or on the front roof of a house only where planning permission has been received.

The house count survey carried out by the Planning Department showed that at the end of 2006 there are 24,196 housing units in the Tallaght Electoral Areas with a further 2,417 units under construction. The Council’s Planning Enforcement Section does not have the resources to undertake a visit to every house and apartment in the Tallaght area, check its planning history, identify ownership, serve Warning Letters, serve Enforcement Notices, initiate and pursue prosecutions in relation to satellite dishes. In addition, the Planning & Development Act 2000 also prohibits the Council from taking Enforcement Action where seven years has elapsed since the carrying out of the development so evidence as to when a dish was erected is also needed to successfully initiate enforcement action. Such a programme could not be undertaken without diverting resources from other enforcement areas. 

However, if members have specific sites in mind and where specific complaints are received in writing in accordance with Section 152 of the Planning & Development Act 2000, these will be investigated."

Following a discussion to which Councillors M. Corr, M. Daly, E. Maloney and J. Neville contributed Mr. M. Kenny, Senior Planner responded to queries raised.

The report was NOTED.

There is a procedure in place for issuing ‘taking-in-charge’ certificates and a cost for same. This is agreed with the Incorporated Law Society. The fee is the cost of the time taken to seek out the required documents and is chargeable whether a certificate is issued or not.

The standard request is for confirmation that the Roads, Footpaths and Services abutting or adjoining a particular property are in charge of the Local Authority.

These certificates are for individual premises/properties and are usually requested by solicitors representing vendors/purchasers in connection with the sale of private properties.

There is no charge to the public for a general query or correspondence in relation to an entire estate.

QUESTION: Councillor J. Hannon

 

"To ask the Manager to confirm the position re the provision of a continuous cycle path (without indentations for bus stops) on the new link road between Ballycullen Road and Stocking Lane, and can he also outline policy generally in relation to the design of cycleways?"

 

REPLY:
Oldcourt Developments received permission for the construction of the Oldcourt to Stocking Lane Distributor Road (SD02A/0426) including off road cycle paths.

The new road also had provision for bus lay byes and these necessitated a change in position of the cycle paths.  The applicants agreed with SDCC that the cycle paths would be brought out on the carriageway in order to avoid conflict with pedestrians and bus passengers boarding and alighting from buses.

Cycle ways are generally designed in accordance with the advice of the DTO as shown in their publications "Provision of Cycle Facilities, National Manual for Urban Areas" and "Traffic Management Guidelines."  An updated edition of "Provision of Cycle Facilities" is currently being proposed.

COMPLETITION DATE OF N81, TALLAGHT TO HOLLYWOOD CROSS SCHEME
QUESTION: Councillor J. Hannon
 "To ask the Manager to provide details of the terms of reference, and likely completion date of the N81 Tallaght to Hollywood Cross scheme, and can same be shown on a map, also to ask the Manager why, having regard to the fact that there are suitable applicants and the fact that Dept of Environment has recently allocated €30 million nationwide for such schemes, this Council has not made any such application?"
REPLY:
The N81 is a national route. Its development is a matter for the National Roads Authority with the Council as its agent and as such is the responsibility of the Minister for Transport. The scheme is outlined in Transport 21 with a dual carriageway as far as the N82 (Citywest Road) as previously put forward in 2002 and single carriageway then to Hollywood Cross. Most of the single carriageway elements are likely to be on the existing line. The construction of the scheme is not included in the current NRA construction programme to 2010. A financial allocation of €80,000 in the current year's NRA grant notification will only permit limited design work.

Following a discussion at the February Area Committee Meeting the Council wrote to the NRA expressing the Committee's concern that the proposed N81 Improvement Scheme was not included in the National Roads Authority 2007 National Primary Improvement Allocation.  A response from the NRA is awaited.

In December 2006 the Department of the Environment announced details of €30 million allocation for improvement works on non-public roads.  The N81, being a public road, would not qualify under this category. The Council has no applications seeking funding for laneway improvement works under this scheme.

REPLY:
The restoration works carried out during the overall upgrading of facilities at Cookstown industrial Estate provided industrial kerbing at this location. Because of the levels between the footpath and the road carriageway it was not possible to possible to cater for pedestrians, wheelchair and buggies. In addition due to the high volume of HGV's using the roundabout it was also considered unsafe to provide crossing facilities at this location. There are crossing points at the nearest possible safest locations.

REPORT ON EXTINGUISHMENT OF PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY AT 283 BALROTHERY ESTATE MAP REF RE 0617

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
"The following report was submitted to the Tallaght Area Committee (2) meeting on Monday 27th November, 2006.

“It was agreed at the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting held on 26th June, 2006 to initiate the procedure to extinguish the public right of way at 283 Balrothery Estate.

The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the Irish Independent on Friday, August 11th, 2006 and signs were erected on site in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993.  The latest date for receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was Friday, 29th September, 2006.

One objection was received in response to the public advertisement/notice. The resident states that they live in a terraced house and require access to the laneway for various essential services and that the erection of gates is the preferable option.

Housing Maintenance have yet to confirm how it is proposed to effect the closure.  At present difficulties would be encountered in securing the laneway as the boundary walls of adjoining properties would allow encroachment onto the laneway as they are only approx. 1m in height.

Bord Gais, Eircom, ESB and NTL, have stated that they have no objections to the proposed extinguishment.

Environmental Services Department, Water Section have stated that they have no objection to the extinguishment.

Environmental Services Department, Drainage Section has stated that they have no objection to the extinguishment, but have reported that there are two road gullies which suggests there is surface water drainage present. Access will have to be maintained to enable Roads Department to carry out maintenance. If the land is to be incorporated into private lands, the new landowner will assume responsibility for the local surface water sewer within those lands (and maintenance of same).  Otherwise South Dublin County Council should keep the land in charge.

Public Lighting Section have stated that they have no objection to the extinguishment, however there is a public lighting pole located in front of the laneway beside House No. 283, building work should not interfere with this. 

The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right-of-way and the granting of an oral hearing is a reserved function of the Council.

It is recommended that a recommendation be deferred pending a resolution to the closure difficulties.”

Following consideration of the report, it was agreed to defer a decision pending  resolution of the closure difficulties.”

Housing Maintenance have now reported that they are proposing to effect the closure by means of building up of walls and erection of an access gate at lane entrance. Keys to be issued to all affected residents.

The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right-of-way and the granting of an oral hearing is a reserved function of the Council.

Any recommendation of the Committee will be brought to the attention of the Council."
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Mr. E. Cunningham, Senior Executive Officer, summarised the report.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
At the Council meeting held on the 8th May 2006 the Council approved the Part 8 proposal for the Belgard Road to City West (Embankment Road Extension) road scheme.
It is now proposed to provide for the introduction of bus lanes on part of the scheme.

The Embankment Rd QBC forms part of the QBC Network linking Belgard Rd to the Outer Ring Road Phase 3. The scheme consists of over 2.0 km of QBC with bus lanes in both directions along most of the route, the sections of bus lane are proposed as follows: 
· Westbound: c.1.0 km between Belgard Rd and Cookstown Rd junctions.

· Eastbound: c.1.2 km from west of the Cookstown Road junction to Belgard Rd junction. 

The Scheme has the potential to provide considerable benefits for public transport users on the route as follows: 
· There will be significant time savings for a large number of bus passengers.  

· As the number of general traffic lanes remains unchanged, there is no significant impact on journey times for general traffic. 

· There is no negative impact on cyclists. 

· The scheme will also provide for a public transport interchange with the LUAS Red Line at the Belgard tram station.   
It is proposed to initiate a Part 8 public consultation process under the Local Government Planning & Development Regulations in the immediate future. The cost of the scheme will be funded from the DTO’s Annual Traffic Management Grant programme.

Mr. M. O'Keeffe, Senior Engineer summarised the report.
