The following report by the Manager was READ:
“Complaints alleging unauthorised development in the yard/lands to the rear of Muckross Grove/Avenue, Perrystown, Dublin 12 were received in March 2005.  The alleged unauthorised development consisted of the establishment of a Builders Providers Business trading as SLM Providers Limited.

The lands were inspected by the Planning Inspector on 1 April 2005, who reported that the subject lands had previously been used as a depot/yard by a civil engineering contractor; Chatham Pipelines, for the storage of materials to be used in civil engineering contracts, and for the storage of excavated materials from such works, the parking and keeping of vehicles needed in connection with such contracts, the carrying out of mechanical repairs to such vehicles and the running of such business. 

There was a previous case against Chatham Pipelines in 1989, in which the use of the lands at the rear of Muckross Avenue was the subject of enforcement action and the owners were convicted and fined £800 in the District Court.  This conviction was appealed to the Circuit Court.  At the same time a Reference under Section 5 of the 1963 Planning Act was made by the owners to An Bord Pleanála contending that the lands had been used as a builders depot since pre October 1964 and that the Planning Authority were precluded from taking enforcement action. An Bord Pleanála decided in favour of the applicant and ruled that no change of use had taken place which would require planning permission.

In relation to current use of the site, the Planning Inspector in his report stated that it was possible that a change of use had taken place from builder’s yard/depot to wholesale builders’ providers. A Warning Letter was served on the directors of SLM Providers Ltd on 29 April 2005.

In response a submission was received from Maguire McErlean Solicitors on behalf of their client SLM Providers Ltd.  In this submission SLM Providers Ltd denies that there has been any change of use in relation to the above lands and that the current use by SLM Providers Ltd is that of a builders’ yard/depot. They argued that the lands continued to be used for storage of materials only, that the traffic generated was for the transport of the materials to and from the site only and that the use was an established use. At a meeting held in the Council Offices in December 2006 with local residents, the residents were asked to detail the levels of use, noise, dust etc and the consequent impact on their lives before and after the current occupiers took over the yard. Such information is essential if the Council is to consider whether use of the site has intensified to such a degree as to constitute a material change of use. 

Some details have been received. However, in light of the above detailed history of the subject lands, substantial evidence is necessary to show that a material change of use of the lands has taken place. Accordingly there is no action open to the Planning Authority in relation to this matter at this time. However, monitoring of the yard and activities therein is continuing. A further meeting with the local Residents’ Association has been arranged for 1 May 2007 to discuss the issues.”

MOTION (3) 
It was proposed by Councillor C. Keane  and seconded by Councillor T. McDermott  

"That this Committee discusses the logistics of having a proposal followed through from the floor of TRAC meeting  when discussing planning file - e.g., suggestions for better development put from the floor to avoid anti-social behaviour by moving the green space as proposed by developer to a more central location. This committee has been informed 'the planners can only deal with the actual application that is before them" - and suggestions such as proposed by the member could not be acted upon or followed through? (Note : actual planning referred to REF no  SD06A/0484 on Firhouse Road.). If this is the position requesting planning files it is a total waste of time."

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The practice whereby members request particular planning files at Area Committee meetings is long established, and is a practice carried forward from that which pertained formerly in Dublin County Council.

The original purpose of this practice was threefold:

1. Members could view the actual planning file

At that time, the Councils offices were dispersed around the City. The Council Chamber was in 11 Parnell Square, and subsequently in O’ Connell Street. The Planning Department was in Dame Street, and subsequently in the Irish Life Centre in Abbey Street. A planning file could ordinarily only be viewed by calling to the Planning Department public counter during opening hours. However, by requesting a file for the Committee meeting, a member could view the file in the Chamber.

2. Members could question aspects of the planning application.

As officials involved in assessing the applications were in attendance at the Committee meeting, members could raise questions or seek clarification on aspects of the proposals. Members could also voice their concerns regarding particular applications.

3. Support, objection, or observations could be recorded for     requested applications

Prior to the passing of the Planning and Development Act 2000, any person could make any observation on or objection to any planning application at any time up to the time the decision was made. At a Committee meeting members could express support for or objection to an application, and this was recorded on the file. A member could also elaborate by way of observation, and this also was recorded on the file.

Circumstances have changed with the passage of time, and it is probably fair to say that since the move to Council headquarters in Tallaght and more particularly with the availability of planning files electronically, that purpose 1 above is no longer relevant.

Significant changes have also occurred which directly affect purpose 3. The Planning and Development Act 2000 and subsequent regulations impose a number of restrictions on the involvement of third parties in the planning application process. Objections, submissions or observations may only be made in writing, within 5 weeks of the lodging of the application, and must be accompanied by a fee of €20. With regard to observations by public representatives, guidelines issued by the Department of Environment, Heritage, and Local Government state

“It should be noted that a public representative does not have to pay the fee when making an enquiry with a planning authority as to the position regarding an application or requesting the speeding up of the processing of an application or simply supporting the application in general terms without elaborating on the grounds of the application or on a submission by an observer. However, where a public representative makes a formal submission i.e. the submission elaborates on the grounds of an application or an objection to an application, or on a submission by an observer or raises a substantive new issue, the submission cannot be considered by the planning authority unless it is accompanied by the appropriate fee.”

On the basis of the foregoing, it is the practice in this authority to record on the planning file that a particular Councillor or Councillors supported, objected to, or noted a particular application, and reference is made to this in the planning report on the application.

Furthermore, if a motion regarding a particular application is adopted by the Committee, this is also included in the planning file. 

Suggestions for better development put from the floor to avoid anti-social behavior, or any other suggestions or elaborations from the floor cannot be formally recorded on the planning file. Under the aforementioned legislation and guidelines these can only be recorded if made by way of formal submission within 5 weeks of the lodging of the application, and accompanied by the appropriate fee (€20).

Purpose 2 above is still as relevant today as it was previously, and is considered to be a useful means of informing members on planning applications in which they have an interest, and I would respectfully suggest that for this reason the practice of requesting planning files be continued.”

In accordance with the procedure and following an inspection of the site on 19th January 2007, the registered owners were served with a Section 11 Notice under the Derelict Sites Act 1990 requiring that necessary works be carried out. Subsequently officials of the Development Department met with one of the owners of the site on 19th February 2007. The owners have since submitted written confirmation that they will clean up the site and secure it from trespass and pending the grant of planning permission under Planning Reg Ref SD07A/0062, will proceed to develop the site. 

The site will continue to be monitored under the Derelict Sites Legislation. It should be noted that there is not a CPO extant on this site.”

It is now proposed to provide bus lanes on part of the Scheme.

The Greenhills Rd QBC forms part of the QBC Network along the Greenhills Rd. The scheme consists of bus lanes along both sides of the Greenhills Rd on its realignment at Park View and the Ballymount Reconfiguration. The sections of bus lane are proposed as follows: 

·     Westbound: c.2.2 km along Greenhills Rd

·     Eastbound: c.2.0 km along Greenhills Rd. 

The Scheme has the potential to provide considerable benefits for public transport users on the route as follows: 

· There will be significant time savings for a large number of bus passengers. 

· As the number of general traffic lanes remains unchanged, there is no significant impact on journey times for general traffic.

· There is no negative impact on cyclists.

It is proposed to initiate a Part 8 public consultation process under the Local Government Planning & Development Regulations in the immediate future. The cost of the scheme will be funded from the DTO’s Annual Traffic Management Grant programme.”

Extension of LUAS Rathfarnham/Knocklyon

“Following on the debate at the April Area Committee meeting it has been established that Minister Cullen announced the commencement of a study to extend the Luas to Rathfarnham. The text of the announcement is as follows:

'Transport Minister, Martin Cullen T.D. has today announced (Tuesday 30 January 2007) that the feasibility study as contained in Transport 21, on the establishment of a Luas line from Rathfarnham, Terenure and Harold’s Cross to the city centre is to be undertaken in the coming weeks. 

Speaking today, Minister Cullen said: “Since its introduction in 2004, Luas has played a major role in persuading the traveling public of the merits of public transport and the existing Luas lines - which carried 26 million passengers last year - have broadened the scope of public transport in Dublin. Rathfarnham, Terenure and Harold’s Cross and their surrounding areas, are long-established thriving communities. It is vital that the workforce in the area and its residents have access to a range of public transport options if we want to get people out of their cars and on to public transport. It is in this context and also in response to the known congestion that is experienced along this route, that the feasibility of a Luas needs to be considered. The Railway Procurement Agency will prepare a full feasibility study and the process will commence in April”. 

Currently, Dublin has two Luas lines in operation - the Green Line going from St Stephen’s Green to Sandyford and the Red Line going from Connolly Station to Tallaght. 

Under Transport 21, the Government’s investment programme for transport, seven Luas projects are being planned at this time. These are: Luas Sandyford to Cherrywood; Luas Cherrywood to Bray; Luas extension from Tallaght to Citywest; Luas from Connolly station to the Docklands (The Point); Lucan Luas line; Luas from St Stephen’s Green to the city centre (O’Connell Street) and the city centre out to Liffey junction.”
