“To ask the Manager if he would take action to repair an emerging crack which has developed in a wall at (*Details supplied) which is clearly the result of an overgrown tree outside this person's dwelling, and if he will make a statement on the matter?”
REPLY:
The tree in question is a mountain ash, Sorbus aucuparia, and its root system is not generally associated with causing structural damage.  There is no clear evidence that this tree has given rise to a crack in the boundary wall of the adjoining property.  It would appear in this instance that the crack in the wall may be the result of poor foundation construction to the wall and is therefore a matter for the property owner to rectify.
