REPLY:

The large grass verge opposite (Details supplied), is included on the existing grass cutting rota for the area and is generally cut on a cycle of every 14-16 days.  The open space between Homelawn Gardens and the local school incorporates a steep bank which is too steep for maintenance by the normal grass cutting machines used in the area and can only be maintained with a flail-type pedestrian mower.  The frequency with which this area is cut is therefore dictated by staff resources available and is generally undertaken on a periodic basis, usually bi-monthly.  With regard to the inclusion of the school in our grass cutting programme, the grounds are not in the control of South Dublin County Council and are outside of our remit.

THE OPENING OF A NEW ENTRANCE ONTO TYMON PARK
QUESTION: Councillor Karen Warren

“To ask the Manager if consideration has been given to the opening of a new entrance, where previously an old entrance existed, onto the Tymon Park via or close to the social housing units for travellers off the Greenhills Road, and that the Manager would accept that the closure of this pedestrian access has caused deep frustration, particularly in the Kilnamanagh area where access to Tymon Park via this entrance had always existed, and if he will make a statement on the matter?”

This access point into Tymon Park was identified as giving rise to a significant and seriously escalating level of anti-social behaviour within the park and has consequently been closed for public use.  Since its closure, the level of anti-social behaviour within Tymon Park appears to have decreased.   There are two alternative access points to Tymon Park further along Greenhills Road and the main entrance to the park is nearby on Tymon North Road.

Report on Summer Projects 2007

Summer Projects are aimed at providing a supervised programme of recreational and educational activities for young people over a consecutive number of weeks in the summer period. Emphasis is placed on community involvement and the development of resources and groups within localities. A wide range of activities are encouraged such as arts & crafts, sports, educational trips, drama, films, games etc. The use of available community facilities (schools, community centres, halls, open spaces) is also encouraged.

South Dublin County Council assists Summer Projects in the County area by way of grant-aid, assistance in kind, organised activities and staff support. In 2007 it is estimated that approximately 10,000 young people in the Council’s administrative area will participate in projects.

County Dublin V.E.C have agreed to continue their financial support to Summer Projects for the year 2007. These grants will be complementary to the above resulting in co-ordination between the two authorities, ensuring there is added value from this approach. 

Catholic Youth Care provides insurance cover for Summer Projects.  

It should be noted that in some cases the necessary insurance cost will be deducted from the grant provided by South Dublin County Council and will be paid directly to Catholic Youth Care.

NEW WORKS
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

“Notice Under Part VIII of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001

Jobstown Youth Drop-in Facility and CONNECT Centre

The Council proposes the construction of a Youth Drop-in Facility adjoining the Jobstown Community Centre and also incorporating a CONNECT e-Community Learning Hub.

This proposed project was a local initiative by the Jobstown Community Council who set up a Youth Centre Committee, which is now a Company Limited by Guarantee, in 2001. Consultation took place with all the youth groups in the area to assess what the needs of the youth in the Jobstown area were. Following this consultation a feasibility study was prepared which showed the need for such a facility which included a drop in centre/youth café. 

Various plans drawn up by the Committee to meet the needs within the area proved over costly and impossible for them to secure the full cost of the project despite funding sought from a number of sources. 

After further discussion between the Community Department and the Youth Centre Committee it was decided to revisit the initial plans and funding of €1,650,000 had been identified. When the Community Department became aware that further funding was available from a stream of national funding for Social Community Infrastructure projects the Community Department recommended that this funding should be applied for the Youth Centre extension to include the e-Community Learning Hub CONNECT Project.   The funding application was successful and was allocated €250,000.
When the funding of €250,000 allocated by the Department of Environment was included in the funding already identified it brought the budget to €1.9million. A further €450,000 was secured in early December 2006 from the YPFSF which brought the total budget to €2,350,000.

The CONNECT project will greatly enhance the future of the Youth Drop-in Centre. South Dublin County Council envisions a future where everyone in South Dublin uses the internet as an everyday tool to improve their quality of life and where opportunities are developed for life-long learning, leisure, personal and social development and to support engagement in civic life. Connect is a range of complementary projects South Dublin County Council is currently developing to achieve this vision. This proposal describes a potential Connect project One of these Connect projects is described in this proposal as it matches the criteria laid out in the literature and has no other source of funding currently to ensure its fruition:   

1. To create local e-Community Learning Hubs providing inclusive community access to Information and Communication Technologies as tools to 

· develop learning opportunities in disadvantaged communities and promoting e-Inclusion

· support community and voluntary activity and innovate new approaches to the development of social cohesion

· facilitate local access to e-Government and library services that cannot otherwise be provided in each location

Connect is a project that has emerged from the range of organisational changes that have taken place within South Dublin County Council and have led to the organisation looking differently at how our services are provided and how we embrace our responsibility for social inclusion and community development. 

Connect has arisen from the belief that connecting people with accessible information that is relevant to their lives will enable more meaningful engagement to improve quality of life. Our communities are increasingly complex and diverse with persistent pockets of social exclusion and poverty, and yet the people in these communities are experiencing a declining social capital and many are time poor. Connect will develop new methods of engagement that are both sustainable for those communities and effective in creating positive results to meet these challenges.

The Two key outcomes of the Connect project will be

1. Transformation the Digital Divide into e-Inclusion

2. More informed and connected communities with new innovations in methods of engagement and active citizenship 

Because of the e-Inclusion aims of the Connect project the promotions of the e-Community Learning Hubs will target ‘late adopters’ to technology. Many of these are already disadvantaged groups. As IT literacy is fast becoming a skill as fundamental as literacy and numeracy, the e-Community Learning Hubs will target those who are at risk of becoming even more marginalised in the Information Society.

The CONNECT project and the e-Community Learning Hub will be seen as hugely complimentary to the Drop-in Facility proposed.

It is proposed to proceed with the Part 8 process on this project.”

"To ask the Manager to demonstrate how he is proactively pursuing the development of the site between the Swiftbrook Estate and St. Aidan's National School in Brookfield, has this land yet been taken into the ownership of the school and if not what is causing the delay in this matter - if the delay is being caused by South Dublin County Council could the manager please explain in detail how this will be addressed?"

REPLY:
The long term plan for the area is to construct an infill housing scheme on a site comprising part of the laneway and with some of the grounds of the school, and to eliminate the remainder of the laneway between Swiftbrook and the school by incorporating it into the school grounds.

Discussions have been held with the Diocesan Authorities since December 2005 and a site visit / examination also took place. It was agreed that the Diocesan Authorities would appoint an architect to act on their behalf in discussions with the Council on advancing plans for the site and some of their adjoining lands. In more recent discussions with the Diocesan Authorities it was proposed that the infill housing proposal be examined as a stand alone project in order to expedite a decision on the matter and the 
Diocesan Authorities recently agreed to examine this proposal. 
Accordingly a formal submission along these lines is being prepared for submission to them.

In addition registered title to the land was only furnished very recently to the Council's Law Agent and is currently being examined. The matter is receiving priority and every effort is being made to expedite and finalise the procurement of the two units.

The house in question as well as other houses in this area are located on a hill and as a result the land in the back gardens slopes towards the house.
In order to deal with surface water run -off from the sloping ground a gully has been provided at the base of the slope and this drains off excess water from the garden.
The tenant has been advised of the need to keep the gully clear at all times as when blocked surface water will pond in the garden and cause a problem.

The supervising Clerk of Works has advised that is not feasible to level off or remove the slope in the gardens as it is a natural feature of the site where the houses were built.
If gully is properly maintained the water ponding problem will be eliminated.

QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville

" To ask the Manager for an update on the " Windows Refurbishment Programme" with specific reference to the Tymon area?."
REPLY:
All Council houses built post -1996 are fitted with double glazed windows, accounting for 11% of the Council’s housing stock in the Tallaght area. 

South Dublin County Council’s countywide Accelerated Gas Fired Central Heating Programme has just been successfully completed ahead of the National Anti Poverty Strategy targets. In order to maximise energy efficiency in the Council’s rented housing stock and in the interest of achieving common quality standards, the County Architects Department in association with the Housing Projects Section has decided to proceed with a number of programmes including a countywide window replacement programme and a programme of outer cavity wall insulation. 

 

In the first quarter of 2005 a sample survey was carried out on windows in 12 estates countywide in order to determine the fabric condition of these windows. Following analysis of the results of the survey it was decided to proceed with a pilot programme of 622 units Countywide. 453 units included in the pilot programme are in the Tallaght area as follows: Kilcarrig Estate, Killinarden Estate, and Drumcairn Estate, Tallaght. Funding for this pilot programme was sanctioned from the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government in 2006 and the programme commenced on site in November 2006. It is anticipated that the pilot programme will be complete by January 2008. To date a total of 93 houses have been fitted with these new Double Glazed units under this pilot programme. The Architectural Services Department has indicated that based on the numbers of dwellings requiring double glazed units and the scope of works involved, the window upgrade  programme as administered by the Housing Projects Section is likely to be phased over the 6 year period 2007-2012. Subsequent phases of this programme have not been decided on as yet, as this will depend on progress in the pilot programme. As this is a county wide programme all council dwellings will be included during the programme. 

 

There are a total of 271 Council rented dwellings in the Tymon area and 40 units representing 15% of those have double glazed units as they were built post 1996. Maintenance Section are currently carrying out improvements works in Central Tallaght including window replacements where required as part of their response maintenance programme. Refurbishment Works at are ongoing in the maisonettes in Tymonville Park and as part of these works Thermal Break Double Glazed Aluminium windows and high performance front and rear door frames are being supplied and fitted.

Report on Public Notification Procedure Under part 8 of the Planning & Development Regulations 2001 - 2003 for the proposed construction of a housing development at Stocking Lane, Ballycullen, Co. Dublin.
“A notice in accordance with Article 81 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 - 2003 was published on Monday 22nd march 2007 to construct an integrated housing development of 103 no. units on approximately 5Ha (10.8 acres) of land, bounded by the M50 to the north, Stocking Lane to the east, the new distributor / link road to the south and privately owned land to the west. The development will be carried out in phases and includes a mixture of 2  to 4 storey terraces and blocks, all own door access units, comprising:

65 no. single-floor, two & three bed units

29 no. two & two and ahalf storey, three bed units

7 no. two storey, four bed units

2 no. two storey two bed units

A site is also reserved for afuture community facility.

The work to include road works, infrastructure, landscape works, and all necessary associated ancillary works on the site.

Plans and drawings of the proposed development were placed on display at the headquarters of South Dublin County Council, County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 24, until Friday 20th April, 2007.   A further period of two weeks were allowed for receipt of written submissions or observations with respect to this matter dealing with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area in which the development would be situated.

          Stocking Lane Residents Association Objections
A summary of the issues relating to the proper planning and sustainable development of the area is set out below together with the Council's responses:

Zoning and Location relating to the 120m contour and the urban fringe
The site is located within the Residential Zone as shown on the Development Plan.  The Ballycullen - Oldcourt Action Area Plan specifically allows for residential development above the 120m contour in order to achieve road frontage and access to zoned lands.  In this instance there are 3 no. blocks above the 120m contour, located adjacent to the roundabout.  Due to the steeply sloping nature of the site north of the distributor road these 3 blocks are less than one storey above the distributor road.  (The height of the ridge level is 7.85m below the ridge level of the Bloomfield Centre across the road). These 3 blocks are an integral part of the design of the scheme providing a sympathetic edge to the suburban fringe, and are not considered to be unduly intrusive. The design fully complies with the objectives of the Action Area Plan in this regard. Landscaping screening / buffering adjacent to the roundabout and all along the southern edge - Stocking Avenue - frontage has been taken into acciount and will be elaborated on at detail design stage. No block along the Stocking Avenue frontage projects more than 1.5 storeys above the distributor road as shown on the Site Sections / Elevation Sheet 2.

Density
The density of 36.30 units per hectare excluding the Residential Caravan Park is in compliance with the principles of the Action Plan and at the lower end of the recommended range set out in the Action Plan, which states that "net residential densities in the range of 30-50 per hectare" and "average net densities closer to 30 rather than 50 dwellings per hectare would be appropriate". The density including the RCP is 33.8 units per hectare.  

Design
The mix and variety of house types and storey heights are the result of careful consideration of the topography and orientation and provide:

A group of 10 no. detached, 3 storey villa type blocks fronting onto Stocking Avenue, but with ground floor levels well below the new distributor road level, and 3 no similar blocks along the lower western boundary.  

A terrace of North/South 3 storey blocks backing onto the Residential Caravan park (RCP), where the greatest drop in level across the site occurs.

A terrace of East/West facing 2 storey dwellings gradually stepping down the slopes toward the M50.  The dwelling types were developed in recent years to comply with sustainability, flexibility and energy usage and have been successfully used in recent schemes elsewhere in the County.

End blocks, 4 storeys high, at the lowest point of the northern edge, fronting onto the Motorway.  These blocks are cut into the ground, and present as 3 storeys facing the housing development, with living areas orientated to maximise available sunlight

For the purposes of most recent planning schemes: - A house is defined as a single or multi-level living space with own door access and direct access to an outdoor private amenity space at ground level.  

81 units have own door access with gardens at ground floor level.

22 units have own door access with terraces

21.5% are apartments.

Landscaping/Hedgerows/trees/Walled garden
Landscaping is an important feature of the design which has been repsonsive to Hedgerows, existing trees and additional planting.  Although the walled garden is not a protected structure, and much of the vegetation is decaying, the design has provided for its repair and has enhanced it.  Works to the walled garden will be incorporated with the design of the Community Facility and the adjoining amenity space.  

The scheme will inevitably result in the loss of some trees and hedgerows, but substantial replacement planting will be carried out as part of a high quality landscaping scheme for the site. Full consultation and liaison has and will continue to take place with the Council's Parks and Landscape Services Department regarding the appropriate conservation of existing natural features and the replacement planting. Drainage works will be carried out in compliance with SDCC's Environmental Services Department.  

Open Space
This scheme is part of an overall layout for the Ballycullen/Oldcourt Area requiring 14% of the total site areas as public open space.  The Action Plan designates 10% of the nett housing area in the overall development, in locations central to this housing scheme. This scheme, including the site reserved for the proposed community facility, has 18.25% dedicated to open space, which far exceeds the objective set out in the Action Plan for required open space.

Community Facility
The entire site development is proposed to be carried out on a phased basis and a site is reserved for the community facility to be constructed in association with one of the later phases.  The proposed location is adjacent to the walled garden.  Discussions have already taken place between staff of the Housing Department, Community Department and Architectural Services Department about this proposal and work is already underway on the design of the community facility. The detail of the community facility will be advanced by Community Services Department and will be subject of a separate Part 8 Consultation process to be built in conjunction with a later phase of the scheme.

Traffic/Pedestrian links with Stocking Avenue
The traffic impact has already been co-ordinated within the Area Action Plan.  A new bus service is proposed along Stocking Avenue.

The proposed pedestrian link from site to Stocking Avenue, follows the principles of urban design encouraging permeability for mobility/ease of movement - the steps shown serve this purpose, they are compliant with Part M for ambulant pedestrian use.   The open space at this point relates to a watermain, and the site is not visible for housing construction as a result. The incorporation of a full mobility access will be addressed in the final design.

Overlooking of adjacent private property (Green Acres House), and blocking of sunlight from South and East
Following further detailed studies of the 3 storey block immediately to the south of Green Acres House and the terrace to the east, it is proposed to reduce further any perceived impact on the adjacent private property by removing the block to the south, and by lowering the end unit of the terrace to the east to 2 storeys, with windows orientated towards passive supervision of the adjoining open space.

Materials
Within this development consistency in materials, render colours, roof pitches and building detailing, is proposed.  The main elevation treatment proposed is selected colourfast render with a contrasting colour/finish generally above first floor wall-plate level, which will aid future maintainance.

Having reconsidered the use of timber cladding within the developemtn, it is proposed to remove this elevational treatment.

Car parking
113 car-parking spaces are indicated on the Part 8 Site Plan Layout.  This is based on one in curtilege space per dwelling and one individual space per unit in each block with 10 no. additional spaces in the lower cul de sacs and adjoining the walled garden.  c. 1.1. per unit. It is proposed to set an objective to seek to increase this provision to 1.5 car parking spaces per unit, subject to review pending the public transport provision.  

Having regard to the amendments proposed in the foregoing report by omitting 1 no. three storey block and reducing the end terrace block to two storey with ground floor extension and garden - the proposal now consists of a total 100 dwellings configured as follows:

62 no. single-floor, two & three bed units

29 no. two & two and a half storey, three bed units

7 no. two storey, four bed units

2 no. two storey, two bed units 

These revisions now give a net residential density of 34.36 units per Hectare (excluding the Residnetial Caravan Park site) and 32.27 units per Hectare including the Residential Caravan Park site. 

As the proposed scheme, as modified in the foregoing report, is in accordance with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area, it is proposed to proceed with the development as modified.”

"That this council calls on the government to ensure all private landlords within the Tallaght area are tax compliant and registered with the PRTB, that those who are currently outside of these systems and yet still receive taxpayers money in the form of rent supplement should be given a two month period by community welfare officers to regularise their affairs or suffer a fine or penalty of some description.  That this council develops a joint initiative along with the CWOs to encourage people to report bogus landlords"
The following report which had been circulated was READ:
“If the motion is adopted by this committee it will be referred to the next Council meeting for consideration. 
 Where a landlord is found not to have registered a tenancy the RAS unit will refer the case to the PRTB who will pursue the matter. It is open to the PRTB to take fiscal sanctions against non conforming landlords.
In addition, details of all landlords will be passed annually and as a matter of routine to the Revenue Commissioners to ensure that they are tax compliant in respect of their rental income. Penalties and interest are chargeable on a case by case basis against tax defaulters.
Preliminary discussions have been held with local Superintendent Community Welfare Officers with a view to streamlining procedures in these areas and also in dealing with  the issue of ASB in rent supplemented accommodation. It is planned to have further meetings and members will be informed of developments.”
Following a discussion, to which Councillors M. Corr and M. Murphy contributed, Mr. M. Fagan, Senior Executive Officer, responded to queries raised and added that it should be noted that tax compliance and tenancy registration are pre-conditions on landlords who wish to participate in the Rental Accommodation Scheme. 
The report was PASSED.

WINDOWS FITTED WITH CHILD-LOCKS IN COUNCIL RENTED PROPERTIES  
It was proposed by Councillor C. Jones, seconded by Councillor J. Hannon: 

 

"That this committee calls on the Manager to ensure that all windows in Council rented properties are fitted with child-locks where necessary"

 

The following report which had been circulated was READ:

“Housing Maintenance Section ( housing relets ) , Housing Construction Section ( new build and acquisitions ) Projects Section (refurbishment programme and  window replacement programme) are all involved in the provision and fitting of modern double - glazed aluminum windows in our housing stock.
These windows have an integrated locking system that enables windows to be securely fastened ( without locking ) and also locked with separate key.
This allows tenants to keep windows closed and secure and permits rapid egress ( without having to locate keys ) in the event of an emergency situation that requires evacuation of the premises.
In older window stock ( which will be replaced over the next 3 to 4 years under the various programmes outlined above ) Housing Department do not install or provide locks that require a separate key to secure  and lock the windows. This is for health and safety reasons as difficulties could arise in locating window keys in an emergency situation.
This position is dictated by Fire Safety Regulations  ( March 2006 )  Section 1.5.6 which deals with the issue of locks on windows.
The relevant section states as follows:- 
‘Lockable handles or restrictions which can only be released by removable keys or other tools should not be fitted to window opening sections’
We will however consider on a case by case basis any genuine applications for window locks to be installed and will treat such applications sympathetically in so far as we can while of course having due regard for the regulations.”
Following a contribution from Councillors C. Jones, Mr. H. Pierce, A/Senior Executive Officer, responded to queries raised.

 “A new, systematic regime of standards inspections of all private rented properties in the county has recently been put in place and is being managed by the RAS unit.
Under the new arrangements a proactive programme of inspections has been agreed with the Environmental Health Officers and an agreed annual target of 1300 inspections has been set which should give rise to every private rented unit in the county being inspected at least every 5/6 years. This would be over and above response inspections to specific complaints received.
Where enforcement proceedings are required they will be taken. Where it is discovered that a tenancy is not registered the PRTB will be informed, As a matter of course the Revenue Commissioners will be furnished every year with all the details of every landlord who is in receipt of rental income.
This new regime will ensure good standards and will drive tenancy registration and tax compliance .
If the councillor has a specific case or cases in mind and conveys the details to the RAS unit the premise will be inspected and all relevent circumstances will be investigated.”
Mr M. Fagan, Senior Executive Officer summarized the report. The report was NOTED.

Question: Councillor M. Corr

“To ask the Manager to indicate how the significant increases in dumping and chronic littering in some parts of Tallaght can be addressed in a sustainable way and to acknowledge that these problems have increased measurably since the introduction of bin tags in the county.”
Reply:

Under the Council’s road sweeping contract with Oxigen Environmental Ltd. main roads are swept monthly and estate roads are swept quarterly throughout the County. This includes litter picking on roadside margins.

A review of the Cleansing Section function is taking place at present. Negotiations have been ongoing with the Trade Unions representing the workers involved. It is hoped to increase the resources in the Cleansing Section if there is a successful outcome to the negotiations however these negotiations are still on-going.

The Litter Wardens will continue to search all dumped material for evidence and will fine and prosecute those responsible where evidence is available.

LITTER ON MOST ESTATES IN THE RAPID AREAS OF TALLAGHT  
Question: Cllr M. Corr

“To ask the Manager to assess immediately the significant negative effect of litter on most estates in the RAPID areas of Tallaght  - to acknowledge this and to develop a sustainable strategy going forward regarding litter management in terms of providing additional resources to the worst effected estates in order to greatly improve the quality of life for many of the tenants and residents of our own estates.”

Reply:

Roads in the RAPID areas of Tallaght receive a road sweeping service once every three months. This includes litter picking on roadside margains. Any dumping which takes place is removed by the Council’s Cleansing crew. Despite this there is need for further service from time to time in some areas.

In this regard a review of the Cleansing Section function is taking place at present. Negotiations are ongoing with the Trade Unions representing the workers involved. Part of the proposals is to increase the number of staff involved and to achieve a targeted service where necessary. No agreement has been reached with the Unions as yet.

As a further measure the Council has set up an environmental awareness programme in the Tallaght RAPID area in conjunction with Global Action Plan (GAP). The programme is funded by Pobal and will involve community groups and schools in environmental initiatives including waste, water, transport, energy, food and shopping. The programme has commenced in the Brookfield area with the first Eco action team meeting having been held on the 26th April last. The programme will develop to focus on key issues concerning the community and will take a practical approach and encourage sustainable communities.

The initiative supports the ongoing Green Schools Programme in the County. This programme involves school visits by the Litter Warden and staff from the Environmental Awareness team. The Green Schools Programme concentrates on a number of themes including litter and waste. The programme is ongoing throughout the school year. Sixty two Primary Schools and twenty three Secondary schools are registered in the Programme including schools in RAPID areas.

REPORT ON DRAINAGE PROBLEMS IN THE MAPLEWOOD/ RAHEEN AREA
The report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

At the April meeting of the Committee it was agreed that a report would be presented at this meeting in relation to drainage issues in the Maplewood area of Tallaght with particular emphasis on;

a) The Maplewood area itself

b)  Planning issues relating to the area

a) The Maplewood area

The Area Engineer has completed a survey of the drainage network in the Maplewood area.  It has been confirmed that the public mains at Maplewood Way, Park, Green, Close and Lawns are operating satisfactorily.  The Engineer has recommended that a CCTV survey be undertaken in the public mains along Maplewood Avenue and Court.  This will be carried out in the near future.

The public foul main in Maplewood Avenue has choked once in the last two years and is indicated by the inspector as being the most troublesome public main in Maplewood Area. This is believed to be due to badly constructed mains at a poor gradient along the complete length. A choke may occur anywhere along the length and can result in flooding of the public road and private gardens. A complete CCTV survey will be arranged.

The Council will continue to deal with problems caused by the main public sewer.

In relation to private drains, the Council’s records reveal that there has been problems in a number private drains in the general Maplewood area over the years.  Recent inspections also revealed that some of these drains are still prone to being blocked.  The remedial work necessary to rectify blockages in private drains is the responsibility of the owners of the properties concerned and generally involves the removal of the broadstrap fitted in the drain.  Until the broadstraps are removed at the addresses concerned, the area will continue to suffer from blocked drains from time to time.

b)
Planning Issues
The Environmental Services Department through the Water / Drainage Design and Planning Section of the Department issues recommendations to the Planning Department in relation to all planning applications received by the Council. In the case of two recent developments at Maplewood Avenue, it was recommended that the following condition be inserted in a grant of planning permission.

“The water supply and drainage infrastructure including disposal of surface water shall comply with the technical requirements of the Planning Authority”

The current technical requirements of the Planning Authority, in the context of Drainage Design are set out in the “Greater Dublin Regional Code of Practice for Drainage Works”. 

In this instance, to achieve compliance with the code, the Area Engineer, Drainage Maintenance and Operations, refused permission on site to the developer to connect into the existing sewer at Maplewood Avenue in favour of another sewer where the capacity is satisfactory. This effectively removes these developments from the problematic 4” sewer servicing those houses.

The Drainage Department has been informed that the historically troublesome private broadstrap in the back garden of a house on Maplewood Avenue has been removed by the contractor building the new 29A infill house.  However the new development at 41A is taking in the private drains of a number of adjacent houses. This will hopefully relieve the blockage problem at that location.

A new development has been granted planning permission to construct an infill house adjacent to No. 27. There is no history of the broadstrap or private drain giving trouble here. The Drainage Dept was informed by residents that there is no drainage issue along this private line. However under the planning conditions before connecting into the existing private drain written permission will be required from all householder’s serviced by this line, as per the Greater Dublin Regional Drainage Code of Practice.



Mr M. Coleman, Senior Executive Officer summarised the report.

Following a discussion to which Councillors E. Maloney, M. Murphy, J. Neville, K. Warren, and M. Daly contributed, Ms P Devlin, Senior Executive Planner and Mr S. Deegan, Senior Executive Engineer responded to queries raised. The report was NOTED and it was AGREED that a further updated report be available at the September 2007 meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee dealing with Environmental Services.

REPORT ON DRAINAGE SYSTEM AT KNOCKMORE PARK

“This particular problem issue is being caused by a faulty combined (Private) drain which would usually be a private matter. The line serves 6 houses, three of which are Council dwellings. It is intended to carry out a CCTV survey in the coming weeks in an effort to identify the exact problem. The matter will also be pursued with the Housing Department and with the three private owners.”

“The current Council Bye-Laws for the Storage, Presentation and Collection of Waste were adopted in 2004,

In view of the many developments which have taken place in the waste business since then it is considered necessary to make new Bye-Laws to take account of these developments.

The attached two draft sets of Bye-Laws, one for household waste and one for commercial waste are being presented to the each of the Area Committees during the month of May.  The proposal to make the Bye-Laws was publicly advertised on 15th May 2007.  They are currently available for public inspection.  Submissions/ observations on the draft Bye-Laws will be received by the Council for a period of six weeks after the public advertisement.

Following consideration of the submissions or observations received, it is proposed to present the final Bye-Laws for adoption to the Council in September 2007.
BYE LAWS

MADE BY

South Dublin County Council pursuant to Section 35(1) of the Waste Management Act, 1996 (as amended) and in accordance with Part 19 of the Local Government Act, 2001.

PART I

1.
 TITLE

These Bye-Laws may be cited as the South Dublin County Council (Storage, Presentation and Collection of household Waste) Bye-Laws 2007.

2.
INTERPRETATION

Throughout the Bye-Laws, unless the context otherwise requires, the following words and expressions have the meaning hereafter respectively assigned to them, that is to say:-

(a)
‘Approved bring centre’ is a location provided by or authorized by the Council for the reception of specified recyclable materials

(b)
‘Apartment’ means a self contained dwelling unit in a building or campus that comprises a number of such units

(c) Appropriate waste container’ means a waste container provided by or authorised by the Council for the collection of the appropriate fraction of waste i.e. either dry recyclable waste, biowaste or residual waste.

(d)
“Approved waste disposal facility” means a facility/landfill site which is licensed by the Environmental Protection Agency.
(e) Approved waste treatment facility” means a materials recovery facility, biological treatment plant or waste to energy plant which is licensed by the Environmental Protection Agency.

(f) “Authorisation Label” means a label supplied by the Council or by an authorized waste collector from time to time for attachment to a waste container.

(g) 'Authorised person' means a person who is authorised in writing by South Dublin County Council for the purpose of Section 204 of the Local Government Act, 2001 or a member of An Garda Siochana.

(h) “Authorised waste collector” means South Dublin County Council or a waste collector who is the current holder of a permit under the Waste Management (Collection Permit) Regulations 2001 as amended, which permits the said collector to collect household waste.

(i) ‘Biowaste’ means source segregated (household) waste of an organic or putrescible character such as kitchen waste (for example food, vegetable and fruit waste) and light garden waste (for example grass, leaves and hedge clippings). 

(j) “Bin Tag” means a tag purchased by a holder from an agent appointed by South Dublin County Council or supplied to a holder for attachment to a waste container for the purpose of collection of waste by the Council or by an authorised waste collector

(k)
‘Bulky waste’ includes heavy waste materials such as furniture, carpets and rubble. 

(l)        “Council” means South Dublin County Council.

(m) ‘Designated collection day’ means such day or days of the week as may be fixed from time to time by an authorised waste collector for the collection of waste from household premises. 

(n)   
‘Designated collection time’ means such hours of the day on designated collection days as may be fixed from time to time by an authorised waste collector for the collection of waste from household premises in accordance with the provisions of Part II of these Bye-Laws. 

(o)
‘Door to door collection service’ means a separated at source household waste collection service which is provided or required to be provided by an authorised waste collector. It includes a service to households where waste containers are provided on a communal or group basis.

(p) ‘Dry recyclable waste’ means non-biowaste notified by South Dublin County Council as suitable   for collection for recycling and recovery operations. (First Schedule)

(q) 
'Fixed Payment Notice' is the Notice provided for in Part III of these Bye-Law for the purposes of section 206 of the Local Government Act 2001.

(r) ‘Footpath' means a road over which there is a public right of way for pedestrians only, not being a footway. 

(s)
“Functional Area” means the administrative area of South Dublin County Council.

(t) 
‘Footway’ means that portion of any road associated with a roadway which is provided primarily 

for use by pedestrians. 

(u)   
‘Garden waste’ includes such waste as grass clippings, flowers, leaves, twigs and other waste arising in a garden.

(v)
‘Glass packaging’ means empty glass containers (bottles and jars) which are discarded after their contents have been used / consumed. 

(w)
‘Hazardous waste’ means hazardous waste for the time being mentioned in the list prepared pursuant to Article 1 (4) of Council Directive 91/689/EEC of 12 December, 1991, being either—

(i)
Category I waste that has any of the properties specified in Part III of the Second Schedule to the Waste Management Act, 1996, or

(ii)
Category II waste that—

(A) contains any of the constituents specified in Part II of the Second Schedule to the Waste Management Act, 1996, and

(B) has any of the properties specified in Part III of the Second Schedule to the Waste Management Act, 1996,

(iii)
such other waste, having any of the properties specified in Part III of the Second Schedule to the Waste Management Act, 1996, as may be prescribed for the purposes of the statutory definition.

(A copy of the European Waste Catalogue and Hazardous Waste List may be obtained from the Environmental Protection Agency) 

‘Hazardous waste’ includes batteries, oils, anti freeze, adhesives, medicines, aerosol cans, bleaches, paints, weedkiller and fluorescent tubes.

(x)
‘Holder’ means in relation to a household, the owner, the occupier, responsible person or any other person having, for the time being, possession or control of the household waste

(y)
'Household' means any dwelling/ house, flat, apartment, building or part of a building used for occupation as a residence but does not include a hotel or a hostel and “household premises” shall be construed accordingly

(z)
“Household waste” means waste produced from within the curtilage of a building or self-contained part of a building used for the purposes of living accommodation and includes dry recyclable waste, bio-waste and residual waste generated by a household but excludes hazardous waste, bulky waste, fats, oils, grease, electrical waste, electronic waste and glass. 

(aa)
“Kitchen Waste” includes fruit, vegetable waste, tea bags and coffee filters and such like.

(bb)
‘Management Company’ means a company established for the management of an apartment complex or other groups of dwellings, houses or flats

(cc)  

“Microchip” includes any electronic device capable of being implanted in or attached in any way to a waste container and which is used for the purposes of recording, sorting, calculating, migrating, and/or using data of a business or technical nature concerning use of the waste container in which it is implanted or to which it is attached.

(dd) 

‘Notification’ for the purpose of these Bye-laws means any document, poster, notice, bill, sticker, device or representation printed, published or displayed by an authorised waste collector for the purpose of advertising or announcing days and times for the collection of waste from household              premises

(ee)    Organic waste' means any waste that is capable of undergoing anaerobic or aerobic decomposition through a biological treatment process. 

(ff)
‘Premises’ includes all premises situate in the County of South Dublin and also a part of any premises let or occupied as separate premises whether or not the person to whom it is let or the person who occupies it share with any other person any accommodation, amenity or facility inconnection therewith or any other portion of the premises.

(gg) 
‘Person‘ shall, unless the contrary intention appears, be construed as importing a body corporate (whether a corporation aggregate or a corporation sole) and an unincorporated body of persons as well as an individual.

(hh)
“Prescribed place” in relation to any premises means
(a) A convenient place immediately outside the entrance to a household or as close as practicable thereto but not such as to cause an obstruction to users of the roadway, footpath or footway.

(b) A particular location, close to or on a particular premises, as agreed with or approved by an authorised waste collector.

(ii)
 Public Place” is any place to which the public has access whether as a right or by permission and subject to a fee or free of charge.

(jj)
‘Responsible Person’ shall mean

(a) in the case of private rented dwellings, the occupying tenants including the landlord(s)/ owner(s)

(b) In the case of accommodation used for residential (guesthouses, hospitals, hostels, hotels or office), retail, assembly and recreation, industrial or storage purposes, the occupier

(c) In the case of apartment blocks or complexes, the management company or the owner of the property,

(d) In all other cases, the owner/ householder

(kk)
‘Residual waste' means that fraction of household waste remaining after the dry recyclable waste fraction has been removed and, in respect of household premises provided with a door-to-door collection service for biowaste, that fraction of household waste after the dry recyclable waste fraction and the biowaste fraction have been removed. ‘Residual waste’ does not include hazardous waste, bulky waste, fats, oils, grease, electrical waste, electronic waste and glass.

(ll)      'Roadway' means that portion of road which is provided primarily for the use of vehicles.

(mm)  
'Separation at source' means the sorting of waste at household premises into a dry recyclable fraction and a residual fraction. In respect of household premises provided with a collection service for biowaste, ‘separation at source’ means the sorting of waste into a dry recyclable fraction, a biowaste fraction and a residual fraction and the expression “separate at source” shall be construed accordingly.

(nn)
“Waste container” means a waste container provided by or authorised by the Council for the collection of the appropriate fraction of waste i.e. either dry recyclable waste, biowaste or residual waste.

AREA OF APPLICATION

These Bye-Laws apply to the functional area of South Dublin County Council.

PART II

4.
STORAGE OF WASTE

(a)

A holder shall not place or put in a waste container any liquid matter, hot ashes or other waste matter likely to damage the container or cause injury to any person.


(b) 
The holder of household waste shall be responsible for proper care of the waste container and in   default may be requested to pay a charge for a replacement container if it is damaged due to fire, abuse or is lost or stolen.

(c)
A holder shall maintain all waste containers in such condition and state of repair so that the waste placed therein shall not be a source of nuisance or litter and so that the waste may be conveniently collected. Lids of waste containers shall be securely closed.  

(d)
Where a waste container provided by an authorised waste collector is lost, stolen, destroyed or damaged (i.e broken lid / wheels) the holder shall forthwith arrange with the said collector to have the waste container replaced/repaired. 

(e)
Unauthorised burning of household waste is strictly prohibited. 

(f)
Where practicable all waste containers shall not be stored at the front of houses or other premises.
5. 
TYPES OF WASTE WHICH MAY BE COLLECTED 

(a)
Only household waste may be collected from a household.

(b)
Bulky waste will not be collected in the ordinary household waste collection

(c)
Glass or other wastes designated by the Council from time to time must be disposed of at an approved bring centre and shall not be presented for collection in a manner specified in Bye-Law No. 6; unless specifically provided for in a dry waste collection system or other receptacles provided by or approved by the Council for use in a separate door to door collection system.

6
   SEPARATION AT SOURCE OF WASTE

(a) 
A holder shall separate at source dry recyclable waste as defined in the First Schedule hereto. The dry recyclable fraction shall be stored separately by the holder in an appropriate waste container.

(b)

An authorised waste collector who is providing a household with a door-to-door collection service for residual waste shall make available to that household a separate door-to-door collection service for dry recyclable waste.

(c) 

A holder shall separate at source bio-waste as defined in the Second Schedule hereto if a door-to-door collection service of such waste is available. Where such a collection service is provided, the bio-waste fraction shall be stored separately in an appropriate waste container.

(d)
An authorised waste collector who is providing a household with a door-to-door collection service for residual waste shall make available to that household a separate door-to-door collection service for bio-waste, when appropriate treatment facilities are available.

(e)

After the separation at source takes place in accordance with Bye-Law 6(a) and if appropriate, Bye-Law 6(c) a holder shall ensure that residual waste is stored separately in an appropriate waste container except waste as defined in the Third Schedule hereto.

7.

PRESENTATION OF WASTE FOR COLLECTION

(a)

Waste must not be presented for collection before 6.00 am on the designated collection day.

(b) 
 A holder shall present waste for collection by an authorised waste collector only.

(c) 
A holder shall present waste for collection in an appropriate waste container only and shall deposit no other waste for collection in a waste container other than that fraction of waste applicable to that container. 

(d)

A waste container presented for collection shall not be overloaded and the lid shall be securely closed.  Waste presented at the side or on top of the waste container will not be collected and the presentation of such waste in this manner shall be deemed to be a breach of these Bye-Laws by the holder

(e)

A holder shall not cause or permit waste to be presented for collection in a manner that would endanger health, create a risk to traffic, harm the environment or create a nuisance.  

(f)

A holder shall present all residual waste, dry recyclable waste and biowaste for collection in a prescribed place in appropriate waste containers or in another manner approved by the Council. 

(g) 
The Council may designate a specific collection point, other than a prescribed place, for the presentation of waste by the holder and where such designation is given, the holder shall only present waste for collection at the designated collection point.

(h)

Waste presented by the holder for collection shall not exceed the following weight limits in respect of the stated waste containers:

(i)

Household waste may only be presented for collection in a prescribed place/designated specific collection point at designated collection times.
(j) A holder presenting waste for collection is obliged to allow the approved waste collector to fit or replace a microchip on a waste container. A fee may be charged for replacing a microchip.

(k)
When the waste container is presented for collection the authorised waste collector has the authority to download information from the microchip inserted in the container

(l)
A holder shall be responsible for the security of a waste container at all times including any authorisation label bin tag or microchip affixed thereto.

(m)
An approved waste container shall be removed by the holder from the prescribed place within 12hrs of the designated collection time 

(n)
Any uncollected waste shall be removed by the holder from a public place within 12 hours after the approved designated collection time.
8.
COLLECTION OF WASTE
(a) The existing designated collection days for the collection of waste which are in operation at the ‘commencement’ date of the Bye Laws shall continue until a revised schedule comes into force.

(b) An authorized waste collector shall not collect overloaded waste containers.

(c) An authorized waste collector shall return an emptied waste container to the boundary of the premises from which it was collected.

(d) Compaction of waste in a waste container that prevents the efficient emptying of the container is strictly prohibited.

(e) Management companies of apartment complexes or other dwellings shall ensure that adequate numbers of waste containers are available for use by holders of waste in the complex or other dwellings, for residual, recyclable and for bio waste where such a collection service is provided.

(f) Management companies of apartment complexes or other dwellings shall ensure that adequate access and egress is available for refuse freighters servicing the complex or other dwellings.

9.
GENERAL

(a)
The Council may require a management company or an authorized waste collector to supply information in writing to the Council in a format required by the Council regarding measures taken to collect dry recyclable waste and/ or bio-waste as the case may be.  Failure to provide the information requested shall be an offence.

(b)
Any waste disposal measures undertaken by the holder of household waste must

(i) ensure that the dry recyclable portion is taken to an approved recycling collection or treatment facility

(ii) ensure that the garden waste is composted within the curtilage of the household or taken to an approved recycling collection or treatment facility.

(iii) provide for the disposal of residual waste to an approved waste treatment or disposal facility.

(c)
It shall be an offence for a person to interfere with waste presented by another person, for collection by the approved waste collector.

(d)
It shall be an offence for a person, other than an authorised waste collector, to remove or interfere with an authorization label, bin tag or microchip attached to a waste container of a third party

(e)
It shall be an offence for any person, other than staff of an authorised waste collector to dispose of household waste in a refuse collection vehicle.

(f)
It shall be an offence for any person to obstruct, disturb, interrupt or prevent the collection of household waste by the approved waste collector.

(g) These Bye-Laws repeal the South Dublin County Council (Storage, Presentation and Collection of Waste) Bye-Laws 2004


PART III

10.
ENFORCEMENT
(a)
A person who contravenes any provision of these Bye-Laws shall be guilty of an offence under section 205 of the Local Government Act 2001 and shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding €1,905. 

(b)
Where a contravention of a provision of these Bye-Laws is continued after conviction, the person causing the contravention shall be guilty of a further offence and shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding €126 per day under section 205(2) of the Local Government Act 2001.
(c)
If any person contravenes any provision of these Bye-laws, the Council may, pursuant to Section 206(1) of the Local Government Act 2001, serve on such person a Fixed Payment Notice (see Fourth Schedule hereto), specifying a fixed payment, as an alternative to a prosecution for such contravention. The amount of the fixed payment shall be €50 and the said fixed payment must be paid within 21 days of the date of service of such Fixed Payment Notice for such person to avoid a prosecution.  

(d)
Notice of the fixed payment (as described in subsection C) shall be in the general form of the notice set out in the Fourth Schedule of these Bye-Laws

(e)
Any person served with a Fixed Payment Notice is entitled to disregard such Notice and defend a prosecution of the alleged contravention in court.

(f)
An authorised person may request any person who appears to be contravening or to have contravened a provision of these Bye-Laws to refrain from such contravention.

(g)
Where an authorised person is of the opinion that a person is committing or has committed an offence to which this section relates, the authorised person may demand the name and address of such person and if that demand is refused or the person gives a name or address which is false or misleading, that person shall be guilty of an offence under section 204(3)(b) of the said 2001 Act.

(h)
A person who obstructs or impedes or refuses to comply with a request of an authorised person acting in the exercise of the functions conferred on an authorised person by Part 19 of the Local Government Act 2001 shall be guilty of an offence under section 204(3)(a) of the said 2001 Act.

A person who is convicted of an offence under section 204(3) of the said 2001 Act shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding €1,904

REPORT ON DRAFT SOUTH DUBLIN COUNTY COUNCIL (STORAGE PRESENTATION AND COLLECTION OF COMMERCIAL WASTE) BYE-LAWS 2007.

The report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

“The current Council Bye-Laws for the Storage, Presentation and Collection of Waste were adopted in 2004,

In view of the many developments which have taken place in the waste business since then it is considered necessary to make new Bye-Laws to take account of these developments.

The attached two draft sets of Bye-Laws, one for household waste and one for commercial waste are being presented at the meetings of the Area Committees during the month of May.  The proposal to make the Bye-Laws was publicly advertised on 15th. May 2007.  They are now  available for public inspection.  Submissions/ observations on the draft Bye-Laws will be received by the Council for a period of six weeks after the public advertisement.

Following consideration of the submissions or observations received, it is proposed to present the final Bye-Laws for adoption to the Council in September 2007.

BYE LAWS

MADE BY

South Dublin County Council pursuant to Section 35(1) of the Waste Management Act, 1996 (as amended) and in accordance with Part 19 of the Local Government Act, 2001.

PART 1
1.
Title
These Bye-Laws may be cited as the South Dublin County Council (Storage, Separation at Source, Presentation and Collection of Commercial Waste) Bye-Laws 2007.

2.
Interpretation:


Throughout the Bye-Laws, unless the context otherwise requires, the following words and expressions have the meaning hereafter respectively assigned to them, that is to say:-

(a)
‘Appropriate waste container’ means a waste container provided by or authorised by the Council for the collection of the appropriate fraction of waste i.e. either dry recyclable waste, biowaste or residual waste.

(b)
‘Approved Waste Disposal Facility’ means a facility/ landfill site which is licensed by the Environment Protection Agency

(c)
‘Approved Waste Treatment Facility’ means a material recovery facility biological treatment plant or waste to energy plant which is licensed by the Environmental Protection Agency
(d)
'Authorised person' means a person who is authorised in writing by South Dublin County Council for the purpose of Section 204 of the Local Government Act, 2001 or a member of An Garda Siochana.
(e)
‘Authorised waste collector’ means South Dublin County Council or a waste collector who is the current holder of a permit under the Waste Management (Collection Permit) Regulations 2001, as amended, which permits the said collector to collect commercial waste as defined in these Bye-Laws within the functional area of South Dublin County Council.

(f)
“Authorisation Label” means a label supplied by the Council or by an authorized waste collector from time to time for attachment to a waste container.

(g)
‘Biowaste’ means source segregated waste of an organic or putrescible character such as kitchen waste (for example food, vegetable and fruit waste) and light garden waste (for example grass, leaves and hedge clippings).
(h)
‘Bulky waste’ includes heavy waste materials such as furniture, carpets and rubble. 

(I)
“Bin Tag” means a tag purchased by a holder from an agent appointed by South Dublin County Council or supplied to a holder for attachment to a waste container for the purpose of collection of waste by the Council or by an authorised waste collector

(j)
‘Commercial premises’ for the purpose of these Bye-Laws means a premises used wholly or mainly for the purposes of trade or business or for the purposes of sport, recreation, health care, education, community facilities or entertainment.
(k)
'Commercial waste' for the purpose of these Bye-Laws includes dry recyclable waste, biowaste and residual waste generated on a commercial premises but excludes hazardous waste, bulky waste, fats, oils, grease, electrical waste, electronic waste and glass.

(l)
‘Council’ means South Dublin County Council

(m)
‘Designated collection day’ means such day or days of the week as may be fixed from time to time by an authorised waste collector for the collection of waste from commercial premises. The designated collection day or days in force at the date of commencement of these Bye-Laws shall continue until notification is given to the holder/holders of commercial waste setting out a revised collection schedule.

(n)
‘Designated collection time’ means such hours of the day between 6.00 am and 12 midnight on designated collection days as may be fixed from time to time by an authorised waste collector for the collection of waste from commercial premises in accordance with the provisions of Part II of these Bye-Laws. 
(o)
‘Door to door collection service’ means a separated at source commercial waste collection service which is provided or required to be provided by an authorised waste collector. 

(p)
‘Dry recyclable waste’ means non-biowaste specified by South Dublin County Council as suitable for collection for recycling and recovery operations, for example paper, newspapers, magazines, cardboard, aluminium cans, steel cans, plastic bottles and beverage cartons.

(q)
'Fixed Payment Notice' is the Notice provided for in Part III of these Bye-Laws for the purposes of Section 206 of the Local Government Act 2001.

(r)
‘Footpath' means a road over which there is a public right of way for pedestrians only, not being a footway.
(s)
‘Footway’ means that portion of any road associated with a roadway which is provided primarily for use by pedestrians.

(t)
‘Functional area’ includes the administrative area of South Dublin County Council.

(u)
‘Garden waste’ includes such waste as grass clippings, flowers, leaves, twigs and other waste arising in a garden.

(v)
‘Glass packaging’ means empty glass containers (bottles and jars) which are discarded after their contents have been used / consumed. 

(w)
‘Hazardous waste’ means hazardous waste for the time being mentioned in the list prepared pursuant to Article 1 (4) of Council Directive 91/689/EEC of 12 December, 1991, being either—

(i)
Category I waste that has any of the properties specified in Part III of the Second Schedule to the Waste Management Act, 1996, or

(ii)
Category II waste that—

(A) contains any of the constituents specified in Part II of the Second Schedule to the Waste Management Act, 1996, and

(B) has any of the properties specified in Part III of the Second Schedule to the Waste Management Act, 1996,

(iii)
such other waste, having any of the properties specified in Part III of the Second Schedule to the Waste Management Act, 1996, as may be prescribed for the purposes of the statutory definition.

Hazardous waste includes batteries, oils, anti freeze, adhesives, medicines, aerosol cans, bleaches, paints, weedkiller and fluorescent tubes.

(A copy of the European Waste Catalogue and Hazardous Waste List may be obtained from the Environmental Protection Agency) 

(x)
‘Holder’ means in respect of a commercial premises, the owner, the occupier, the person in charge or any other person having, for the time being, possession or control of the commercial waste.

(y) “Kitchen Waste” includes fruit, vegetable waste, tea bags and coffee filters and such like.

(z)
‘Management Company’ means a company established for the management of a commercial complex or other group of commercial premises.

(aa)
‘Microchip’ includes any electronic device capable of being implanted in or attached in any way to a wheeled bin and which is used for the purposes of recording, sorting, calculating, migrating and/ or using data of a business or technical nature concerning use of the wheeled bin in which it is implanted or to which it is attached.

(bb)
‘Notification’ for the purpose of these Bye-laws means any document, poster, notice, bill, sticker, device or representation printed, published or displayed by an authorised waste collector for the purpose of advertising or announcing days and times for the collection of waste from commercial premises. 
(cc)
‘Organic waste’ means any waste that is capable of undergoing anaerobic or aerobic decomposition through a biological treatment process.

(dd)
‘Person’ shall, unless the contrary intention appears, be construed as importing a body corporate (whether a corporation aggregate or a corporation sole) and an unincorporated body of persons as well as an individual.

(ee)
‘Premises’ includes all premises situate in the County of South Dublin and also a part of any premises let or occupied as separate premises whether or not the person to whom it is let or the person who occupies it share with any other person any accommodation, amenity or facility in connection therewith or any other portion of the premises.

(ff)
‘Prescribed place’ in relation to a commercial premises means a convenient place immediately outside the entrance to such premises or as close as practicable to the entrance, but not a place which would cause an obstruction to users of a roadway, footway or footpath.
(gg)
‘Public place’ means any place to which the public has access whether as of right or by permission, or whether subject to payment or free of charge.

(gg)
‘Residual waste’ means that fraction of commercial waste remaining after the dry recyclable waste fraction has been removed and, in respect of commercial premises provided with a door-to-door collection service for biowaste, that fraction of commercial waste remaining after the dry recyclable waste fraction and biowaste fraction have been removed. ‘Residual waste’ excludes hazardous waste, bulky waste, fats, oils, grease, electrical waste, electronic waste and glass.

(hh)
‘Responsible Person’ shall mean

(a)In the case of accommodation used for residential (guesthouses, hospitals, hostels, hotels or office), retail, assembly and recreation, industrial or storage purposes, the occupier

(b)In the case of apartment blocks or complexes, the management company or the owner of the property,

(c)In all other cases, the owner/ householder

(ii)
‘Roadway’ means that portion of road which is provided primarily for the use of vehicles.

(jj)
‘Separation at source’ means the sorting of waste at the commercial premises into a dry recyclable fraction and a residual fraction. In respect of commercial premises provided with a door-to-door collection service for biowaste, ‘separation at source’ means the sorting of waste into a dry recyclable fraction, a biowaste fraction and a residual fraction and the expression “separate at source” shall be construed accordingly.

(kk)
'Waste Container' means a wheeled bin, a communal bin or other appropriate waste container used for the presentation, storage and collection of commercial waste.

3. Area of Application:

These Bye-Laws apply to the functional area of South Dublin County Council.

PART II

Obligations on the Holders and Collectors of Commercial Waste  

1. STORAGE OF WASTE.
1.1 A holder shall store waste in an appropriate waste container within the curtilage of a commercial premises or such other place as has been approved in writing by the Council.

1.2 A holder shall maintain all waste containers in such condition and state of repair so that the waste placed therein shall not be a source of nuisance or litter and so that the waste may be conveniently collected in a safe manner.

1.3 A holder shall not deposit or store in a waste container liquid matter, hot ashes or other waste matter likely to damage the container or cause injury to any person. 

1.4 The holder of commercial waste shall be responsible for the security and proper care of the waste collector and where a waste container provided by an authorised waste collector is lost, stolen, destroyed or does not comply with Bye-Law 1.2, the holder shall forthwith arrange with the said collector to have the waste container replaced.

1.5 A holder shall not cause or permit the storage of waste to endanger health, harm the environment or create a nuisance through odours or litter. 

2. SEPARATION AT SOURCE OF WASTE.

2.1 A holder shall separate at source dry recyclable waste.  The dry recyclable fraction shall be stored separately by the holder in an appropriate waste container.

2.2 An authorised waste collector who is providing a commercial premises with a door-to-door collection service for residual waste shall make available to that premises a separate door-to-door collection service for dry recyclable waste.

2.3 A holder shall separate at source biowaste if a door-to-door collection service for such waste is provided. Where such a collection service is provided, the biowaste fraction shall be stored separately by the holder in an appropriate waste container.

2.4 After separation at source takes place in accordance with Bye-Law 2.1 and, if appropriate, Bye-Law 2.3 a holder shall store residual waste separately in an appropriate waste container.

3. PRESENTATION OF WASTE

3.1 A holder shall only present waste for collection by an authorised waste collector.

3.2 A holder shall only present waste for collection in an appropriate waste container and shall deposit no other waste for collection in any appropriate waste container other than that fraction of waste applicable to that container. 
3.3 All waste containers presented for collection shall not be overloaded and shall be securely closed. 
3.4 A holder shall not cause or permit waste to be presented for collection in a manner that would endanger health, create a risk to traffic, harm the environment or create a nuisance through odours or litter.  
3.5 A holder shall present all dry recyclable waste, residual waste and, if appropriate, biowaste for collection in a prescribed place in appropriate waste containers or in another manner approved by the Council.
3.6 The Council may designate in writing a specific collection point, other than a prescribed place, for the presentation of waste by the holder and, where such designation is given, the holder shall only present waste for collection at the designated collection point.  
3.7 Waste presented by the holder for collection shall not exceed the following weight limits in respect of the stated waste containers:

 140 litre wheeled bin:    25 kilogrammes  

       240 litre wheeled bin:    40 kilogrammes

       1100 litre Eurobins:      200 kilogrammes  

3.8 An authorised waste collector shall only collect commercial waste between the hours of 7.00 am and 10 p.m.on the designated collection day, unless otherwise authorised in writing by the Council.

3.9 A holder shall remove all waste containers and any uncollected waste from a public place no later than 2 hours after the designated collection time, unless otherwise authorized in writing by the Council.

4. COLLECTION OF WASTE 

4.1
The existing designated collection days for the collection of waste which are in operation at the ‘commencement’ date of the Bye Laws shall continue until a revised schedule comes into force.

4.2 An authorized waste collector shall not collect overloaded waste containers.

4.3 An authorized waste collector shall return an emptied waste container to the boundary of the premises from which it was collected.

4.4 Compaction of waste in a waste container that prevents the efficient emptying of the container is strictly prohibited.

4.5 Management companies of commercial complexes or other groups of commercial premises shall ensure that adequate numbers of waste containers are available for use by holders of waste in the complex or other premises, for residual, recyclable and for bio waste where such a collection service is provided.

4.6 Management companies of commercial complexes or other groups of commercial premises shall ensure that adequate access and egress is available for refuse freighters servicing the complex or premises.

PART III

5
GENERAL

5.1 The Council may require a management company or an authorized waste collector to supply information in writing to the Council in a format required by the Council regarding measures taken to collect dry recyclable waste and/ or bio-waste as the case may be.  Failure to provide the information requested shall be an offence.

5.2 Any waste disposal measures undertaken by the holder of household waste must

a) ensure that the dry recyclable portion is taken to an approved recycling collection or treatment facility

b) ensure that the garden waste is composted within the curtilage of the premises or taken to an approved recycling collection or treatment facility.

c) provide for the disposal of residual waste to an approved waste treatment or disposal   facility.

5.3 It shall be an offence for a person to interfere with waste presented by another person, for collection by the approved waste collector.

5.4 It shall be an offence for a person, other than an authorised waste collector, to remove or interfere with an authorization label, bin tag or microchip attached to a waste container of a third party

5.5 It shall be an offence for any person, other than staff of an authorised waste collector to dispose of waste in a refuse collection vehicle.

5.6 It shall be an offence for any person to obstruct, disturb, interrupt or prevent the collection of   waste by the approved waste collector.

5.7 These Bye-Laws repeal the South Dublin County Council (Storage, Presentation and Collection of Waste) Bye-Laws 2004


6
ENFORCEMENT

6.1  An authorised person may request any person who appears to be contravening or to have  contravened a provision of these Bye-Laws to refrain from such contravention.
6.2 A person who contravenes any provision of these Bye-Laws shall be guilty of an offence under Section 205(1) of the Local Government Act 2001 and shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding €1,904.60. 
6.3 Any person contravenes any provision of these Bye-laws, the Council may,   pursuant to Section 206 of the Local Government Act 2001, serve on such person a Fixed Payment Notice, as described in Schedule 1 to these Bye-Laws specifying a fixed payment, as an alternative to a prosecution for such contravention. The amount of the fixed payment is €75 and the said fixed payment must be paid within 21 days of the date of service of such Fixed Payment Notice if such person is to avoid a prosecution.
6.4 If the contravention of a provision of these Bye-Laws is continued after conviction, the person causing the contravention shall be guilty of a further offence on each day on which the contravention continues and shall be liable on summary conviction for each such offence to a fine not exceeding €126. per day under Section 205(2) of the Local Government Act 2001.
6.5 Any person served with a Fixed Payment Notice is entitled to disregard such Notice and defend a prosecution of the alleged contravention in court.
6.6
A person who obstructs or impedes or refuses to comply with a request of an authorised person acting in the exercise of the functions conferred on an authorised person by Part 19 of the Local Government Act 2001 shall be guilty of an offence under section 204(3)(a) of the said 2001 Act.

6.7
Where an authorised person is of the opinion that a person is committing or has committed an offence to which Section 204 or Section 205 of the Local Government Act 2001 relates, the authorised person may demand the name and address of such person and if that demand is refused or the person gives a name or address which is false or misleading, that person shall be guilty of an offence under Section 204(3)(b) of the said 2001 Act.

6.8
A person who is convicted of an offence under Section 204(3) of the Local Government Act 2001 shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding €1,904.

THE WEEK-END STREET CLEANING SYSTEM FOR TALLAGHT VILLAGE

“The Council currently provides a cleaning service in Tallaght Village on weekdays, Sundays and Bank Holiday Mondays.  No sweeping or cleaning is provided on Saturdays. The weekend and Bank Holiday element of this is carried out on overtime by the Council’s cleansing staff. There is no provision within the 2007 Budget to enable this to be expanded to a seven day service.  The provision of cleansing services by the Council is currently under review and discussions are ongoing with the Trade Unions representing the workers. Within this review the issue of daily cleaning in Tallaght Village will be examined further.”

VISITS TO SCHOOLS IN THE RAPID AREAS OF TALLAGHT

“The Council has set up an environmental awareness programme in the Tallaght RAPID area in conjunction with Global Action Plan (GAP). The programme is funded by Pobal and will involve community groups and schools in environmental initiatives including waste, water, transport, energy, food and shopping. The programme has commenced in the Brookfield area with the first Eco action team meeting having been held on the 26th April last. The programme will develop to focus on key issues concerning the community and will take a practical approach and encourage sustainable communities.

This initiative supports the ongoing Green Schools Programme in the County. This programme involves school visits by the Litter Warden and staff from the Environmental Awareness team. The Green Schools Programme concentrates on a number of themes including litter and waste. The programme is ongoing throughout the school year. Sixty two Primary Schools and twenty three Secondary schools are registered in the Programme including schools in RAPID areas.”

Following a contribution from Councillor M. Corr and J. Daly, Mr M. Coleman, Senior Executive Officer, and Mr D. Finch, Senior Engineer, responded to queries raised. The report was NOTED.
