QUESTION: Councillor Marie Corr
To ask the Manager to secure by erecting a low fence around the green space to the rear of Bawnlea Green on the Fortunestown Lane due to the frequent illegal Traveller encampments that are consistently turning up in the vicinity?
REPLY:
The erection of a low knee-rail fence around the open space at the rear of Bawnlea Green (facing the Fortunestown Lane), would help to secure this area from illegal encampments, although it may also relocate future encampments to the adjoining open space area fronting  Kilclare Estate.  The cost of this work would be of the order of €15,000.   Consideration will be given to erecting a suitable fence (with lockable barrier for access purposes), as soon as it can be facilitated in the works programme for the area.
