Proposed Part 8 for Green Route in the Dodder Valley Park

It is proposed to undertake the construction of new cycle paths and extension of the existing pedestrian path network within the Dodder Valley Park over the next two years extending from Oldbawn Road to Springfield Avenue.  Proposed cycle routes within the park will link into those already established as part of the surrounding road network.  The proposed works will involve the construction of 4 new pedestrian bridges over the River Dodder to provide improved linkage across the river for both pedestrians and cyclists.  The works will be subject to Public Consultation under Part 8 of the Planning & Development Regulations 2001.  This proposed path system will allow for increased leisure and work circulation routes through the Dodder Valley Park.  It will also increase the usage of the park and enhance security by increased public presence.  A drawing is available illustrating the nature and extent of the proposed works
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
