REMOVAL OF METAL FENCING
QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville
“To ask the Manager to have arranged contact with the owner of the site between details supplied *details supplied requesting that he have removed the metal fencing which is encouraging youths to access the adjacent back gardens and is causing a nuisance to residents of the estate?”

REPLY:

Planning permission, subject to conditions was granted on 23 June 2003 by An Bord Pleanála for the following proposed development “Residential development consisting of 23 no 2 bed bungalows and 20 no semi detached and terraced 3 bed, 2 storey house and associated parking, open spaces and site development works on site” on lands south of Maplewood Drive and north of the Tallaght bypass to Maplewood Developments Ltd. (Reg Ref SD02A/0284 refers)

An area to the north of the development site was used by the developer as a site compound. To secure the site compound a high railing was erected on top of the wall separating Maplewood Avenue and Raheen Drive. The provision of temporary fencing to secure a site during the course of development works is exempt from the requirement to obtain planning permission by virtue of Art 16 of the Planning & Development Regulations, 2001. 

Development is now complete and the fence should be removed as it can no longer be considered exempt development. However, when approached, the developer reported that he had been requested by local residents to leave the fence to protect those houses that back onto Raheen Drive from unwanted access. A Warning Letter pursuant to Section 152 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 has been served on the developer in relation to the fence. The Councillor will be kept informed of progress in this matter.

It was proposed by Councillor M. Corr, seconded by Councillor K. Warren

"That the Manager gives a detailed report on the history to date of the long planned Saggart Area Action Plan, stating if progress has been made in relation to this and if not why not."

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:

"The Council has deferred consideration of the new by-pass road around Rathcoole and Saggart until the Outer Ring Road (currently under construction) has been completed.  The road as approved will be located to the south of Rathcoole and will extend from Keatings Park in the west to the GAA lands adjoining Rathcoole Park to the east.  Until traffic patterns in Saggart can be adequately assessed in the light of the opening of the Outer Ring Road it is not possible to determine the need for a relief road for Saggart and consequently the preparation of a Saggart Local Area Plan would be premature at this time.

However work is ongoing in relation to a number of forward planning matters in relation to Saggart.  These include –

· Establishment of potential population from zoned lands and contact with the Department of Education and Science regarding the future provision of school places in the area.

· Preliminary work on a number of tracts of land zoned for development in and around the village in the County Development Plan e.g. Mill Road and Boherboy Road, which are infill in nature.

· Assessment of conclusions regarding a possible Conservation Area designation for Saggart Village. 

· Fortunestown Lane/Garters Lane, where the Council has already decided in Variation No. 2 to prepare a micro area plan.

Following a discussion to which Councillors M. Corr and M. Daly contributed Mr. M. Kenny, Senior Planner responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED and it was AGREED that a report be available at next months meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee dealing with Planning Business.

ESTABLISHMENT OF A PUBLIC FORUM TO PROPOSE SITES OF HISTORICAL/LOCAL VALUE

It was proposed by Councillor M. Daly, seconded by Councillor K. Warren:

"That this Committee agrees to develop a system that would allow members of the public propose buildings/sites of a historical and significant local value be protected under the existing legislation. That we facilitate a forum for these expressions to be put forward in order to compliment this process. That a pilot scheme be initiated in the Tallaght area within a defined time period set out following the adoption of this motion."

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:

"A review of South Dublin County Council’s Development Plan took place between 2002 and 2004.  As part of the Development Plan review the Record of Protected Structures (RPS) as listed under the 1998 Development Plan was re-surveyed and re-assessed.   

An important component and re-assessment was the National Inventory of Architectural Heritage (NIAH) which involved a detailed survey of the county in 2002.  A number of new structures were identified in this survey and a significant proportion of these were subsequently added to the Record of Protected Structures as part of the Development Plan review following recommendations by the Minister of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government.  The current Record of Protected Structures is set out in Schedule 2 of the County Development Plan 2004-2010. 

It should be noted that the criteria for inclusion of a structure on the Record is set out in the Planning and Development Act 2000 (Part IV S.52).  The Act requires that a protected structure be of special interest under one or more of the following categories: 

· Architectural   

· Historical   

· Archaeological 

· Artistic   

· Cultural   

· Scientific   

· Technical    

· Social 

 

It is recommended under the Architectural Heritage Protection Guidelines published by the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government (2004) that “a planning authority must decide whether a structure is worthy of inclusion in the Record of Protected Structures (RPS) by identifying the characteristics of special interest, which would merit its inclusion”.  Part 2 of the Guidelines indicates features, which may contribute to the character and special interest of a structure.  

A planning authority is obliged to include in the RPS every structure which, in its opinion is of special interest.  This responsibility will involve the planning authority in reviewing its RPS from time to time (normally during the review of the development plan) with a view to making additions or deletions.  

Under Section 54 (1) of the Planning and Development Act 2000 a planning authority may add to or delete from its Record of Protected Structures a structure, a specified part of a structure or a specified feature of the attendant grounds of a structure, where – 

(a) the authority considers that – 

(i) in the case of an addition, the addition is necessary or desirable in order to protect a structure, or part of a structure, of special architectural, historical, archaeological, artistic, cultural, scientific, social or technical interest, whether or not a recommendation has been made under Section 53, or 

 

(ii) in the case of a deletion, the protection of the structure or part is no longer warranted, and 

(b) the addition or deletion is made when making a development plan under Part II or in accordance with Section 55. 

The making of an addition to or a deletion from, the Record of Protected Structures is a reserved function of the elected members.  

In relation to Tallaght - 

-     There are a number of structures on the Record of Protected Structures in the village.  

 

-     The historic core of the village is an Architectural Conservation Area (ACA) as outlined on the Development Plan maps.   In the ACA proposed development in relation to any buildings within its boundaries are assessed by the Conservation Officer.  The Council is preparing guidance leaflets for owners / occupiers in relation to all ACAs within the county with the assistance of the Heritage Council.  These leaflets should be finalised and published later in the year.    

 

- 
The Tallaght Local Area Plan contains policies and objectives in relation to the historic core of the village. 

 

RECOMMENDATION: 
It is considered that submissions for additions to Protected Structures can be appropriately made during the next review of the County Development Plan or following procedures set out under Part IV of the Planning and Development Act, 2000.  The review of the County Development Plan will commence in December 2008."
Following a discussion to which Councillors M. Daly, K. Warren and J. Daly contributed Mr. M. Kenny, Senior Planner responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED and was AGREED that a report would issue to a future meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee dealing with Planning Business.

"Introduction

Part VIII of the Local Government Planning and Development Regulations 2001 outlines the requirements in respect of certain classes of Local Authority Developments.  These regulations apply to the proposed Firhouse Road Quality Bus Corridor (Old Bawn Road to Ballycullen Road Section).

The Quality Bus Corridor scheme will consist of the following:

Changing the road markings to omit the central hatching in the existing design and provide a 3.5 m wide bus lane in one direction.

Reducing the traffic lane width from 3.75 m to 3.5 m.

The provision of approximately 1 km of Bus Lane in both directions. 

The bus lanes are to be operational between 07.00 hours and 19.00 hours, Monday to Saturday.

No changes in the total width of the carriageway or cycle tracks.

No changes to any of the junction design. 

The intention of the scheme is to:

Ensure a quick and reliable bus service capable of providing consistent journey times. Hence, improving on bus journey times.

Make better use of the available road space.

Establish a high profile identity for bus services using the corridor.

Form part of the Firhouse/Ballycullen QBC proposed route, linking Tallaght to Firhouse and Ballycullen areas.

The overall impacts of proposal are: 

The provision of improved facilities for buses. 

There will be significant time savings for a large number of bus passengers.

There will be no significant impact on journey times for general traffic.

There will be no impact on cycle facilities.

Public Consultation Process

The proposal was advertised in the Irish Independent and The Tallaght Echo in accordance with Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 and was on public display from Tuesday 3rd April 2007 to Friday 4th May 2007 at:

South Dublin County Council Offices, County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

County Hall Library, County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

Any person wishing to make a submission or observations with respect to the proposed development, dealing with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area in which the development would be situated was invited to do so. The latest date for the receipt of submissions was before 4:30 p.m. on Friday 18th May 2007.

Report on Submissions

1 and 2 Jim and Eileen Ward

The submission from the Wards relates to the existing bus service in the area. They stated that the bus service is irregular and that most of the time the buses are not on time. They also stated that introducing a bus lane with the existing level of service would be a waste of road space. They recommended introducing a regular bus service rather than introducing a bus lane.

Response:

The Quality Bus Network Project Office (QBNPO) is proposing to only change the road markings in the existing design and not to change the total width of the road. The available road space for vehicles other than buses will not be curtailed as part of the provision of bus priority measures and will therefore have no impact on journey times for general traffic. 

In addition, the bus lanes are introduced to provide improved facilities for existing bus services. These include the scheduled Dublin Bus services and private buses. Traffic counts carried out by the QBNPO in December 2006 show that up to 12 buses per hour (including Dublin Bus, and private buses) travel inbound in the morning peak and up to 8 buses per hour travel outbound in the evening peak on this route. In relation to the bus service in the area, it is envisaged that with the introduction of bus lanes on this route and the large amount of development in the area, both ongoing and planned, Dublin Bus will provide more buses in order to improve the service.

3 Ms. Louise Moore

Ms Moore would like to see more buses along this route and would like to see a bus corridor along the new Old Court Road for Ballycullen residents. 

Response:

In relation to the bus service in the area, it is envisaged that with the introduction of bus lanes on this route and the large amount of development in the area, both ongoing and planned, Dublin Bus will provide more buses in order to improve the service.

In relation to the bus corridor along the “new Old Court Road”, the QBNPO is currently designing a QBC (known as the Firhouse/Ballycullen QBC) that will link the bus priority measures proposed as part of this Part 8 proposal from Ballycullen Road junction to Old Bridge Road and along Ballycullen Road between the new Stocking Lane Distributor Road and Firhouse Road junction. This will provide for high quality bus priority measures serving the Ballycullen area. Dublin Bus are also planning to launch a direct service from the Woodstown/Ballycullen area to the Dublin city centre via Ballycullen Road and Firhouse Road in the near future.

4 Mr. Kieran McGarry

Mr McGarry wanted to know why didn’t the QBNPO widen the road by reducing the grass verge from 2 m to 0.25 m so as to introduce bus lanes in both directions for the entire length of the road.

Response:

The QBNPO is only proposing a change in the road markings of the existing design and not to widen the road, the design of which was approved during a previous Part 8 public consultation process. 

5 Ms. Deirdre Toher

Ms Toher stated that the current bus service is not frequent and that instead of providing a bus corridor along this route the traffic signals should be improved to allow more traffic.

Response: 

The proposed QBC is designed to be part of the realignment scheme that is currently under construction. This scheme includes two new sets of traffic signals at the Ballycullen Drive and Ballycullen Avenue junctions with Firhouse Road. It also includes a full upgrade of the signals at the junction of Old Bawn Road and Firhouse Road. It is envisaged that these traffic signals will be optimised in order to maximise the flow of all traffic through the junctions. In addition the introduction of bus lanes will provide significant time savings for a large number of bus passengers.

6 Sergeant Sean Kerr

Sergeant Kerr stated that he does not view any difficulties with the bus lane on Firhouse Road. He feels that the bus lane will enhance traffic flow and will improve pedestrian safety particularly at Firhouse Community School.

He requested that in the context of “Operation Artery”, the scheme be brought to the attention of the Divisional Traffic Unit, Terenure.

Response: 

Following verbal communication with Garda Ciaran Murphy of the Divisional Traffic Unit in Terenure, they are in favour of bus lanes in general in order to improve the flow of public transport. However the written comments will also be forwarded to the Inspector I/C, Divisional Traffic Unit, Terenure for his comment.

Summary

The proposed Firhouse Road Quality Bus Corridor (Old Bawn Road to Ballycullen Road Section) is in accordance with the 2004-2010 County Development Plan and with the proper planning and development of the area. It is therefore proposed to proceed with the Quality Bus Corridor as advertised. The road markings portion of the scheme will be designed by the Quality Bus Network Project Office. It is envisaged that 33 % of the total scheme costs (road construction and QBC costs) will be provided under the Dublin Transportation Office Traffic Management Grants Scheme.

"That this Committee calls on the Manager to review the traffic flow arrangements in the Belfry Estate in Citywest recognising the consistent use of this estate for rat-running from the Blessington Road/Jobstown by speeding cars and joyriders alike - to investigate the feasability of closing off the estate to through traffic as has been done very successfully in other estates in the Tallaght South area."
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
Belfry Estate is not in the charge of this Council and consequently action of the type proposed cannot be undertaken at the present time as responsibility for roads and services still rests with the developer. The matter will be re-examined when the estate is taken in charge.  It may be noted that traffic calming was provided by the developers during construction of the estate.

Following a contribution from Councillor M. Corr, Mr. T. Curtin, Administrative Officer responded to queries raised. The report was NOTED.

CLOSURE OF THE PEDESTRIAN ACCESS TO MAPLEWOOD PARK
It was proposed by Councillor M. Daly, seconded by Councillor K. Warren:

“That this Committee recommends the closure of the pedestrian access to Maplewood Park (new houses) which has led to the increase of anti-social behaviour and criminal damage to property from people using this as a cut through late at night.”

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:

The procedure for the extinguishment of public rights of way is a reserved function of the Elected Members of the Council in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993. It is necessary in the first instance that the residents affected submit a petition in support of the application to extinguish the public right of way. 

No application has been received to date from residents in Maplewood Park requesting the closure of the pedestrian access in question.
The statutory procedure is set out hereunder: 

1. An application to extinguish a public right-of-way should be made in writing to the Senior Executive Officer, Roads Department, County Hall, Town Centre, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

2. The closure of a public right-of-way has to be of a permanent nature.

3. A petition signed by individual residents concerned, indicating support for the proposal (to include the residents adjacent to the right-of-way) and their reason to extinguish the public right-of-way should be submitted with a map indicating the location.

4. The proposal to effect the closure and who will be responsible for carrying out the works involved along with a letter from the Title Holder that they are in agreement with your proposal to effect the closure should also be submitted. Any works or costs involved in effecting the closure would be a matter for the residents concerned, i.e. building of wall/ fence, acquisition of title, and the relocation of services if applicable.

5. On receipt of the petition and any additional information sought, the matter would be brought to the relevant Area Committee for their recommendation.

If agreed, the notice of intention to consider the extinguishment of the public right-of-way would be advertised in the Press and signs erected on site. Any representations or objections to the proposal must be made in writing to the Senior Executive Officer, Roads Department, South Dublin County Council, County Hall, Town Centre, Tallaght, Dublin 24. and must be submitted within the six week period commencing on the date of publication of notice. 

It should be noted that persons making such representations or objections may make a request, in writing, to state their case at an oral hearing conducted by a person appointed by the Local Authority for that purpose.

6. Following this six week period a report would be presented to the relevant Area Committee for their recommendation. This recommendation would then be brought to a full County Council meeting for final decision, as the extinguishment of a public right-of-way is a reserved function of the elected members of the Council.

7. Residents would then be informed of the County Council’s decision with regard to the extinguishment.

8. Should the Council make a decision to extinguish the public right-of-way it is the responsibility of the residents concerned to contact the utility companies (ESB, Eircom, NTL, Bord Gais and the Councils Environment Department) with regard to their service requirements in relation to the public right-of-way.

Following a discussion to which Councillors M. Daly and J. Neville contributed Mr. T. Curtin, Administrative Officer responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED and it was AGREED that an updated report will be brought to a future meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee dealing with Roads business.

PEDESTRIAN LIGHTS AT  THE TEMPORARY BRIDGE ON THE N81
It was proposed by Councillor M Daly, seconded by Councillor K. Warren:

"That this Commitee agrees to install pedestrian lights at the site of the temporary bridge on the N81 with immediate effect to compliment the existing structure which is unsuitable for all users."
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ: 
 

As part of the development at the “iceland site” the developer was conditioned to improve the pedestrian bridge across the N81 Tallaght By-Pass. The old bridge did not provide the desirable clearance resulting in a detour for the highest vehicles through Tallaght Village and accordingly a new bridge is being provided in the same position.

 

During the bridge upgrade works the permanent bridge is unavailable. Several options were proposed to accommodate pedestrians. Traffic signals allowing pedestrians, including many school children, to cross this section of road on a temporary basis are considered undesirable on safety grounds due to the geometry of the road and the approach speed of traffic from the M50, and are therefore not recommended. 

 

As an alternative, the developer, in agreement with the Council, provided a temporary pedestrian bridge adjacent to the permanent bridge. This temporary bridge was initially intended to be accessed via steps only, though it was acknowledged that this would pose problems for certain users. Following discussion at a previous Area Committee Meeting, it was agreed to approach the contractor for the development with a request to provide ramp access in addition to the stepped access already in place and these are now being constructed. The ramps will have a gradient 1 in 12, and the walking surface will be non-slip type on flat boards. This is considered to be the optimum solution having regard to all the factors involved.


Following a discussion to which Councillors M. Daly, K. Warren, J. Neville, E. Maloney and M. Murphy contributed Mr. E Cunningham, Senior Executive Officer, T. Curtin, Administrative Office and A. O’Mullane, Senior Executive Engineer responded to queries raised. The report was NOTED and it was AGREED that a further report be presented to the next meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee dealing with Roads Business.

WOODSTOWN VILLAGE SHOPPING CENTRE

The following motion in the name of Councillor C. Jones was NOT MOVED:

“That this Committee calls for the Manager to contact the owners of the Woodstown Village Shopping Centre to discuss extinguishing the right of way between the shops and Woodstown Crescent because of the negative effects that this opening is causing to adjacent residents.”
