Provision of School Warden
The following report was considered at the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting held on Monday 25th June 2007.
“Under the terms of the Local Government Act, 1991 (Reserved Functions) Order, 1993, the making of arrangements under Section 96 (1) of the Road Traffic Act, 1961, for the patrolling of locations where school children cross the public road is a reserved function of the Council.

The Road Safety Officer has recommended the provision of a school warden service at the following location:

“That this Committee recommends the provision of a School Warden for Holy Rosary National School, Oldcourt  Avenue, Ballycragh, Tallaght, Dublin 24, on Parklands Road,8 metres north of lampstandard No. 27.”

If the Council agrees with the recommendation, the following resolution is required:

“That South Dublin County Council hereby resolves under the terms of the Local Government Act, 1991 (Reserved Functions) Order, 1993, pursuant to Section 96 (1) of the Roads Traffic Act, 1961, as amended by the Schedule to the Roads Traffic Act 1968, that arrangements be made for the patrolling on Parklands Road, 8 metres north of lampstandard No. 27 where school children cross the public road.”
