Where a landlord is found not to have registered a tenancy the RAS unit will refer the case to the PRTB who will pursue the matter. It is open to the PRTB to take fiscal sanctions against non conforming landlords.
In addition, details of all landlords will be passed annually and as a matter of routine to the Revenue Commissioners to ensure that they are tax compliant in respect of their rental income. Penalties and interest are chargeable on a case by case basis against tax defaulters.
Preliminary discussions have been held with local Superintendent Community Welfare Officers with a view to streamlining procedures in these areas and also in dealing with the issue of ASB in rent supplemented accommodation. It is planned to have further meetings and members will be informed of developments.”

QUESTION: Councillor G. O’Connell

To ask the Manager for a detailed report on the monitoring of Air Pollution and Noise Levels  from readings taken from the commencement of work on the M50 Upgrade  to end of May 2007 and to include in his answer action taken by the Council in relation to breaches (if any) of the guidelines set by An Bord Pleanala in this regard and to make a statement on the matter?

REPLY:

Monitoring of air and noise levels has been ongoing since work commenced on the M50 Upgrade in accordance with An Bord Pleanala requirements which were in the contract documents.  The exact locations of sampling sites were identified in a reply to the Councillor in April 2007.  Question No. 4 County Council Meeting 2007
In general these requirements have been adhered to.  However, there have been a number of isolated breaches of the limits outlined in the Bord Pleanana approval.  In particular a number of complaints have been received in relation to out of normal hours working and early morning noise which have been brought to the contractors attention and arrangements have been made to notify local residents where such work is unavoidable.  It should be noted that there is a ban on particular types of work being carried out between 10 p.m and 6 a.m. and a blanket ban on work outside of normal working hours does not apply. 

Also, the normal air monitoring has shown a few breaches of the Air Monitoring requirements which relate particularly to emissions from machines and equipment which have broken down.   These are being addressed on an individual basis by the contractor, some of which are the subject of court proceedings.  

All contractual breaches of environmental conditions are dealt with formally under the contract.

PROPOSED DISPOSAL OF AFFORDABLE HOUSING

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“Under Section 94 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 (as amended) South Dublin County Council prepared a Housing Strategy.  One of the key purposes of the strategy is to identify the overall need for affordable housing in the area of the County Development Plan and to ensure that South Dublin County Council provides for the development of affordable housing.  To date, the Council has been successful in acquiring affordable housing units for eligible applicants through:-

(a) Part V of the Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended)

(b) The development of public private partnerships/joint ventures.

(c) The Integrated Area Plans in tax designated areas.

The Property Path has sold 612 affordable homes since the commencement of all programmes, under Part V, joint venture and affordable initiatives. 215 affordable homes have been sold under the AHI programme (Harcourt Tce. 2). To date 234 applications have been made to date in respect of the 113 purchases being made by the Affordable Homes partnership.

In order to comply with the requirements of Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 (as amended) and Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001 it is recommended that the Council dispose of 4 properties in Deerpark Lodge, Tallaght to the eligible applicants (as per the attached schedule) in accordance with the affordable housing scheme as adopted by the Council in April 2003.

It is proposed to amend resolution minute no c/0059/07 dated 12/02/2007 regarding the applicant set out in the second schedule hereto. 

The consent of the Council is sought for the disposal of these properties to eligible applicants.

(C/0235/07) PROPOSED DISPOSAL OF SITE AT FORTUNESTOWN WAY, TALLAGHT, DUBLIN 24 TO JOHN O' CONNOR
The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“In August 2006, the Council by public advertisement offered for sale by tender a site  for residential development adjacent to the new West Tallaght Leisure Centre at Fortunestown Way. The Council sought proposals for a residential development on the lands comprising of a mix of one, two and three bedroom units and landscaped to a high standard, in line with a Brief and Framework Plan issued with the tender documents. The sale of this land is in keeping with the proposal agreed by the Council in accordance with the Part 8 Public Consultation Process for the development of the adjoining Leisure Centre/Swimming Pool in 2003. It is considered that the provision of housing as an integral part of the development will aid the general passive security of the Leisure Centre Complex and adjoining open space lands and will part-fund the cost of the Swimming Pool/Leisure Centre. 

The site is located within an area zoned objective “F ” in the County Development Plan 2004-2010 i.e.”To preserve and provide for Open space and Recreational Amenities”. The Council at its meeting held on 12th February 2007 approved a Variation to the County Development Plan 2004-2010 amending the zoning of the lands from Zoning Objective ‘F’ to Zoning Objective ‘A’  i.e. “To protect, and/or improve Residential Amenity”. Meeting Agenda
The site was advertised for sale in the public press on 2nd August, 2006  following which three tenders were received by the closing date.  The tenders were examined by the Council's evaluation team and the Council's Valuer recommends acceptance of the highest tender received which was submitted by John O'Connor.

Accordingly, I recommend in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning & Development Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001,  that the Council dispose of a site at Fortunestown Way, Tallaght, Dublin 24 as shown delineated in red on Indicative Drawing No. 2002/11/DEV-001 comprising 0.627 Hectares (1.54 acres) or thereabouts, together with a right of way over the area shown shaded in yellow on the Indicative Drawing No. 2002/11/DEV-001 to John O'Connor, 3 Wilton Place, Dublin 2 subject to the following terms and conditions as recommended by the Council’s Valuer:

1. That the site area is as shown delineated in red on Indicative Drawing No. 2002/11/DEV-001 comprising 0.627 Hectares (1.54 acres) or thereabouts. 

2. That the access to the site shall be from Fortunestown Way over a new road to be constructed by the Purchaser within the area shown shaded in yellow on Indicative Drawing 2002/11/DEV-001.

3.  That the capital premium payable by the Purchaser to the Council shall be in the sum    

     of €4,104,000 (four million one hundred and four thousand euro) payable as follows:

(a) 10% within one month of the date of issue of formal approval of the transaction    

      by the Council.

(b) 20% on the date of entry on site for the purpose of commencing construction.

(c) The balance on the date of transfer of leasehold title to the development.

     Interest at the rate of 12% per annum shall apply to outstanding sums in the event 


of failure to comply with any of the above dates.

4.  That within ten weeks of receipt of the necessary statutory approval to the disposal the County Solicitor shall forward an Agreement for Lease to the Purchaser which must be executed and returned within two weeks of its date of issue. In the event of it not being executed within the specified time period and the initial payment not having been paid (as set out at 3 above) the Council shall at its absolute discretion be at liberty to withdraw from the proposed Agreement.



5. That the Council shall be prepared to grant the Purchaser a Building Licence for a period of eighteen months and enter into an Agreement for Lease to ensure the satisfactory completion of the approved development within that period.

6.
That as soon as building works have reached eaves level to the entire of the development, and if the works have been carried out to the satisfaction of the County Architect, the Council will grant the Purchaser a lease of the property. The Lease shall be for a term of 999 years (commencing from a date to be agreed upon) subject to a rent of €70 per annum and shall include a building covenant to satisfactorily complete the approved development. The Lease may at the County Solicitor's discretion include or exclude the affordable housing units (including any associated car spaces) which are to transfer to the Council.  

     The Purchaser will have the option to acquire the Council’s fee simple interest in the 

property excluding Council accommodation and wayleaves and rights of ways required, for a nominal  sum plus the proper legal costs of transfer on satisfactory completion of the entire development to taking in charge standard as certified by the  County Architect. 

7.  That the scheme for the site shall be in accordance with the site brief and conditions

of tender and that pre-planning application discussions must take place at an early 

date. That the Purchaser must apply for full planning permission for the approved development at an early date but at all events not later than a date within four months of the date of issue of the formal approval of  the transaction by the Council. 

8.  That any agreement is subject to and conditional upon the Purchaser obtaining full planning permission for the development provided such planning permission does not deviate substantially from the development brief (and/or proposal agreed following pre-planning discussions). That the Purchaser shall not seek to vary any Planning Permission obtained for the development in reference solely to such development brief without first obtaining the consent of the Development Department of the Council acting as landowner and subject to the availability of appropriate consents and permission from the planning authority.

9.   It should be noted that 15% of the residential units shall be reserved for affordable

housing in accordance with the provisions of  Part V of the Planning and Development Act 2000. The Brief envisages that this requirement will be addressed by the provision of 8 no. two–bedroom units at a cost to the Council of €180,000.00 each (including VAT) such amount to be increased in accordance with the Construction Cost Index of the Department of the Environment Heritage and Local Government from the date of receipt of the approval of the Council to this transaction to the date of final completion of the development.  The affordable units will be spread evenly throughout the scheme and shall not be identifiable as a single element or block.  

The Purchaser must discuss and agree this aspect (including costings) with the Council’s  Housing Department at an early date. 

10. That the construction programme setting out the projected timings of the various
 

development works must be available for agreement with the County Architect  within six weeks of the date of receipt of planning permission for the development. Building works must commence within 3 months of the grant of planning permission for the development and be completed at the developer’s expense within 18 months from the date of the grant of planning permission under a continuous construction programme. 

That if construction works have not commenced within three months of the date of  issue of final grant of planning permission for the development or if construction works on the   development are not fully completed within eighteen months from the date of grant of planning permission, or if planning  permission for the development is either refused or granted subject  to onerous conditions by An Bord Pleanála, then either party may by written notification rescind the agreement. In such event any monies paid over shall be repaid without the payment of interest.

11.
That the Purchaser shall undertake not to use the site for any  purpose other than that of  carrying out the approved development in accordance with the development brief and requirements specified therein and in accordance with the drawings and specifications approved  by the planning authority .

12. That during the building period and pending the grant of the Lease, the Purchaser will Insure the development against fire and all other insurable risks with an Approved Insurance Company and pay all necessary premia and insure and keep insured all such risks in the joint names of the Purchaser, developer, South Dublin County Council and any relevant financial institution and will be for such an amount as will provide cover for the full reinstatement value of so much of the building as is erected at any time together with a sum for Professional Fees and removal of debris charges.

The Purchaser shall also indemnify South Dublin County Council against any claim for compensation which might/may be made by any party arising out of building works being carried out on the sites, or any working areas or on any access points thereto.  The minimum limit of indemnity required by the Council in respect of any one accident is €6.4m (six million and four hundred thousand euro).

13.That the Agreement for Lease is not to operate as a Lease and it shall not be 

transferable save in the case of a Financial Institution which has entered into a mortgage with the Purchaser which mortgage must be approved by the Council in writing and must have been entered into specifically for the purposes of financing the Purchaser to undertake the development of the site. 

14. 
The Council reserves the right to re-enter on the site and resume possession thereof if the Purchaser fails to make an application for planning permission within the specified time period or fails to commence works within the specified time period or in the event of the bankruptcy or insolvency of the Purchaser save in the case of a Financial Institution which has entered into a mortgage with the Purchaser for the purpose of financing the development of the site.   

The Council reserves the right to re-enter the property and to resume possession thereof having given to the Purchaser a notice period of 30 days as to the acts, defaults, neglects or omissions on the part of the Purchaser which the Council regards as sufficient justification to enable it to re-enter the property.

15. That as part of this proposed agreement the Purchaser shall at the date of entry onto the site for the purpose of commencing the construction of the development, pay (in one lump sum) or as otherwise agreed by the Planning Department, the standard and any special Council financial contributions, which may be applicable generally in the Council area at the relevant time and/or which may be required as a condition of the grant of planning permission. Contributions shall be payable at the index adjusted rate pertaining to the year in which implementation of planning permission is commenced.

16. That the Purchaser shall satisfy South Dublin County Council in advance of executing


the Agreement to Lease that sufficient funds are available for both the payment of  the Capital  Premium and the undertaking and completing of the proposed agreed development.

In the event of the involvement of a bank or financial institution, formal loan approvals will be required outlining the relevant arrangements, together with copies of all security documentation for approval by the Council’s legal, financial and taxation advisors.

17. That the Purchaser shall  enter into a collateral guarantee and/or a performance bond and Step-In Agreement, including financial penalties, in relation to the practical completion and delivery to the Council of the Council’s accommodation and the entire development to completion.

18. That all site preparation, development and associated costs incurred in the delivery of 

the entire completed development including the cost of making any connections to or diversion or relocation of services shall be borne by the Purchaser. Any VAT, other tax or stamp duty liability arising in this transaction and to the Council on the delivery back by whatsoever conveyancing method to the Council of the Council’s accommodation shall also be borne by the Purchaser.

19. That the Purchaser shall comply with all building regulations in relation to the

development and with all requirements of the relevant fire authorities and to obtain all the necessary licenses, certificates, approvals and consents in relation to the development to include but not limited to Fire Safety Certificates etc.

20. That South Dublin County Council will retain a wayleave and right of way as

necessary over  any new pipes laid as part of the development, for the purpose of repair and maintenance of the  services and pipes laid thereunder and no buildings shall be erected on these areas. Such wayleaves to be provided at no cost to the Council. 
21. That prior to the taking in charge of the roads and (open spaces within the

development, if any) the Council will retain a right of way for all purposes and specifically full and adequate access over the said roads to the Council’s  retained lands adjoining the site.

22. The Council will retain right of connection to all services in the subject lands at no 

cost to South Dublin County Council.

23. That each party shall be responsible for their own professional and legal fees in this 

case.

24. That the above proposal is subject to satisfactory proof of title. 

25. That the County Solicitor shall draft the necessary legal documents and may include 

further terms and conditions or make such reasonable alterations, additions and modifications thereto as he deems appropriate including an appropriate arbitration clause in order to protect the Council’s interest in this case.  In the case of disputes concerning valuation issues in the Agreement the arbitration clause shall refer to the appointment of a Chartered Valuation Surveyor to act as arbitrator.  This person to be appointed by agreement between the parties or in default of agreement to be appointed by the President of the Society of Chartered Surveyors    in the Republic of Ireland.  The costs of any arbitration to be borne equally by the parties.  

26. That the proposal is subject to the necessary approvals and consents being obtained.

27.  No agreement enforceable at law is created or intended to be created until exchange 

of contracts has taken place. 

The land to be disposed of forms part of lands acquired from Dublin City Council in 1997 in accordance with the Scheme of Transfer of lands as provided for in the Local Government (Dublin) Act, 1993.

(C/0236/07) LD 1035 - PROPOSED DISPOSAL BY WAY OF LEASE TO PALMERSTOWN UNITED F.C. - SITE AT GLENAULIN PARK, PALMERSTOWN.
The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“Following prolonged discussions with Palmerstown United Football Club, the Council’s Parks Department have recommended that a site of approximately 229 sq.m. or thereabouts, outlined in red on Drawing No. PLS 1470-05 together with location map 1470-06 be made available in Glenaulin Park, Palmerstown to Palmerstown United Football Club to facilitate the construction of a clubhouse. 

I recommend that the Council disposes, by way of a lease, a site comprising approximately 229 sq.m. or thereabouts at Glenaulin Park, Palmerstown subject to the following terms and conditions:-

1.  That the applicant shall be granted a lease of the lands shown outlined in red on the attached  Drawing No. PLS 1470-05 together with location map 1470-06, having an area of 229 sq.m. or thereabouts for a term of 99 years and there will be provision for rent reviews at the end of every fifth year.

2.
That the rent in respect of the first five years shall be in the sum of 
€5,000 (five thousand euro) per annum exclusive of all outgoings and that the rent shall be revised on the basis of the open market rent at the end of every fifth year. Notwithstanding the rent so reserved, the rent payable as long as the property is used for community purposes and no other purpose, shall be abated to €50 per annum exclusive of all outgoings with a provision for five yearly rent reviews by reference to changes in the 
Consumer Price Index as determined by the Council’s Valuer.

3.
That the applicant shall be granted a building license to enter the land and construct a clubhouse and a boundary feature that shall be to the satisfaction of the Council and on satisfactory completion they shall be 
granted a lease.

4.
That the property shall be used solely for community and recreational purposes, more specifically for meeting/dressing rooms and in the event of it ceasing to be used for such purposes to revert free of charge to the Council or the appropriate open marked yearly rent as determined by the Valuer.

5.
That the applicant shall be granted a defined vehicular and a pedestrian right of way over the proposed Car Park to access the subject property.  A formal map will be attached to the lease showing the right of way to the subject property.

6.
That the applicants shall be entitled to receive a sub-lease of part of the car park area, to be agreed with St. Patrick’s GAA Club, on community lease terms and shall contribute to the cost of construction.  In the absence of agreement on costs the Council shall decide on the apportionment between the Clubs. This term is a condition precedent to St. Patrick’s GAA Club receiving a head lease for a term of ten years of the car park area from the Council.  The Council’s approval will be required to the terms of any such sub-lease.

7. 
That the development shall be carried out in accordance with the relevant part of the permission (if granted) by An Bord Pleanala and that the Lease will comply at all times with the requirements of the Local Government (Planning and Development) Acts, 1963 – 2000, the Planning and Development Act, 2000, the Building  Control Act, 1990, Building Regulations 1991 – 1994 and the Building Control Regulations, 1997 and any amendments or re-enactments currently in force, or to be re-enacted in the future in respect of the said Acts and Regulations.

8.
That any signage shall be in accordance with the specifications of the Council’s Senior Parks Superintendent.

9. 
That the applicant shall not use the property or any part thereof as a residence, except that a Caretaker will be permitted to reside on the said lands in pursuance of his employment subject to the prior written consent of the Council.

10.
That the applicant shall not sell, assign, sub-let, sub-divide, alienate or part with the possession of the subject property without the prior written 
consent of the Council.

11.
That the sale, manufacture or consumption of intoxicating liquor shall not be permitted in or about the clubhouse except with the written consent of the Council, along with the applicant obtaining a Court Order.  In such circumstances the abated rent payable by the applicant shall be increased to reflect the increased rental value attributable to the sale or consumption of intoxicating liquor on the premises, as determined by the Council’s Valuer.

12.
That the applicant shall indemnify the Council in the sum of €6.4 million or such other sum as may be stipulated by the Council from time to time in respect of any claims for injury or damage to any person or property through the use of the premises or through the activities carried out thereon.

13.
That the applicant shall insure and keep insured the property and every 
part thereof in a sum equivalent to the full replacement value, at all times in the joint names of the Council and the Lessee against loss or damage by fire or other cause in an established insurance office to be approved by the Council and to pay all premiums or such sum of money necessary for that purpose and within 7 days after the same has become payable to produce to the Council the policy or policies of such insurance and the receipt for every such payment.  In the event of loss or damage by fire or other cause, 
the Lessee is obliged to reinstate the property and every part thereof to it’s original state.

14.
That the applicant shall at all times maintain the property in such condition that it shall be an amenity to the neighbourhood and a place of pleasant resort and not to allow it to be used so as to be a nuisance to persons resorting to it or to owners or occupiers of surrounding houses or members of the public.  In particular, they shall not allow undue noise or commotion to emanate from the building at any time during it’s opening hours.

15.
That the applicant shall keep the buildings and surrounding areas in a good state of repair and carry out all necessary maintenance on the building both internal and external.  An authorised official of the Council shall be entitled to enter onto the property at any time to view the state and condition of the building and if necessary to prepare a schedule of dilapidations to be carried out by the lessee within a reasonable period of time as stated by the Council.

16.
That the applicant shall not carry out any alteration or development of the property or erect any structure or make any excavation without the prior written consent of the Council, such consent not to be unreasonably withheld.

17.
That the applicant shall endeavour to make adequate provision for the use of the property by other organizations and schools in the area at reasonable times and rates subject to it being used in a proper manner and subject to availability and furthermore that any organizations and schools that my be given use of the property should ensure that they are adequately insured with their own policy of insurance for any such events organised therein, that the Lessee’s insurance should not be affected by 
any event which they have not directly organized or are directly involved with.

18.
That the applicant shall comply at all times with the requirements of all present and future Waste Management and Litter Pollution legislation.

19.
That the applicant shall be prohibited from erecting any mast, tower or aerial on the property.

20.
That the Lease shall include such other conditions as are deemed appropriate by the Council’s Law Agent in leases of this type.

21.
That each party shall be responsible for their own costs in this matter.

22.
In the context of any future redesign or redevelopment of the park, Sports Grounds or adjoining lands, that the Council shall have the absolute right for no consideration to resume possession of the site and (any buildings erected on it) and to relocate the lessees temporarily or permanently to an equivalent building in the locality.

That the Council shall retain a right to wayleaves for no consideration, through any lands included in the lease or any related areas, or lands to which it holds title, for any of it’s statutory purposes subject to the 
appropriate re-instatement of any lands so affected.

“An application was made to the Council by Coras Iompar Eireann (C.I.E) to acquire a site of approximately 10 acres to facilitate the provision of a bus depot facility together with ancillary buildings and office accommodation associated with the bus depot. 

I recommend that the Council dispose of by way of a 999 year lease a site comprising approximately 10 acres as shown outlined in red in drawing No. 02_028F_013 at Grange, Clondalkin to Coras Iompar Eireann (C.I.E) for the purposes of providing a bus depot facility together with ancillary building and office accommodation associated with the bus depot, in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001, subject to the following terms and conditions:- 

1
That the site shall have a maximum area of 10 acres to include the line of the decommissioned Lucan/Newcastle Road following the road improvement works.  The map will also indicate a working area of at least 10 metres in width within the disposal area, for the purposes of carrying out the Newcastle Road Improvement at this location. These two areas of land shall be handed over to C.I.E no later than 6 months prior to the completion of the bus depot or the completion of the realignment of the R120 whichever is the later. A 10 metre wayleave will be required on Northern & 10 metre wayleave on Eastern Boundaries of site.

2
That C.I.E shall pay a Capital Premium to the Council at the rate of €1,000,000 (one million euro) per acre for the site, payable as follows:

(a) 15% on the date of execution of an Agreement for Lease.

(b) 70% within four weeks of the date of final grant of planning permission, based on the initial planning application, for the proposed development (including, if necessary, the temporary access road) as described at 4 below.

(c) Balance on the date of transfer of title.

An interest rate at the rate of 12% per annum shall apply to outstanding sums in the event of failure to comply with the above dates.

3
That access to the site shall, in the short term be via a temporary access road, the specification and estimated costing of which shall be agreed by the parties no later than 31st July, 2007.

The Council shall commence the necessary planning approval procedures under Part 8 of the Planning Act, 2000, immediately thereafter or in any event on or before the date of execution of the agreement to lease.

It is intended that:

(a)
The construction of the temporary access road should proceed expeditiously following receipt of the necessary approvals.

(b)
The construction of the temporary access road shall be by the Council or, alternatively, in the event of agreement between the parties at any time, be built by C.I.E who would recoup 66.67% of the cost incurred from the Council. Should the access road be constructed by C.I.E a “tender package” which will include the agreed specification and detailed design drawings will be provided to C.I.E by the Council.

(c)
C.I.E shall contribute 33.33% of the contract cost of the temporary access road.  Such costing shall include for footpaths, cycle paths, public lighting, signage, traffic signals (if deemed appropriate), landscaping works and ancillary professional fees but shall include the cost of all underground services.

(d)
The temporary access road shall also be the construction access to the site.  In the event of C.I.E commencing construction in advance of the road construction access will be facilitated via other adjacent South Dublin County Council owned lands, (subject to planning). The reasonable cost of the construction access which shall be agreed between both parties, if built, shall be offset against the contribution of 33.33% payable by C.I.E as provided for in term 3(c). 

(e)
A permanent access road shall be provided by the Council at its cost off the planned Outer Orbital Route and on completion shall become the access road to the Bus Depot.

Note:  Subject to receipt of planning permission, the Council’s Roads Department shall allow an emergency access to be provided from the proposed development to the R120.  This emergency access route must be gated (at the R120 end) and normally closed and can only be used on rare occasions, and subject to the agreement of the Council, acting reasonably, when the temporary or permanent access roads are not available or unusable and the emergency access route usage must cease when the normal access road is reopened.  Should a force majeure situation arise and the prior agreement of the Council cannot be sought in advance of opening the gate, the Council must be informed of the opening and the reason(s), and the Council, acting reasonably, will decide when the usage of the emergency access must cease.

4
That the Council shall be prepared to grant C.I.E a Building Licence and/or enter into an Agreement for Lease to ensure the satisfactory completion of the proposed development (i.e. a major bus depot including associated buildings and parking areas and including, if necessary, the temporary access road) within an agreed construction programme not exceeding  24  months.

5
That an Agreement for Lease shall be forwarded to C.I.E within a period of 10 weeks from the date of issuing of the requisite approvals and consents to the proposed disposal by the Council.  The Agreement for Lease must be executed and returned to the Council’s Law Agent not later than the date of the planning application by C.I.E.  In the event of the Agreement for Lease not being executed within the specified time period then the Council shall have the right to withdraw from this proposed agreement without any liability whatsoever.

A planning application for the proposed development must be lodged within 6 months from the date of Board Approval from the CIE Board. If Board Approval is not obtained within 6 months from the date of Council approval the Council may withdraw from the transaction. In the event of the development not receiving planning permission or is granted planning permission subject to onerous conditions ( not being conditions relating to contributions payable under the Councils Development Contribution Scheme made under the Planning and Development Act 2000 ) then either party may withdraw from the transaction and any monies paid under condition no. 2 shall be returned without interest.

Construction work must commence on the proposed development for which planning permission has been granted not later then six months from the date of receipt of planning permission  or other such date as agreed in writing by the Council and must proceed uninterrupted throughout the agreed building period.  In the event of works not commencing within the specified time period then South Dublin County Council shall have the right to withdraw from the agreement without liability for any costs which may have been incurred by Dublin Bus.

6
That the Agreement for Lease will contain terms and conditions deemed appropriate by the Council’s Law Agent in respect of undertaking a development of the nature proposed and will include step-in clauses in favour of the Council in order to protect its interest.

7
That the construction programme setting out the projected timings of the development works shall be incorporated into the Agreement for Lease.

8
That as soon as building works have reached eaves level to the buildings and elevation treatments have been completed and if the works has been carried out to the satisfaction of the County Architect, the Council will grant C.I.E a Lease of the property.  The Lease shall be for a term of 999 years (commencing from a date to be agreed upon) subject to a rent of €500 per annum.

The Lease shall include a condition that the development when complete shall be used as a bus depot together with ancillary buildings and office accommodation associated with the bus depot for a period of 14 years.  

9
That C.I.E shall undertake not to use the site for any other purposes other than that of carrying out the proposed development and for the purposes as provided for under condition no. 8 above.

10
That the Agreement for Lease and Building Licence is not to operate as a Lease and it shall not be transferable save, if applicable, in the case of a Financial Institution which has entered into a mortgage with C.I.E, which mortgage must be approved by the Council in writing and must have been entered into specifically for the purposes of financing C.I.E to undertake the development of the site.

11
That C.I.E shall build nothing on the said site except the development for which Planning Permission has been obtained.  

12
That South Dublin County Council reserves the right to re-enter on the site and resume possession thereof should C.I.E fail to commence and complete the development within the specified period or in the unlikely event of the dissolution, bankruptcy or insolvency of C.I.E save, if applicable, in the case of a Financial Institution which has entered into a mortgage with C.I.E for the purposes of financing the development of the site.

13
That during the building period and pending the grant of the Lease, C.I.E will insure the buildings against fire and all other insurable risks (including risks arising from defective design or materials) with an approved Insurance Company and pay all necessary premiums.

The insurances shall be in the joint names of C.I.E and the Council and in the case of the building will be for such an amount as will provide cover for the full reinstatement value of so much of the building and ancillary site works as are constructed at any time together with a sum for professional fees and removal of debris charges.

C.I.E shall also indemnify South Dublin County Council against any claim for compensation which might/may be made by any part arising out of building works being carried out on the site, or access points thereto and, if necessary, on the adjoining temporary access road area.  The insurances must meet the reasonable requirements of the Irish Public Bodies Mutual Insurance Company.

14 That all site preparation, development and associated costs incurred in the delivery of the entire completed development shall be borne by C.I.E.

The Council shall retain the appropriate wayleaves and provide, (a) ducts for telecoms, ESB and gas to a point within the site boundary at the R120 frontage (C.I.E will negotiate and pay for connections with the relevant utility providers) and, (b) foul and storm drainage and water supply connections within the site boundary at a cost of €1,000,000 (one million euro) payable by C.I.E in the manner set out at 2 (a), (b) and (c) above.  These services are for the use of C.I.E and nominees of South Dublin County Council only.

The agreement of the Council will be required where the relocation of public services is proposed by C.I.E.

15
That C.I.E, as part of any planning permission obtained for the site, shall pay all contributions required under the appropriate Development Contribution Scheme which shall be payable prior to the commencement of the development or as otherwise agreed by the Council.

Contributions shall be payable at the Index adjusted rate pertaining to the year in which implementation of the planning permission is commenced.

Note:  Contributions ordinarily payable to the Council in respect of connections required to ‘private’ services in the Grange Castle Business Park are included n the Capital Premium in 1 above.

16.
That each party shall be responsible for their own professional fees in this case.

17.
That the above proposal is subject to satisfactory proof of title.

18. 
That the Law Agent shall draft this agreement and may include further terms and conditions as deemed appropriate including an appropriate arbitration clause and a ‘force majeure’ clause.  In the case of disputes concerning valuation issues in the agreement the arbitration clause shall refer to the appointment of a Chartered Valuation Surveyor to act as Arbitrator.  This person to be appointed by agreement between the parties or in default of agreement to be appointed by the President of the Society of Chartered Surveyors in the Republic of Ireland.  The costs of any Arbitration to be borne equally by the parties.

19.
That the Council reserves the right now or in the future to wayleaves for all purposes across the site subject to agreement with C.I.E on the line of such wayleaves.  Such wayleaves to be provided at no cost to the Council.  

20.
That C.I.E shall pay any VAT, Stamp Duty or other taxes (if any) arising at any stage in this transaction, including on the creation of an Agreement for Lease, Lease or Licence.

21. That the above proposal is subject to the necessary approvals and consents being obtained.

22. No agreement enforceable at law is created or is intended to be created until an exchange of contract has taken place. 

The lands being disposed of form part of lands acquired from Mr. R. W. Beattie in 2000 for future development purposes.

The Chief Valuer was instructed to commence negotiations for the acquisitions of Plots 124c & 41a2  and he now recommends the following terms and conditions, which he considers to be fair and reasonable:

South Dublin County Council shall transfer its unencumbered freehold interest in possession in the plot coloured green on the attached copy map, Drawing No. CSK-201 having an area of 7,267m² or thereabouts to Capel Developments Limited, subject to the right of the M50 Upgrade Scheme Contractor to occupy this area rent free (but with necessary insurances in place) until the Scheme is completed (est. 31st October, 2008).  At that time the plot shall be handed over by the contractor to Capel Developments Limited cleared of any construction materials or debris and in a reasonably levelled state.

2
Capel Developments Limited shall transfer to South Dublin County Council its unencumbered freehold interest in possession in the following plots,

(i)
Plot coloured red on Drawing CSK-201 having an area of 3,508m² or thereabouts.  (This area includes the additional land referred to in term 11 below).

(ii)
Plot coloured purple on Drawing CSK-201 having an area of 2,693m² or thereabouts with Capel Developments Limited and its nominees reserving full rights of way and connection to roads and services which are to be constructed on the lands (see term 3 below) (the rights of way/access referred to above shall be for all purposes for which planning permission is received).

(iii)
Plot 124c and Plot 41a2 (part of) otherwise shown as Plots A & B on Drawing CSK-004 having an area of 1,479m² or thereabouts with Capel Developments Limited or its nominees reserving full rights of way for all purposes for which planning permission is received over roads and rights to connect to all services which are to be constructed on the lands (see term 3 below).

In the event of Capel Developments Limited acquiring the interest of any or all of the parties (Council Nominees) utilising the proposed development access road (on land coloured purple in Drawing CSK-201 such that all or a part of the new access road is no longer required to provide access legally, in planning terms or otherwise, then.

South Dublin County Council shall if required by Capel Developments Limited or its nominees transfer title to such land back to Capel Developments Limited or its nominees free of charge.

(b)
In the event of Capel Developments Limited acquiring the interest(s) of the Kinsella Family in adjoining lands then, if required by the Council, Capel Developments Limited shall transfer freehold title to the Council in Plot D, on Drawing No. CSK-008, having an area of 565sqm or thereabouts, in order to facilitate the provision of a new access to the grounds of Bluebell United Football Club.

(c)
Capel Developments Limited shall accede to any request by the Council to close the existing old access laneway onto the Naas road (currently held and used by the Kinsella Family interests and Bluebell United FC) and/or agree not to exercise a right to use the old laneway itself or to grant a new right of use/access to any other party.

Capel Developments Limited shall agree to give any such request(s) by the Council proper legal effect and in particular, if appropriate shall amend leases and title documentation.  

No compensation shall be payable by the Council to Capel Developments Limited or its nominees arising from the activation and implementation of this clause (c) by the Council.

Note:
The new access road to be constructed in accordance with terms 2 and 3 above shall not be taken in charge until such time as the existing old access laneway onto the Naas Road (currently held and used by the Kinsella Family interest and Bluebell United FC) has been closed and is no longer used for access purposes.

The site is located within the Residential Zone as shown on the Development Plan.  The Ballycullen - Oldcourt Action Area Plan specifically allows for residential development above the 120m contour in order to achieve road frontage and access to zoned lands.  In this instance there are 3 no. blocks above the 120m contour, located adjacent to the roundabout.  Due to the steeply sloping nature of the site north of the distributor road these 3 blocks are less than one storey above the distributor road.  (The height of the ridge level is 7.85m below the ridge level of the Bloomfield Centre across the road). These 3 blocks are an integral part of the design of the scheme providing a sympathetic edge to the suburban fringe, and are not considered to be unduly intrusive. The design fully complies with the objectives of the Action Area Plan in this regard. Landscaping screening / buffering adjacent to the roundabout and all along the southern edge - Stocking Avenue - frontage has been taken into acciount and will be elaborated on at detail design stage. No block along the Stocking Avenue frontage projects more than 1.5 storeys above the distributor road as shown on the Site Sections / Elevation Sheet 2.

Density
The density of 36.30 units per hectare excluding the Residential Caravan Park is in compliance with the principles of the Action Plan and at the lower end of the recommended range set out in the Action Plan, which states that "net residential densities in the range of 30-50 per hectare" and "average net densities closer to 30 rather than 50 dwellings per hectare would be appropriate". The density including the RCP is 33.8 units per hectare.  

Design
The mix and variety of house types and storey heights are the result of careful consideration of the topography and orientation and provide:

A group of 10 no. detached, 3 storey villa type blocks fronting onto Stocking Avenue, but with ground floor levels well below the new distributor road level, and 3 no similar blocks along the lower western boundary.  

A terrace of North/South 3 storey blocks backing onto the Residential Caravan park (RCP), where the greatest drop in level across the site occurs.

A terrace of East/West facing 2 storey dwellings gradually stepping down the slopes toward the M50.  The dwelling types were developed in recent years to comply with sustainability, flexibility and energy usage and have been successfully used in recent schemes elsewhere in the County.

End blocks, 4 storeys high, at the lowest point of the northern edge, fronting onto the Motorway.  These blocks are cut into the ground, and present as 3 storeys facing the housing development, with living areas orientated to maximise available sunlight

For the purposes of most recent planning schemes: - A house is defined as a single or multi-level living space with own door access and direct access to an outdoor private amenity space at ground level.  

81 units have own door access with gardens at ground floor level.

22 units have own door access with terraces

21.5% are apartments.

Landscaping/Hedgerows/trees/Walled garden
Landscaping is an important feature of the design which has been responsive to Hedgerows, existing trees and additional planting.  Although the walled garden is not a protected structure, and much of the vegetation is decaying, the design has provided for its repair and has enhanced it.  Works to the walled garden will be incorporated with the design of the Community Facility and the adjoining amenity space.  

The scheme will inevitably result in the loss of some trees and hedgerows, but substantial replacement planting will be carried out as part of a high quality landscaping scheme for the site. Full consultation and liaison has and will continue to take place with the Council's Parks and Landscape Services Department regarding the appropriate conservation of existing natural features and the replacement planting. Drainage works will be carried out in compliance with SDCC's Environmental Services Department.  

Open Space
This scheme is part of an overall layout for the Ballycullen/Oldcourt Area requiring 14% of the total site areas as public open space.  The Action Plan designates 10% of the nett housing area in the overall development, in locations central to this housing scheme. This scheme, including the site reserved for the proposed community facility, has 18.25% dedicated to open space, which far exceeds the objective set out in the Action Plan for required open space.

Community Facility
The entire site development is proposed to be carried out on a phased basis and a site is reserved for the community facility to be constructed in association with one of the later phases.  The proposed location is adjacent to the walled garden.  Discussions have already taken place between staff of the Housing Department, Community Department and Architectural Services Department about this proposal and work is already underway on the design of the community facility. The detail of the community facility will be advanced by Community Services Department and will be subject of a separate Part 8 Consultation process to be built in conjunction with a later phase of the scheme.

Traffic/Pedestrian links with Stocking Avenue
The traffic impact has already been co-ordinated within the Area Action Plan.  A new bus service is proposed along Stocking Avenue.

The proposed pedestrian link from site to Stocking Avenue, follows the principles of urban design encouraging permeability for mobility/ease of movement - the steps shown serve this purpose, they are compliant with Part M for ambulant pedestrian use.   The open space at this point relates to a watermain, and the site is not visible for housing construction as a result. The incorporation of a full mobility access will be addressed in the final design.

Overlooking of adjacent private property (Green Acres House), and blocking of sunlight from South and East
Following further detailed studies of the 3 storey block immediately to the south of Green Acres House and the terrace to the east, it is proposed to reduce further any perceived impact on the adjacent private property by removing the block to the south, and by lowering the end unit of the terrace to the east to 2 storeys, with windows orientated towards passive supervision of the adjoining open space.

Materials
Within this development consistency in materials, render colours, roof pitches and building detailing, is proposed.  The main elevation treatment proposed is selected colourfast render with a contrasting colour/finish generally above first floor wall-plate level, which will aid future maintainance.

Having reconsidered the use of timber cladding within the development, it is proposed to remove this elevational treatment.

Car parking
113 car-parking spaces are indicated on the Part 8 Site Plan Layout.  This is based on one in curtilege space per dwelling and one individual space per unit in each block with 10 no. additional spaces in the lower cul de sacs and adjoining the walled garden.  c. 1.1. per unit. It is proposed to set an objective to seek to increase this provision to 1.5 car parking spaces per unit, subject to review pending the public transport provision.  

Having regard to the amendments proposed in the foregoing report by omitting 1 no. three storey block and reducing the end terrace block to two storey with ground floor extension and garden - the proposal now consists of a total 100 dwellings configured as follows:

62 no. single-floor, two & three bed units

29 no. two & two and a half storey, three bed units

7 no. two storey, four bed units

2 no. two storey, two bed units 

These revisions now give a net residential density of 34.36 units per Hectare (excluding the Residential Caravan Park site) and 32.27 units per Hectare including the Residential Caravan Park site. 

As the proposed scheme, as modified in the foregoing report, is in accordance with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area, it is proposed to proceed with the development as modified.

The foregoing report was noted at the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting held on 21st May 2007”

Introduction

Part VIII of the Local Government Planning and Development Regulations 2001 outlines the requirements in respect of certain classes of Local Authority Developments.  These regulations apply to the proposed Firhouse Road Quality Bus Corridor (Old Bawn Road to Ballycullen Road Section).

The Quality Bus Corridor scheme will consist of the following:

Changing the road markings to omit the central hatching in the existing design and provide a 3.5 m wide bus lane in one direction.

Reducing the traffic lane width from 3.75 m to 3.5 m.

The provision of approximately 1 km of Bus Lane in both directions. 

The bus lanes are to be operational between 07.00 hours and 19.00 hours, Monday to Saturday.

No changes in the total width of the carriageway or cycle tracks.

No changes to any of the junction design. 

The intention of the scheme is to:

Ensure a quick and reliable bus service capable of providing consistent journey times. Hence, improving on bus journey times.

Make better use of the available road space.

Establish a high profile identity for bus services using the corridor.

Form part of the Firhouse/Ballycullen QBC proposed route, linking Tallaght to Firhouse and Ballycullen areas.

The overall impacts of proposal are: 

The provision of improved facilities for buses. 

There will be significant time savings for a large number of bus passengers.

There will be no significant impact on journey times for general traffic.

There will be no impact on cycle facilities.

Public Consultation Process

The proposal was advertised in the Irish Independent and The Tallaght Echo in accordance with Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 and was on public display from Tuesday 3rd April 2007 to Friday 4th May 2007 at:

South Dublin County Council Offices, County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

County Hall Library, County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

Any person wishing to make a submission or observations with respect to the proposed development, dealing with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area in which the development would be situated was invited to do so. The latest date for the receipt of submissions was before 4:30 p.m. on Friday 18th May 2007.

Report on Submissions

1 and 2 Jim and Eileen Ward

The submission from the Wards relates to the existing bus service in the area. They stated that the bus service is irregular and that most of the time the buses are not on time. They also stated that introducing a bus lane with the existing level of service would be a waste of road space. They recommended introducing a regular bus service rather than introducing a bus lane.

Response:

The Quality Bus Network Project Office (QBNPO) is proposing to only change the road markings in the existing design and not to change the total width of the road. The available road space for vehicles other than buses will not be curtailed as part of the provision of bus priority measures and will therefore have no impact on journey times for general traffic. 

In addition, the bus lanes are introduced to provide improved facilities for existing bus services. These include the scheduled Dublin Bus services and private buses. Traffic counts carried out by the QBNPO in December 2006 show that up to 12 buses per hour (including Dublin Bus, and private buses) travel inbound in the morning peak and up to 8 buses per hour travel outbound in the evening peak on this route. In relation to the bus service in the area, it is envisaged that with the introduction of bus lanes on this route and the large amount of development in the area, both ongoing and planned, Dublin Bus will provide more buses in order to improve the service.

3 Ms. Louise Moore

Ms Moore would like to see more buses along this route and would like to see a bus corridor along the new Old Court Road for Ballycullen residents. 

Response:

In relation to the bus service in the area, it is envisaged that with the introduction of bus lanes on this route and the large amount of development in the area, both ongoing and planned, Dublin Bus will provide more buses in order to improve the service.

In relation to the bus corridor along the “new Old Court Road”, the QBNPO is currently designing a QBC (known as the Firhouse/Ballycullen QBC) that will link the bus priority measures proposed as part of this Part 8 proposal from Ballycullen Road junction to Old Bridge Road and along Ballycullen Road between the new Stocking Lane Distributor Road and Firhouse Road junction. This will provide for high quality bus priority measures serving the Ballycullen area. Dublin Bus are also planning to launch a direct service from the Woodstown/Ballycullen area to the Dublin city centre via Ballycullen Road and Firhouse Road in the near future.

4 Mr. Kieran McGarry

Mr McGarry wanted to know why didn’t the QBNPO widen the road by reducing the grass verge from 2 m to 0.25 m so as to introduce bus lanes in both directions for the entire length of the road.

Response:

The QBNPO is only proposing a change in the road markings of the existing design and not to widen the road, the design of which was approved during a previous Part 8 public consultation process. 

5 Ms. Deirdre Toher

Ms Toher stated that the current bus service is not frequent and that instead of providing a bus corridor along this route the traffic signals should be improved to allow more traffic.

Response: 

The proposed QBC is designed to be part of the realignment scheme that is currently under construction. This scheme includes two new sets of traffic signals at the Ballycullen Drive and Ballycullen Avenue junctions with Firhouse Road. It also includes a full upgrade of the signals at the junction of Old Bawn Road and Firhouse Road. It is envisaged that these traffic signals will be optimised in order to maximise the flow of all traffic through the junctions. In addition the introduction of bus lanes will provide significant time savings for a large number of bus passengers.

6 Sergeant Sean Kerr

Sergeant Kerr stated that he does not view any difficulties with the bus lane on Firhouse Road. He feels that the bus lane will enhance traffic flow and will improve pedestrian safety particularly at Firhouse Community School.

He requested that in the context of “Operation Artery”, the scheme be brought to the attention of the Divisional Traffic Unit, Terenure.  

Response: 

Following verbal communication with Garda Ciaran Murphy of the Divisional Traffic Unit in Terenure, they are in favour of bus lanes in general in order to improve the flow of public transport. However the written comments will also be forwarded to the Inspector I/C, Divisional Traffic Unit, Terenure for his comment.

Summary

The proposed Firhouse Road Quality Bus Corridor (Old Bawn Road to Ballycullen Road Section) is in accordance with the 2004-2010 County Development Plan and with the proper planning and development of the area. It is therefore proposed to proceed with the Quality Bus Corridor as advertised. The road markings portion of the scheme will be designed by the Quality Bus Network Project Office. It is envisaged that 33 % of the total scheme costs (road construction and QBC costs) will be provided under the Dublin Transportation Office Traffic Management Grants Scheme.”

In addition, the Department has provided a substantial amount of cycle track,  mainly in conjunction with the DTO under the Platform for Change programme, in developing the local and strategic cycle track networks, and the Council is now pursuing the design and implementation of a Green Route Network of off-road footpaths and cycle ways through parks and open spaces to facilitate and encourage walking and cycling as safe and healthy alternatives to the private car. 

The provision of facilities for cyclists is an integral part of the Council’s urban non-national road construction programme and while cycling is not permitted on motorways, the design of national roads takes into account cyclists' needs.  Increasing traffic levels require that all road users proceed with due care and caution and use roads in accordance with prevailing conditions.  This is a particular requirement for motorists who must treat the more vulnerable road users with necessary care and respect.”

“That this council, in accordance with new public sector procurement procedures (SI no. 329 / 2006), calls for the use of environmentally friendly cement in construction and within Local Area Plans.” 

REPORT:
“There is a wide range of “green” cement increasingly available on the Irish market. Each product has its own properties and qualities and all have a substantial ecological footprint.  

 The raw materials in all cements and cement substitutes have their origin in the quarrying and mining industries, the most common being burnt limestone, crushed limestone and crushed blast furnace slag, and are combinations of all three.  

 The specification for cement is most frequently site-specific and is based on the structural function of the building components involved. South Dublin County Council has used a variety of “green” cements and will continue to expand their use as appropriate to project requirements and suitability and national and E.U. procurement regulations. 

The insertion of specific policies or objectives in a Local Area Plan or County Development Plan will not of themselves achieve the objects of the motion in the absence of resolving the economic, supply, regulatory framework governing the use of cement generally.

Tenderers for contracts and suppliers of goods and materials will be advised of this motion if agreed and procurement will be undertaken in accordance with the requirements of new public sector procurement procedures (SI no 32 9/2006).”
A discussion followed with a contribution from Councillor T. McDermott.
The report was NOTED.

TRAVELLER ACCOMMODATION PLANS

CRYPTOSPORIDIUM

It was proposed by Councillor T. Mc Dermott, seconded by Councillor E. Maloney.
“That this Council discuss, with the aid of a detailed report from the Manager, the readiness of South Dublin County Council to deal with cryptosporidium. How old are the facilities? Have the Council's efforts to guarantee clean water been frustrated and if so how?” 

REPORT: 
“Water Supply in South Dublin County

South Dublin County Council is not a major water producer but purchases treated water from Dublin City Council and Fingal County Council.  The vast bulk of the daily requirements (69,000 cu.m) comes from the Dublin City Council water treatment plant at Ballymore Eustace, Co Kildare whilst the balance (approx. 1,000 cu.m.) is supplied via the Fingal County Council water treatment facility located at Leixlip. A very small supply is also taken from the Dublin City Council run facility at Ballyboden which is used to supply parts of Rathfarnham and Edmondstown in South Dublin County.

South Dublin County Council’s principal distribution reservoir is located at Belgard (capacity 100 Ml) which supplies most of the County, whilst the other reservoir sited at Peamount (capacity 40ML) is used to supply parts of Lucan and Quarryvale mainly.

The sole water production facility in the County is a borehole supply at Brittas which has an extremely small production capacity of 90 cu.m./day. This supply is distributed to about 50 homes and premises with a population count of about 80 persons. 

Water Sampling and Testing

The Regulations governing the testing and monitoring of drinking water quality in Ireland are the new European Communities (Drinking Water) Regulations, 2007 (S.I.106 for 2007) which were signed by the Minister on 8th March, 2007 and revoke the preceding Regulations S.I.439 of 2000. These regulations prescribe the quality standards to be applied to drinking water including the requirements as to sampling frequency, methods of analysis and related matters. Monitoring water quality (raw and final treated water) is carried out at the major water treatment plants by Dublin City and Fingal County Councils.  Analysis of samples taken is carried out at the Central Laboratory located at Marrowbone Lane.

Water sampling at local level is undertaken by South Dublin County Council in compliance with the above Regulations and tested at the independently accredited Central Laboratory. These samples are taken randomly throughout the County at the tap and so are representative of the supply delivered. 

Testing for the specific presence of cryptosporidium is only undertaken at treatment works as its route of entry is solely through the primary source.

Testing for Cryptosporidium

The Dublin City Council run Ballymore Eustace water treatment plant samples and tests treated final water regularly. Testing final treated water for cryptosporidium was carried out 34 times in 2006.  Cryptosporidium was found in 4 samples at very low levels, with the highest result of 0.001 oocysts per litre.  In the first quarter of 2007, up to 31st March, no positive cryptosporidium samples have been found.  

The Leixlip supply of final water from the treatment plant was sampled and analysed for cryptosporidium 36 times in 2006.  No cryptosporidium was found in 33 samples, and a very low level was found in the three positive test results with the highest result of 0.002 oocysts per litre. 

The Ballyboden supply of final water was sampled and analysed for cryptosporidium 31 times in 2006.  In 30 of these samples no cryptosporidium was found and in 1 sample a very low level was found which was 0.0004 oocysts per litre.  

The borehole water supply at Brittas has shown no positive results for cryptosporidium.  

Cryptosporidium Test Results

The current EPA ‘Handbook on Implementation for Sanitary Authorities’ which serves as the principal explanatory guide to the drinking water Regulations  to all local authorities  advises that a water supply should be considered to be a low risk if either no cryptosporidium oocysts are detected, or if detected on occasion but are well below one oocyst per 10 litres.  One oocyst per 10 litres equates to 0.1 oocysts per litre.

On the basis of the above EPA guidance, the levels of detection for cryptosporidium are well below the ‘level of concern’. Translating the above results into more tangible terminology, the Ballymore Eustace supply is 100 times below the ‘limit of concern’, whilst Leixlip is 50 times lower, Ballyboden is 250 times lower and Brittas has shown zero detection to date. In addition, it is worth noting that the detection rate in water samples tested whilst very low, e.g. 4 in 34, 3 in 36, and 1 in 31 respectively of the above named supply sources, are all associated with external treated water supplies to this Council.

Accordingly, the ‘as found’ levels of cryptosporidium at the major source treatment works are at such very low trace levels that their potential for adverse health impact on the community is extremely low.

Water Quality in South Dublin County 

The most recent EPA report entitled ‘The Quality of Drinking Water in Ireland, 2005’ reported that the quality of water randomly sampled from the tap and tested, demonstrated an overall compliance rating of 99.2%. This was ‘well above the national average’ and South Dublin County Council has met and indeed exceeded the minimum monitoring requirements as outlined in the Regulations.

Whilst this is encouraging and reassuring, the Council’s commitment to safe supply remains paramount in the Council’s priority of service delivery to customers.

Readiness to Act

Monitoring of the water supply will continue to at least the levels required by the drinking water Regulations.  In the event of samples indicating the presence of cryptosporidium at a level that would give concern as indicated above, a notice would be issued to all consumers of the supply to boil water and investigations to locate and eradicate the source would be immediately put in place. Boiling the water is the only known effective measure to kill the parasite once such infected water reaches the community.

The thrust of the Council’s response to any serious non compliance with the Drinking Water Regulations is set out in our ‘Action Plan for the Protection of Drinking Water Supplies’. This document is currently under review so as to maintain compliance with the requirements of the new Regulations signed by the Minister in March 2007. In general, the Council’s response would comprise shutting supplies to affected areas, advising  elected representatives, EPA, Fire Services, HSE, Gardai, local hospitals and medical practitioners and the public of the need of concern, action to take and details of the measures the Council was implementing to deal with the issue. Media and web coverage would play a key role in addressing public concern and actions and responses by relevant Agencies. 

Indeed, the acid test, in relation to the presence of cryptosporidium in the water supply would be found in the incidence of those presenting to medical practitioners displaying typical symptoms of the disease, cryptosporidiosis. There is no evidence of this to date.

Age of Facilities

Upgrading works at the Ballymore Eustace plant have recently been completed. Further upgrading work is currently in progress to boost production to the Region by mid 2009. The water treatment facilities at Leixlip were significantly refurbished and upgraded in the early 1990’s.

The Brittas borehole supply was instigated in the early to mid 1960s as a very shallow supply. The borehole was deepened about 30 years later to cater for increased demand and in 2004 the distribution water network in the area which it serves was extended to remove a private well source.”
A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors T. McDermott and C. Keane.

Ms. P. Poole, Director of Environment responded to the Members’ queries.

The report was NOTED.
