VARIATION TO DISPOSAL RESOLUTION IN RESPECT OF DISPOSAL OF LANDS AT KILLINARDEN AND KILTIPPER TO DURKAN NEW HOMES OR THEIR NOMINATED PURCHASER

The Council at its meetings held on the 11th June 2001 and 10th May 2004 noted the proposal to dispose of a site comprising 22 acres or thereabouts at Killinarden, Tallaght, otherwise known as Deerpark, to Durkan New Homes or their nominated purchaser in exchange for (a) the transfer by them of 121 acres of lands at Kiltipper to facilitate the development of the Dodder Valley Linear Park, (b) the construction by them of the new distributor road between Firhouse Road West and the Ellensborough development at Kiltipper Road and (c) the delivery by them of up to 75% of the housing units to be developed on the Killinarden lands to the Council at affordable prices.

The Council holds the Freehold to Lands comprised in Folio 7137 AND Durkan New Homes hold the Freehold to lands comprised in Folio 156865F and 130604F, being part of the lands at Deerpark comprising a development of 595 Residential Units.  The development is a mixed development of houses, apartments, duplex apartments, terraced houses, houses and town houses, comprising 203 Private units, 124 Affordable, 149 Voluntary and 119 Social Units.  The construction of the units is the subject of a Licence Agreement 13th December 2004 between South Dublin County Council and Durkan New Homes.

The Council at its meeting held on 12th September 2005,  C/00589/05 , noted a variation to the Disposal Resolution which provided that in order to secure the effective creation of the Leases/Transfers in respect of the Social Units as set out in the Schedule attached thereto, the Council would in the first instance grant Apartment Leases/Transfers to the Law Agent who would hold the Apartment Leases/Transfers in trust on behalf of the Council and the Law Agent would subsequently transfer title in to the Council's name.

Subsequent to the noting of the variation to the Disposal Resolution at the Council meeting of 12th September 2005 the number of social housing units to be constructed at Deerpark, Kiltipper Way, Tallaght, Dublin 24 was expanded from 119 to 155 as part of the compliance with the Part V requirements of the nearby development by Durkan New Homes at Marlfield pursuant to Manager’s Order no. HSC/43/06. The units numbered 19 to 54 Deerpark Lodge inclusive are constructed on part of Folio 7137 in the Registered Ownership of South Dublin County Council and Folio 130604F or part thereof in the  Registered Ownership of Durkan New Homes.
In order to secure the effective creation of the Leases/Transfers in respect of the additional Social Units numbered 19 – 54 inclusive Deerpark Lodge, the Law Agent recommends that the Council would in the first instance grant Apartment Leases/Transfers to the Law Agent who will hold the Apartment Leases/Transfers in trust on behalf of the Council and the Law Agent will subsequently transfer title in to the Council's name. 

The terms of the disposal otherwise to remain unchanged.

I concur with the above recommendation.
