REPORT ON PROPOSED EXPANSION OF THE GREEN BIN DRY RECYCLABLE COLLECTION SERVICE

The report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
Under the Waste Managment Plan for the Dublin Region 2005 to 2010 the four Dublin Authorities have set a target of 60% recycling of household waste.  Currently the factors contributing to the recycling programme are the Green Bin Dry Recyclable Household Collection Service, the Bring Bank Facilities and the Civic Amenity Facility.  In order to expand the recycling programme the four Dublin Authorities have decided to extend the Green Bin Dry Recyclable Household Collection Service to include plastic bottles in the green bin collection.

The Council proposes to introduce this extended service on a phased basis.  Two collection routes have been selected in each Committee area.  In the Tallaght Committee area the following will receive the extended service with effect from September next.  The routes are as follows:
   
    Old Bawn
    Aylesbury
    Killinarden
    Jobstown
    Springfield
    Fettercairn

The roads in these areas which will be serviced from September will depend on the contractors schedule and not all roads in these areas will receive the service from September.
The green bins in the relevant areas will be collected fortnightly from September instead of the present four weekly arrangement.  The Council's contractor, Oxigen Environmental Limited will issue a revised calendar and an explanatory leaflet to each household before commencement of the service.  The total number of houses in the Tallaght area receiving the extended service from September will be approximately 13,000.  A detailed list of the roads involved will be sent to Members in the near future.  

The remainder of the County will receive the extended service in the first half of 2008.

Mr. M. Coleman, Senior Executive Officer, summarised the report. Following a discussion to which Councillors E. Maloney and J. Daly contributed the report was NOTED.

THE GREEN BIN SERVICE IN JOBSTOWN AND BROOKFIELD
It was proposed by Councillor M. Corr, seconded by Councillor K. Warren:
"That the Manager reviews the current green bin service to many parts of Jobstown and Brookfield in order to ensure that the collection of bins occurs in the morning as opposed to the afternoon which is happening at the moment."

The following report which had been circulated was READ:
“The Green Bin service is currently provided to more than 400,000 dwellings in the greater Dublin area (including in excess of 80,000 in South Dublin County), under contract with Oxigen Environmental Limited.  Since the introduction of charging for waste collection, presentation rates for the green bin have increased dramatically in recent years.  The result is that collections now take place from 7a.m. to late into the evening throughout the County. 

 

In order to meet the terms of the revised contract for the collection of green bins fortnightly which is currently underway in parts of the Dublin City Council area, Dunlaoghaire Rathdown and in parts of South Dublin County from September next, the contractor has had to revise the schedule of collections. A headed item report on the proposed expansion on the Green Bin Recycable Collection Service is being  made at today's meeting.

The Council has no function in relation to the organisation of green bin collection routes nor does the contract for the service allow for any such intervention by any of the Dublin Authorities.  However, the inevitable consequence of bringing forward the collection time in one area is that some other area would have to receive a late collection. 

The Council will bring the matter to the attention of the contractor, however it is likely that changes in times and dates for some routes will be made as the implementation of the ugraded services comes into force.”

The Park Ranger Service is allocated on the basis of management districts and is located in one centre within that district.  In the case of the Dodder Valley Park the Park Rangers are located in Tymon Park where a team of four Rangers patrol the Tallaght Central, part of Tallaght South and Terenure/Rathfarnham Electoral areas.  Their frequency of visiting the various parks and open spaces, within their remit is determined by the number of rangers on duty on any particular day.   Dodder Valley Park is visited at least once per day by the Park Rangers and other staff visit there at frequent intervals to undertake maintenance work such as grass cutting.  With the current level of available staff resources, the system of basing the Park Rangers in Tymon Park is to continue.
