MOTION: Councillor D. Keating
That the Manager would report in detail on what renewed efforts he will make to improve the time-scale for Taking-in-Charge of Estates and Open Spaces in Estates from Developers. Would the Manager agree that it is not acceptable where a developer has not handed over charge of an estate twelve years after Local Residents have taken up occupancy.
REPORT

Where construction work has been completed on a development and before the roads and services in an estate can be taken-in-charge the following requirements must be met:
(a)   A request from the developer to take to development in charge be submitted to the

       Council.

(b)   The “as constructed” drawings must be submitted by the developer and 

(c)   All the necessary works in respect of the roads and services must be certified as
       satisfactorily completed by the Council’s Building Control Section. 

Where roads and services and open spaces have been provided, as conditioned in a permission, and are being maintained to the Council’s standard, the developer is not legally obliged to offer same for taking-in-charge. 
 
Where developments are being offered for taking-in-charge, the Council encourage developers to complete the taking-in-charge works by carrying out inspections, issuing lists of outstanding works and liaising with developers in a prompt manner.

 
The security which is lodged by developers in compliance with the planning permission to secure the satisfactory completion of the development, is also held in place, pending the satisfactory completion of the works to the common areas. In most cases this acts as an incentive to developers to bring to completion the taking-in-charge works.   
Where it comes to the Council’s attention that development works are not being carried out in accordance with the conditions of a planning permission and where the noncompliance persists, subsequent to the issue of a Warning Notice. legal proceedings are served and the matter is then pursued in the appropriate court.
