“That this committee discuss the submission some time ago by Comhaltas Ceoltóirí Eireann (Templeogue Branch) for a facilty for the promotion of Irish culture/dance/music in the Terenure/Rathfarnham area.”
REPORT:
This refers to a submission from Croabh Naithí , Comhaltas Ceoltóirí Eireann, for sessional usage of Templeogue House. Contact was made with the chairman of that group and a meeting with the Arts Office arranged to discuss possibilities. The meeting reviewed the submission from Craobh Naithí, updated the group on the current status of Templeogue House, identified what support the Council might be able to provide the group and what contribution Craobh Naithí can make to the County.
The primary focus of Craobh Naithí is on teaching music, song and dance to children from age eight upwards, although they also cater for adult muscians. The Group holds classes every Thurs evening between 6-9pm in St. Columcilles’s Community School, Knocklyon, Dublin 16.

The class programme which is delivered by 26 teachers, consists of 104 half hour classes, with 400 places registered.

Craobh Naithí do not propose to run their classes at Templeogue House but to introduce an additional programme of activities on a sessional basis on agree dates. The type of events would include:

· Traditional music and sean nós recitals / small concerts from leading traditional musicians.

· Performance from young local musicians

· Set Dancing / step dancing evenings

· Childrens musical sessions.

The Arts Officer will return to the group with further information on the timeframe for the opening of Templeogue House, details of the rooms and facilities including carparking, information on charges to the group, booking arrangements and grant support for programmes.
