Notwithstanding this, the Council undertakes to re-examine the issue of the walls upon completion of road works in that vicinity.

With regard to noise and vibration, the contractor has been reminded to adhere to the strict limits as set out in the specification. However, it is unavoidable the some noise, vibration and other disruption will occur during the course of road upgrading works such as are in progress on Firhouse Road at present. South Dublin County Council apologises for any inconvenience caused during these necessary works."

Planning Application Register Reference SD07A/0248 was received on 05-Apr-2007 from Irish Radiophones for the erection of a 48 metre high telecommunications mast/ tower erected on a concrete base (6.5m x 6.5m) with dishes, antennas, etc.., a single storey retractable equipment building (11.5sq.m.), a 1.7m high security fence with a gate all around a 15m x 15m compound, and ancillary site development works at Crockaunadreenagh, Rathcoole, Co. Dublin.

An inspection of the Site Notice was carried out on 20-Apr-2007 and the site notice was found to comply with the requirements of the Planning & Development Regulations 2001 – 2006.

The following Additional Information was requested by the Council on 28-May-2007:

1. The applicant is requested to outline in writing the maximum number of bays, antennae, dishes, aerials and other such structures to be located on the proposed mast and the height of the location of same above ground level. The applicant is also requested to submit revised drawings of same outlining the location of aforementioned structures on the mast.

2. The applicant states, 'that ‘the proposed tower will be available for use by various telecommunication operators but is being specifically proposed in order to facilitate the nationwide expansion of a radio station. So unlike Vodafone, O2 or Meteor whose needs may be satisfied by sharing an existing facility in preference to developing one, it is neither practical nor feasible for the applicant to approach operators of neighbouring existing towers to share those facilities'. The applicant is requested to submit information from an appropriately qualified professional outlining in writing why it is not ‘technically practical nor feasible’ to co-locate with other existing structures in the vicinity.

3. A site visit has revealed the presence of an existing mast structure located within the landholding outlined in blue on the plans submitted. Said structure is located to the south of the existing farmyard. The Planning Authority has no record of planning permission having been granted for this structure. The applicant is requested to clarify in writing the planning status of this structure and the use of same.
4. The applicant is requested to submit a revised site plan to show the following:
(a) Minimum vision splay of 2 metre x 70 metre on the right hand side (when exiting) of shared vehicular entrance off Crockaunadreenagh Lane. This will involve removal of that part of existing front boundary within the visibility splay triangle and erection of new front boundary at back of the 70 metre sightline.
(b) Letter of agreement to carry out the above works from owner of site outlined in blue.

The Council are carrying out a study setting out the basis for the determination of the contributions which will be payable and which indicate the amount of the contribution per residential unit or per square metre industrial/commercial of each class of development. The projected development floor areas in Tallaght Town Centre, between 2007 and 2012 will be based on the land use estimates set out in Table 2.2.3 of the Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan 2006. These estimates are based on historic growth rates, between 1996 and 2006 and assume a similar level of development in the years 2006-2012.

The contributions will be set at a modest level in order to maintain a balance between raising the contributions to pay for the infrastructure and maintaining the economic competitiveness of Tallaght Town Centre. The contributions will be set to collect a maximum of 50% of the costs up to 2012 in order to achieve this balance.

The Special Development Contribution also allows for exemptions for specified classes of development as in the countywide Section 48 Scheme.
The Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan Special Development Contribution can be appealed to An Bord Pleanála.

Note: The Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan Special Development Contribution was drawn up in accordance with the terms of Section 48 (2)c of the Planning and Development Act 2000 and with the recent Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government Circular Letter PD 5/2007.  Particular care was taken in the study to ensure that the Special Development Contribution is reasonable and fair, that there is no double charging; and will be additional to the South Dublin County Council Development Contribution Scheme 2003."

"A planning application was received on 28-Feb-2007 from the Board of Management for a proposed development at Scoil Treasa National School, Ballycullen Avenue, Firhouse, Dublin 24.  Register Reference SD07A/0151 refers.

The proposed development comprises 2.1m high perimeter railing to the school grounds at Scoil Treasa.  The works will involve the relocation of both the existing vehicle/pedestrian main access to the school and the vehicular access to the Presbytery and teachers car park approximately 5m in a southerly direction to ensure that both access gates are at right angle to Ballycullen Avenue and also to facilitate the construction of a new access ramp from the high level teachers car park to the school perimeter footpath below.  The works will include the construction of 2 no. pedestrian access gateways, one to serve the existing access pathway from the Church of Our Lady of Mount Carmel to the Presbytery, and the second to be located in the north east corner of the perimeter railing in the area of the existing tarmacadam ball courts.  We also propose to construct a new vehicular access gateway approximately half way between the Presbytery and Carriglea Grove to facilitate access to the school playing grounds from Ballycullen Avenue.

The following Additional Information was requested by the Council on 20-Apr-2007:

1. It is unclear from the information provided if the applicant has sufficient legal interest in the site to make an application for this proposed development. The applicant is requested to furnish proof of entitlement to make the application.
2. It is the policy of the Council as expressed in its Development Plan to promote sustainable development including connectivity and permeability rather than enclosed and gated developments. The proposed fencing around the school site would appear to be contrary to current Council policy and would involve significant alterations to the appearance of the Firhouse Village Area and the closing off of pedestrian walking routes through the lands. Please submit a rationale for the proposed development having regard to the above issues.
3. The applicant is requested to submit details of the planning permission reference number(s) for the school.
4. The applicant is requested to submit a plan of the proposed boundary treatment in order to assess how often metal panels would be intersected by pillars. In addition, Unsolicited information was received on 02/04/07 which shows a revised proposal for the location of the boundary to the west of the site whereby the boundary would be located in line with the boundary of the presbytery which would provide a set back of between 1.2m and 2.6m between the boundary of the site and Carriglea Grove. However, it is unclear how this boundary would be designed and the applicant is requested to include this revision in the plan of the boundary treatment requested above.
5. The applicant is requested to submit photographs/samples of the proposed fencing.
6. The proposed pedestrian access to the presbytery is outside the red line of the application site and the applicant is requested to clarify this.
7. The Council's Roads Department has recommended that the proposed entrance onto Ballycullen Avenue be omitted from the proposed development. The applicant is requested to submit revised drawings showing the omission of the proposed vehicular entrance to Ballycullen Avenue.
8. The applicant is requested to submit the following:
i) A detailed tree/ hedgerow survey for the entire application site.  These details should also be accompanied by a Arboricultural Impact Assessment and an Arboricultural Method Statement and include details in relation to tree protective measures.  The above details to be compiled by a qualified Arborist and be incompliance with British Standard 5837- 2005 Trees in relation to construction.


ii) In view of the above Arboricultural recommendations and findings the applicant shall submit revised drawings indicating the route of the proposed railing in the vicinity of existing trees and hedgerows within the development site.

iii) detailed construction drawings illustrating cross sections and elevations through the proposed railing in the vicinity of existing trees.  These details should take into account the recommendation as outlined with in British Standard 5837- 2005 Trees in relation to construction.

"Section 3 of the Derelict Sites Act 1990 defines a derelict site as follows:

“In this section “derelict site” means any land (in this section referred to as “the land in question”) which detracts, or is likely to detract, to a material degree from the amenity, character or appearance of land in the neighbourhood of the land in question because of

(a) the existence on the land in question of structures which are in a ruinous, derelict or dangerous condition, or 

(b) the neglected, unsightly or objectionable condition of the land or any structures on the land in question, or

(c) the presence, deposit or collection on the land in question of any litter, rubbish, debris or waste, except where the presence, deposit or collection of such litter, rubbish, debris or waste results from the exercise of a right conferred statute or by common law.”

This site was examined in December 2006 and was found not to be derelict within the definition contained in the Derelict Sites Act.

However the Derelict Sites Inspector recommended that the following works be carried out to prevent the site from becoming Derelict

Remove old cars and secure site boundary to prevent trespass.

The owner was written to and advised to remove old cars and to secure site boundary to prevent trespass, these works to be carried out within two months from the date of the letter.

The Council received correspondence from the Fitzgerald Group, dated 09/01/2007 stating that a car dismantling company was engaged to remove the cars.

A re-inspection of the site on the 14th June, indicated that all the cars have been removed from the site and the site is secure.

The Council’s Inspector, is satisfied that the site remains in a non derelict condition and will continue to be monitored to ensure it remains so."

Subsequent discussions took place between the School and the Department of Education and Science and it appears that the Department's preference is to provide an independent permanent building for the School.  The matter was also discussed at a meeting held in February 2007 between officials of the Council and the Department of Education but the  site adjoining the existing school was not considered to be of sufficient size to meet the Department's requirements. The Department indicated that it would look at alternative sites in the area and would revert to the Council, if necessary.  No further contact has been received from the Department in this matter in the meantime."
Following a discussion to which Councillors C. King, C. Jones, J. Daly and J. Hannon contributed Mr. J. Walsh, Director of Economic Development responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED and it was RECOMMENDED that the Manager write to the Department of Education regarding the current situation.
