Re: Part 1. (2) Interpretation
e Section () the interpretation of an “Approved Waste Treatment Facility” does not
make any allowances for permit facilities issued by the local authorities. There are
Material Recovery Facilities permitted by local authorities.

Part 2
e Section 7(a) states that waste can "not be presented for collection before 6.00am
on the designated day of collection". This would mean householders can not leave
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[image: image3.png]waste out the night before. Some routes could be set up with a collection time of
06.00 am and householders would miss their collections.

Section 8 (c) states that the "waste collector shall return an emptied waste
container to the boundary of the premises” however the holder of the waste is
required to place their container at a "designated collection point” as stated in
Section 3.6- This would need to be clarified, the collector should only have to
return the container to the "designated collection point” from which it was found.

First Schedule

Corrugated cardboard should be allowed in the recycling bin

Second Schedule

The acceptance of meat, fish, poultry and bones in the Bio-waste (Brown) bin,
needs to be clarified in correlation with the latest Animal By Products
Regulations. This requirement may result in a lower grade of compost and will
need alternative outlets.

As a general comment, the Bye Laws do not cover or influence the collection of skip
waste from commercial customers.
