EXTENSION OF THE DODDER VALLEY LINEAR PARK

QUESTION: Councillor J. Hannon
To ask the Manager to bring forward the promised report on the extension of the Dodder Valley Linear Park from Oldbawn to Bohernabreena?

REPLY:
It is an objective of the Council to extend the Dodder Valley Linear Park upstream from Oldbawn towards Bohernabreena. The achievement of this objective is dependant on possible land acquisition and future planning proposals in the area. At present, the Council owns isolated pockets of land in the Kiltipper and Friarstown areas which require linkage along the river. It is the council's intention to pursue continuity of access along the River Dodder to link the lands at Oldbawn with those at Kiltipper and Friarstown as opportunities arise through the planning process.

THE GRASS VERGE AT WHITESTOWN WAY
QUESTION: Councillor J. Hannon
To ask the Manager to arrange to have the grass verge at Whitestown Way regularly maintained, having regard to the fact that the eastern side verge continues to be well maintained in marked contrast to the neglect of the western side?

REPLY:
It is assumed that the grass verges referred to in the question are situated along the Kiltipper Way road which links the Whitestown Way to the Kiltipper Road in Tallaght.  This road which was built by the developer of the adjoining Deerpark and Marlfield housing estates, following a land transfer agreement with the County Council, has not yet been formally taken in charge by the County Council. 

The Roads Dept. has given an update on the current position regarding this matter and there appears to be a number of outstanding issues still to be resolved.  These include the condition of the grass verge on the western side of the road which unfortunately was badly damaged during the construction of a new Council infill housing scheme at Cushlawn and cannot now be maintained with the normal grass cutting machinery. 
Until such time as these outstanding issues are resolved and the road is formally taken-in-charge, it would not be possible for these margins to be maintained on a regular basis by the Parks Dept. It is understood that the margin on the eastern side of the road is currently regularly maintained by the developer concerned.

THE ECO HOUSE, KILTIPPER, TALLAGHT
 

Question: Councillor J. Hannon
"To ask the Manager to confirm the length of time that the ECO house, Kiltipper, Tallaght has been unoccupied, the cost of security for same, and when will the house be occupied and by whom?"

REPLY:
The Eco-house(5 Bed) was constructed in Deerparkon lands owned by South Dublin County Council and was completed in March 2006. The house was to bedonated to the Christina Noble Children's Foiundation (CNCF). As part of the agreement CNCF were to apply for status as an approved housing body to address start-up and ongoing funding needs. This application was never made despite repeated requests to the Foundation by the Council. 

In May 2007 the Eco-house was vandalised whereby doors and windows were damaged. The Council acted to secure the property and in this regard has incurred costs in the region of €32,000 to the end of August 2007. Following several meetings an agreement has been reached with CNCF to make a planning application to the Council for a change of use of the Eco-house from residential to a creche / childcare facility to be managed by an approved voluntary body. The planning application is due to be lodged in the immediate future. If successful it will be used by CNCF and An Cosán for childcare and childcare training. An Cosán have made application for funding to undertake this development.

In the meantime it is proposed to install shutters on the inside of the house in order to safeguard it pending the take over by the CNCF/An Cosán.

"To ask the manager for an update on the progress of the community facility on Deerpark Road?"

REPLY:
A draft lease has been approved for South Dublin County Council to acquire from Durkan New Homes a property at 2 -4 Deerpark Road for use as community / childcare facility. The Council's Law Department has confirmed that completion of the legal transaction is now imminent. Arrangements have been made for the facility to be managed and maintained by Circle Voluntary Housing Association following closure of the legal matters.

WINDOW REPLACEMENT PROGRAMME IN JOBSTOWN
QUESTION: Councillor K. Warren

“To ask the Manager to set out precisely when the housing estates in Jobstown and especially Cloonmore, Bawnlea, Drumcara and Kilclare will be included in the window replacement programme which has been put in place by South Dublin County Council’s Housing Department in cooperation with the Department of the Environment over recent years, and given the age of the above mentioned areas and the fact that the replacement programme to date has not delivered in these areas as it has in other parts of West Tallaght in particular, if a firm commitment could be given to residents in these communities, that the window replacement programme will be expedited and completed within the shortest possible timeframe, and if he will make a statement on the matter?”  

REPLY: 
In order to maximize energy efficiency in the Council’s rented housing stock and in the interest of achieving common quality standards, the Council has decided to proceed with a number of programmes including a countywide Window Upgrade Programme. Other programmes in hand which are integrated with the Window Upgrade Programme include the Accelerated Gas Fired Central Heating Programme, and the External Cavity Wall and Attic Insulation Programme.

Cloonmore, Bawnlea, Drumcarra and Kilclare estates have benefited from the installation of gas fired central heating. In addition between 1999 and 2000 an Energy Upgrade Programme was carried out in these estates. The programme included the installation of draught proofing, provision of lagging jackets and the insulation of attics.

In the first quarter of 2005 a sample survey was carried out on windows in 12 estates countywide in order to determine the fabric condition of these windows. Following the analysis of the results of the survey it was decided to proceed with a pilot programme of 622 units countywide. 453 units included in the pilot programme are in the Tallaght area as follows: Kilcarrig Estate, Killinarden Estate, and Drumcairn Estate, Tallaght. The houses included in the pilot programme have already benefited from the installation of gas fired central heating and cavity wall and attic insulation. The final stage therefore in optimizing the energy efficiency of these houses is the installation of double glazed windows.

The criteria used in the selection of estates to be included in the pilot was based on the earliest constructed estates with similar window types. By proceeding with these selected estates the Council is maximizing its resources and achieving better value for money in line with best practices.

Funding for this pilot programme was sanctioned from the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government in 2006 and the programme commenced on site in November 2006. It is anticipated that the pilot programme will be complete by 1st quarter of 2008. 

Subsequent phases of this programme have not been decided on as yet, as this will depend on progress in the pilot programme. As this is a county wide programme all council rented dwellings in the Jobstown area will be included during the life of the programme. 

The Architectural Services Department has indicated that based on the numbers of dwellings requiring double glazed units and the scope of works involved, the window upgrade programme is likely to be phased over the 6 year period 2007-2012.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“The Housing Development currently under construction at Avonbeg 3, Tallaght is taking considerably longer than had been anticipated. The Contractor, Dunne Contracting, had experience some financial difficulties and went through a period of examinership, which involves the High Court protecting the Company. Dunnes Contracting have come through the period of examinership and are still trading. The Architects Department and the Contractor are endeavouring to agree a programme of works to enable the Contractor to complete the works currently outstanding.
The Architects & Housing Departments consider that is better to have the Contractor complete the outstanding work, rather than try to engage another Contractor, which could lead to further delays. The Members will be kept informed of progress on the programme of works to complete the outstanding work. The Council will work with the Contractor to ensure a phased handover of the completed homes.
The frustrations of the people allocated homes are acknowledged by the Housing Department.”

The report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED.
“The Councils Housing Strategy, which was prepared in accordance with Part V of the Planning and Development Act 2000, was adopted by the Council at its meeting held on 11th June 2001. This Strategy was reviewed and now forms an integral part of the County development Plan 2004-2010, which was adopted by the Council on 10th November 2004. 

The Strategy requires 15% of all residential developments to be reserved for Social/Affordable purposes. The Council has been successful in the delivery of affordable housing under the following initiatives:

(a)  Part V of the Planning & Development Acts 2000 - 2006 (as amended)

(b)  Joint Venture Schemes

(c)  Integrated Area Plans

 To date 623 affordable homes have been procured throughout the County.  Of these 394 have been procured and sold on in the Tallaght Area.
