LAND EXCHANGE


It was proposed by Councillor E. Maloney, seconded by Councillor C. Jones:

"That this Committee asks that the Council management explore the possibility of exchanging a portion of the Council owned land on Belgard square North (the former site of the St. Maelruan's Field halting site) with the lands in private ownership at the former ESSO garage in Tallaght Village.  Should this proposal be rejected by the owners of the ESSO site the Council owned lands at St. Maelruan's Field should be retained in public ownership and used for the provision of community facilities including a public plaza and a public park.  This Committee also asks that the Council executive investigate using these public lands in Tallaght Town Centre to facilitate any long standing existing community organisations from Tallaght Village that wish to relocate to larger more modern accommodation in the Town Centre."
The following report which had been circulated was READ:

"South Dublin County Council are currently preparing a site brief for the Council owned land on Belgard Square North (the former site of the St Maelruan’s Field halting site). The context for preparing the brief is the adopted Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan and the relationship between the St. Maelruan’s Field site and the adjoining Tallaght Hospital and Cuisine de France, Uniphar and United Drug sites.

This area is critical in providing for the expansion of the Town Centre in accordance with the strategy as adopted in the Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan.  Representatives of Tallaght Hospital and the owners of the above three named sites are at present in joint discussion and have prepared a detailed Masterplan for the areas under their control.

Given that the adopted Tallaght Town Centre LAP is the common denominator in governing the future development of this area and the Town Centre LAP will require public plazas, parks and community facilities at this location, these requirements will be incorporated into the brief for the Council site to an appropriate extent and will also be planning requirements on the adjoining sites commensurate with the scale of development proposed, further to the LAP.

Both the St. Maelruans site and brief as well as the interface of the Council lands with the adjoining sites and indeed the Council’s ability to control and guide development on those adjoining sites, would be compromised by dividing off any part of St. Maelruan’s Field.  It is undesirable to confuse and constrain the future development of the St Maelruan’s site by linking it to proposals for the redevelopment of a private formerly commercial site in the Village centre (which is now subject to appeal to An Bord Pleanala). Fragmentation of ownerships always tend to compromise the achievement of good planning outcomes."

Following a contribution from Councillor E. Maloney, Mr. P. Hogan, Senior Planner responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED.

REPLY:
The Roads Department prepared a draft Environmental Impact Statement for the extension of the Tallaght Bye-Pass in 2001. Due to financial constraints the Environmental Impact Statement was not published. The scheme proposed in the documentation involved the construction of a dual carriageway out as far as the Citywest Business Park and the construction of several roundabouts and pedestrian footbridges. The land take for the scheme was identified for the CPO procedure and the reservation was included in the 2004 - 2010 Development Plan. 
Subject to financial allocations being made available from the NRA the scheme will be re-examined and those lands required will be identified and the affected landowners will be notified of possible acquisition. The Scheme will then progress through statutory process involving the publication of the Environmental Impact Statement and the making of the CPO. Subject to submissions made to An Bord Pleanala an oral hearing may be required on the scheme.

UPDATE ON THE REDEVELOPMENT OF FIRHOUSE SHOPPING CENTRE
QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr

"To ask the manager to provide an update concerning the proposed redevelopment of Firhouse Shopping Centre and will he make a statement on the matter?"
REPLY:

Planning application SD07A/0339 was received on 09/05/2007 from Mr. J. Regan for the following proposed development at Firhouse Shopping Centre, Firhouse, Dublin 24:

Demolition and redevelopment of Firhouse Shopping Centre and construction of a new mixed use village centre on a site of 1.118ha in 3 blocks around a new landscaped village square over a single level underground carpark of 7384sq.m. consisting of 244 car spaces, refuse stores, bicycle parking and plant areas. Block A: 3 storeys over ground floor comprising 11no. retail units totalling 3007sq.m., including an anchor supermarket of 1250sq.m. with associated stores and staff welfare accommodation (existing service yard is retained), 1no. ESB substation, a new day care centre for the Central remedial Clinic of 480sq.m. with associated ambulance parking (4no. ambulance spaces and 3 disabled car spaces), an ATM at ground floor level, a crèche of 565sq.m. and fitness centre of 950sq.m. on first floor level, three storeys of office space over ground floor entrance totalling 859sq.m. and 7no. 1 bed and 30no. 2 bed residential units (37 in total); Block B: 3 storeys over ground floor comprising 6no. retail units totalling 517sq.m. and 5no. 1 bed, 12no. 2 bed and 5no. 3 bed residential units (22 in total) and 1no. ESB substation; Block C: single storey restaurant/cafe unit 135sq.m. and public lift and stair to carparking at basement level; 19no. short stay surface car spaces are also provided at ground level adjacent to the Village Square. The development to be carried out in two phases to facilitate the continued operation of the anchor supermarket unit. Permission is also sought for the temporary relocation of the existing Day Care centre (375sq.m.), pharmacy (75sq.m.) and supermarket (1000sq.m.) within the existing structure. The total gross floor area of the development excluding basement areas is 12707sq.m.

On 29/06/2007 the Council requested further information on 19 separate points. Should the applicant fail to submit the further information within 6 months of the 29/06/2007, the planning authority is obliged to declare the planning application withdrawn.

FIRST DRAFT OF WEST OLDCOURT LOCAL AREA PLANN

QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr

"To ask the Manager when it is anticipated that the first draft of the West Oldcourt Local Area Plan will be ready and will he make a statement on the matter?"

REPLY:

At the moment a number of issues remain to be resolved regarding the proposed Draft Local Area Plan, namely:

· Resolving access and circulation given the existing pattern of traffic in the area. This was a key issue in the pre-draft public consultation

· The treatment of the existing 220Kv power line that traverses the land, and accommodating two existing raw water trunk mains that also traverse the Draft Local Area Plan lands

Satisfactory resolution of these issues will result in a significantly improved environment for the Draft Local Area Plan lands and surrounding area.

In terms of the timetable, this depends on the date of the public notice announcing the preparation of the Draft Local Area Plan, which in turn is linked to the dates of the Tallaght Area Committee meetings in October or November 2007.  There will be a briefing for local Councillors on the Draft Local Area Plan in advance of the Area meeting

At present it is more likely that the public notice will be given in November with the resultant timetable as follows:

1. Presentation of Draft Local Area Plan to Tallaght Area Committee: Depending on the resolution of the above two issues, this could take place at the Tallaght Area Committee on 26/11/07.

2. Public Notice/Display (six weeks + 1 additional week for Christmas week), 27/11/07 to 15/01/08. An advertisement is placed in the press (on 27/11/07) announcing the preparation of the Draft Local Area Plan. Notice and a copy of the draft plan is also sent to the Planning Appeals Board and to prescribed bodies. Draft Plan goes on display for a minimum period of 6 weeks during which submissions/observations are invited from the public and all interested parties.

3. Manager’s report. A Managers report on submissions/ observations is prepared and submitted to the Councillors for their consideration not later than 12 weeks after notice of the preparation of the Draft Local Area Plan is published in the press. (i.e. not later than 18/02/08).

4. Managers report submitted to Councillors for consideration. Councillors have 6 weeks to consider report and adopt/amend the plan. (until 01/04/08). TAC meeting on 24/3/2008

5. Amendment of Draft Local Area Plan. If the Councillors decide to amend the Draft Local Area Plan otherwise than is recommended in the Managers report, the Planning Authority must publish notice of the proposed variation or modification not later than 3 weeks after the passing of a resolution to materially alter the plan.(until 22/04/08)

5(i). Display of Proposed Variation. Proposed variation of Draft Local Area Plan must go on public display for not less than 4 weeks.  Written submissions/observations received in respect of material alterations to the Draft Local Area Plan are put on public display.

5(ii). Manager’s report on submissions/observations on Proposed Variation. Planning application SD06A/0767 was received on 05/09/2006 from Kelland Homes Ltd.  Ballymount House for permission for the following development at the junction of Fortunestown Way and Sundale Park adjacent to Molly Heffernan's Public House, Tallaght, Dublin 24:

6556 sq.m of new development for a new Neighbourhood Centre. The development includes a new 3-5 storey over basement building along Fortunestown Way containing a Credit Union, a Retail Unit, a Restaurant, 1 one-bed, 23 two-bed and 2 three bed apartments; a new 3-4 storey over basement building on a new internal street containing 2 one-bed, 11 two-bed and 3 three-bed apartments, a Management Office, 2 Commercial Units and 6 Retail Units and ancillary spaces; a new 2 storey building on Sundale Park comprising an extension to the existing Londis Store, a Creche with rear play area, a Community Centre and Health Centre. The development provides for 90 car parking spaces at grade and 136 spaces in basement car park, a new internal road linking a new vehicular entrance off Fortunestown Way and a realigned vehicular entrance off Sundale park, the upgrading of the public open space adjacent to Molly Heffernan's, perimeter walls and new hard and soft landscaping. 

Permission was granted on 01/08/2007 with 31 conditions.

The proposed Neighbourhood Centre included provision of a unit for use as a Credit Union at the ground and first floor levels of Block A.

Condition No. 1 of the permission states the following;

The development shall be carried out in its entirety in accordance with the plans, particulars and specifications lodged with the application, and as amended by Further Information received on 19th April 2007, Clarification of Further Information received on 6th July 2007, save as may be required by the other conditions attached hereto. 

REASON: To ensure that the development shall be in accordance with the permission, and that effective control be maintained.
Drawings and other documents submitted with the application indicated the location of a Credit Union within the development and accordingly in order to comply with the planning permission and specifically the above condition, the provision of a credit union would be necessary.

Demolition and redevelopment of Firhouse Shopping Centre and construction of a new mixed use village centre on a site of 1.118ha in 3 blocks around a new landscaped village square over a single level underground carpark of 7384sq.m. consisting of 244 car spaces, refuse stores, bicycle parking and plant areas. Block A: 3 storeys over ground floor comprising 11no. retail units totalling 3007sq.m., including an anchor supermarket of 1250sq.m. with associated stores and staff welfare accommodation (existing service yard is retained), 1no. ESB substation, a new day care centre for the Central remedial Clinic of 480sq.m. with associated ambulance parking (4no. ambulance spaces and 3 disabled car spaces), an ATM at ground floor level, a crèche of 565sq.m. and fitness centre of 950sq.m. on first floor level, three storeys of office space over ground floor entrance totalling 859sq.m. and 7no. 1 bed and 30no. 2 bed residential units (37 in total); Block B: 3 storeys over ground floor comprising 6no. retail units totalling 517sq.m. and 5no. 1 bed, 12no. 2 bed and 5no. 3 bed residential units (22 in total) and 1no. ESB substation; Block C: single storey restaurant/cafe unit 135sq.m. and public lift and stair to carparking at basement level; 19no. short stay surface car spaces are also provided at ground level adjacent to the Village Square. The development to be carried out in two phases to facilitate the continued operation of the anchor supermarket unit. Permission is also sought for the temporary relocation of the existing Day Care centre (375sq.m.), pharmacy (75sq.m.) and supermarket (1000sq.m.) within the existing structure. The total gross floor area of the development excluding basement areas is 12707sq.m.

"Where construction work has been completed on a development and before the roads and services in an estate can be taken-in-charge the following requirements must be met:

(a)
A request from the developer to take the development in charge be submitted to the Council.

(b)
The “as constructed” drawings must be submitted by the developer and 

(c)
All the necessary works in respect of the roads and services must be certified as satisfactorily completed by the Council’s Building Control Section. 

Before the open spaces in a development can be taken in charge the following requirements must be met:

(a)
The developer must request the Council take the open space in charge.

(b)
The developer must submit a Deed of Transfer and maps of the lands to be transferred to Council ownership.

(c)
All landscape works to have been satisfactorily completed in accordance with terms of the planning permission and certified as such by the Parks & Landscape Services Department.

Where developments are being offered for taking-in-charge, the Council encourage developers to complete the taking-in-charge works by carrying out inspections, issuing lists of outstanding works and liaising with developers in a prompt manner.

The security which is lodged by developers in compliance with the planning permission to secure the satisfactory completion of the development, is also held in place, pending the satisfactory completion of the works to the common areas. In most cases this acts as an incentive to developers to bring to completion the taking-in-charge works.

ACQUISITION OF THE FORMER ESSO SITE, TALLAGHT VILLAGE
It was proposed by Councillor M. Murphy, seconded by Councillor E. Maloney
"That this Committee calls on the Manager to acquire the ESSO site in Tallaght Village by CPO or other means.  Once acquired a Part 8 be drawn up which includes under-ground public car parking, a small square and an information/tourism office."

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:

"As previously outlined in the headed item on the Esso site presented to the Tallaght Area Committee meeting in February 2007, there are two means of acquiring any site, either by agreement or alternatively by Compulsory Purchase Order.
Following the request from the Tallaght Area Committee, the Council’s management has met with the contractual owner of the site and following that meeting the Council’s Valuer had discussions with the Valuer acting for the contractual owner.

The valuation put on the site of 0.55 acres (0.22 hectares) having regard to its previous commercial use and its potential development is significantly in excess of €6m. As such an amount would not present value for money for the Council, accordingly a decision was made not to pursue its acquisition.

If land cannot be purchased by agreement, the other means of acquiring the site would be by using the Compulsory Purchase procedure. However to invoke the CPO procedure, the Council would be required to define the purpose for which the site was being acquired. The Council have no policy document that would indicate why the land should be acquired for amenity purposes, see below. 

The Esso lands are subject to zoning objective CT namely ‘to project, improve and provide for the future development of the County Town of Tallaght’ in the County Development Plan 2004-2010. There are no Specific Local Objectives in the County Development Plan that relate to the site. 

Chapter
In the Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan, 2006, the assigned Future Land Use is for mixed use development, with up to 100% residential (Mixed Use C). The maximum building height threshold is four stories and maximum plot ratio threshold is 1:5:1 at this location. There are no objectives in relation to the provision of an information/tourism office on the Esso site in the adopted Local Area Plan.

However, South Dublin County Council are at present pursuing an alternative plan for an information office in Tallaght Town Centre in the new Public Information Centre to be located in the newly completed Tallaght Cross development, adjacent to the Luas terminal. The Centre will be an interactive exhibition facility that seeks to inform, educate and entertain. Using the most up to date technology, the centre will communicate the overall vision driving the development of South Dublin. It will display and explain a wide range of plans, projects and social initiatives across the County, through use of maps, models, displays and interactive media.

Note: There is a current planning application pertaining to this site, Reg. Ref. SD07A/0569 for the Construction of a mixed retail / residential developments of 32 no. apartments and 654 sq.m retail on 4 floors over basement car park. It is understood that this application is now subject to appeal to An Bord Pleanala.

A previous application Reg. Ref. SD06A/1125 was refused for the construction of a mixed retail/residential development of 39 no. apartments and 676sq.metres retail on 4 floors over basement car park for a number of reasons including overdevelopment of the site, materially contravening the objectives of the Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan and materially affecting the character of the existing historic village of Tallaght and the adjoining Architectural Conservation Area."
Following a discussion to which Councillors M. Murphy, E. Maloney, K. Warren, J. Neville and M. Corr contributed, Mr. P. Hogan, Senior Planner responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED.

SATELLITE DISHES IN BREACH OF PLANNING REGULATIONS
It was proposed by Councillor M. Corr, seconded by Councillor E. Maloney:
"That the Manager undertakes on an estate by estate basis in Tallaght an inspection to identify all dwellings that are breaching planning regulations by erecting satellite dishes at the front of the properties and to ensure that action is taken such as making owners aware of the regulations and requesting that the dish is removed."
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ and NOTED:

"Class 4 (b) of the Second Schedule, Part 1 of the Planning & Development Regulations 2001 provides that the provision of a satellite dish within the curtilage of a house is exempt from the requirement to obtain planning permission, subject to certain conditions and limitations. These conditions and limitations state that no antenna shall be erected on, or forward of, the front wall of the house nor shall an antenna be erected on the front roof of the house or higher than the highest part of the roof of the house. Section 2 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 defines a “house” as a building or part of a building used as a dwelling, including a building designed for use as two or more dwelling or a flat or apartment. Satellite dishes may be provided to the front or on the front roof of a house only where planning permission has been received.
The house count survey carried out by the Planning Department showed that at the end of 2006 there are 24,196 housing units in the Tallaght Electoral Areas with a further 2,417 units under construction. The Council’s Planning Enforcement Section does not have the resources to undertake a visit to every house and apartment in the Tallaght area, check its planning history, identify ownership, serve Warning Letters, serve Enforcement Notices, initiate and pursue prosecutions in relation to satellite dishes. In addition, the Planning & Development Act 2000 also prohibits the Council from taking Enforcement Action where seven years has elapsed since the carrying out of the development so evidence as to when a dish was erected is also needed to successfully initiate enforcement action. Such a programme could not be undertaken without diverting all the resources from the other enforcement areas of the County. 

However, if the Councillor has specific sites in mind and where specific complaints are received in writing in accordance with Section 152 of the Planning & Development Act 2000, these will be investigated."
Councillor M. Corr requested that the Motion be RE-ENTERED on the Agenda for the next meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee dealing with Planning Business.
