"To ask the Manager the how long the Killinarden/Kiltipper Area Action Plan is valid for as it is nearly ten years old and is an inadequate framework for the existing infrastructure requirements for the Killinarden/Kiltipper Area and will he make a statement on the matter?"
REPLY:
The Killinarden-Kiltipper Action Area Plan was published in September 2000. It is one of a number of Action Area Plans prepared by the Council for new development areas. These set out in greater detail the Council’s requirements for new development, including such factors as density, layout and design requirements, public transport and road infrastructure, community facilities, open space and recreational facilities etc. The Action Area Plan was incorporated into the County Development Plan 2004-2010.

Decisions on planning applications in the area covered by the Action Area Plan are made in accordance with the policies and objectives of the County Plan 2004-2010 and with the details of the Area Plan. From time to time the indicative layouts set out in the Action Area Plan may not be realisable due to changing circumstances. However the broad thrust of the Plan is being implemented in the development of this new neighbourhood.

ILLEGAL TRAVELLER ENCAMPMENT AT REAR OF PRIVATE BUNGALOW, FORTUNESTOWN LANE, TALLAGHT
QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr

"To ask the Manager to outline in detail the history of the illegal traveller encampment that exists to the rear of a privately owned bungalow property on the Fortunestown Lane - to indicate what progress this issue has made to date in its legal process so that residents in the surrounding areas who are significantly inconvenienced and intimidated by this illegal development can review fully the Council's commitment and efficiency in the matter?"

REPLY:
Planning Enforcement Section received a complaint in February 2005 in relation to the above lands. Following an inspection of the lands by the Planning Inspector and receipt of land ownership details from Land Registry, an Enforcement Notice dated 12th May 2005, pursuant to Section 154 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 was served on the owner of the lands. The Enforcement Notice required:-
1. The cessation of use of lands for storage of caravans/mobile homes/motorised camper vans and their uses as places of residence 
2. The cessation of the use of the land for the storage of materials and motor vehicles used in the construction/maintenance of buildings. 
Following a further inspection of the lands by the Planning Inspector, a decision to pursue this matter by way of Injunction in the Circuit Court was made. A Warning Letter dated 4th August 2005, pursuant to Section 160 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 was sent by registered post. This letter required that within a period of 4 weeks from the date of the latter that (i) the unauthorised use of the lands for the storage of caravans / mobile homes and motorised campervans cease, (ii) the cessation of the use of the lands for the storage of motor vehicles / vans used in the construction industry and (iii) the cessation of the use of the lands for the storage / distribution of building materials or any commercial use. 

The Warning Letter also advised that failure to comply with the requirements of the letter would leave the Council with no option but to apply to the Dublin Circuit Court seeking an Injunction under Section 160 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 seeking the cessation of all unauthorised development on the lands. 

However, this Warning Letter was returned to Planning Enforcement undelivered by An Post. 

In order that proceedings may be successfully initiated in this matter, it is essential that the Council can provide evidence of the service of the Warning Letter on the land owner. Accordingly, a summons server was engaged to serve the Warning Letter on the land owner by hand. However, following several attempts by the summons server to serve the Warning Letter, the summons server reported that he was unable to effect service of the letter. 

The Gardaí in Tallaght were contacted and their assistance was requested in relation to this matter. With their support, a Warning Letter dated 15th May 2006 pursuant to Section 160 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 was successfully served. The Warning Letter required that within 4 weeks of the date of the letter that (i) The use of the lands for the storage of caravans/mobile homes and motorised campervans cease, (ii) the use of the lands for the storage of motor vehicles / vans used in the construction industry cease and (iii) the use of the lands for the storage / distribution of building materials and commercial use cease. 

Evidence has been submitted by / on behalf of the owners of the property which alleges that the caravans are in situ on the lands for more than 7 years. 
If such use of the lands has taken place in excess of seven years, the Planning Authority is statute barred from taking any further enforcement action in this matter. 
In order to ascertain the accuracy of this evidence, aerial photographs of the lands in question have been examined.

The County Law Agent has been instructed to initiate legal proceedings seeking Circuit Court Orders against the land owner requiring the following; (i) the use of the lands for the storage of caravans/mobile homes and motorised campervans cease, (ii) the use of the lands for the storage of motor vehicles / vans used in the construction industry cease and (iii) the use of the lands for the storage / distribution of building materials and commercial use cease. 

Counsel is being engaged and briefed in this matter so that the Notice of Motion to the Circuit Court may be drafted.

"Proposed Variation of South Dublin County Development Plan 2004 - 2010
Newlands Cross
(Proposed Variation No. 4)
Manager’s Report on 
Submissions and Observations 
Introduction
It is proposed to vary the South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2004 – 2010 under Section 13 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended) to facilitate appropriate upgrading of the existing signalised junction at Newlands Cross Clondalkin between the N7 (the National Primary Road from Dublin to Cork and Limerick) and the R113 (the main regional route between Tallaght, Clondalkin & Lucan). The junction has been prioritised by South Dublin County Council and the National Roads Authority (NRA) for upgrading to a grade-separated junction. 
As part of the current M50 upgrade project the junction of the N7/M50 at Red Cow is being upgraded. The result of this is that the existing traffic lights at Newlands Cross will pose a significant constraint on what is a major national road, the N7, which will have been upgraded to a high quality. With this in mind South Dublin County Council and the NRA propose to provide a grade separated junction and to eliminate traffic lights for traffic travelling along the N7 at Newlands Cross.

Proposed Variation
Existing Specific Local Objective No. 52
Specific Local Objective No. 52 of the County Development Plan 2004-2010 provides for a grade-separated junction at Newlands Cross as follows: 

“Construct a grade-separated junction at Newlands Cross, to include an appropriate local traffic and segregated pedestrian facility at ground level with the N7 through traffic below grade.” 

To facilitate consideration of alternative options to providing a grade-separated junction it is proposed to delete the existing wording of the objective and to substitute a new wording. Accordingly, the following revisions to the Written Statement and Maps of the South Dublin County Development Plan 2004-2010 are proposed: 

Proposed Specific Local Objective No. 52 
A new Specific Local Objective No. 52 as follows to be inserted in Chapter 14 of the Written Statement of the South Dublin County Development Plan 2004-2010 in place of the existing Specific Local Objective No. 52: 

“Construct a grade-separated junction at Newlands Cross.” 

Strategic Environmental Assessment Screening
A screening report was prepared pursuant to Article 13K of the Planning and Development (Strategic Environmental Assessment) Regulations 2004 following an assessment in accordance with Schedule 2A of the Regulations. The screening report concluded that the Proposed Variation would not be likely to have significant effects on the environment.  The report was circulated to the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government and the Environmental Protection Agency, being the relevant Environmental Authorities. No submissions or observations were received in response to these notifications, and the Council determined that the Proposed Variation would not be likely to have significant effects on the environment.

Public Notification

The proposed Variation of the South Dublin County Development Plan 2004-2010 (Variation No. 4) Newlands Cross, Clondalkin, was advertised on 14th August 2007. Written submissions/observations on the proposed Variation were invited from interested parties. The period for receipt of submissions closed on 11th September 2007. Three submissions were received during the consultation period. Table 1 below sets out the list of these submissions and copies of the submissions are attached to this Report in Appendix A.

· The members of the planning authority, having considered the proposed Variation and Manager's Report, may, by resolution as they consider appropriate, make the Variation, with or without modifications, or they may refuse to make it.

· A Variation of a Development Plan shall have effect from the date the variation is made.

· A SEA Statement to be published after any Variation is adopted shall include information on how environmental considerations have been integrated throughout the Variation process.

ESTATES IN BREACH OF PLANNING REGULATIONS

It was proposed by Councillor M. Corr, seconded by Councillor C. Jones:

"That the Manager undertakes on an estate by estate basis in Tallaght an inspection to identify all dwellings that are breaching planning regulations by erecting satellite dishes at the front of the properties and to ensure that action is taken such as making owners aware of the regulations and requesting that the dish is removed."

The following report by the Manger which had been circulated was READ:

"Class 4 (b) of the Second Schedule, Part 1 of the Planning & Development Regulations 2001 provides that the provision of a satellite dish within the curtilage of a house is exempt from the requirement to obtain planning permission, subject to certain conditions and limitations. These conditions and limitations state that no antenna shall be erected on, or forward of, the front wall of the house nor shall an antenna be erected on the front roof of the house or higher than the highest part of the roof of the house. Section 2 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 defines a “house” as a building or part of a building used as a dwelling, including a building designed for use as two or more dwellings or a flat or apartment. Satellite dishes may be provided to the front or on the front roof of a house only where planning permission has been received.

There are in-excess of 24,200 housing units in the Tallaght Electoral Areas with a further 2,000 units approx. under construction. The Council’s Planning Enforcement Section does not have the resources to undertake a visit to every house and apartment in the Tallaght area, check its planning history, identify ownership, serve Warning Letters, serve Enforcement Notices, initiate and pursue prosecutions in relation to satellite dishes. In addition, the Planning & Development Act 2000 also prohibits the Council from taking Enforcement Action where seven years has elapsed since the carrying out of the development so evidence as to when a dish was erected is also needed to successfully initiate enforcement action. Such a programme could not be undertaken without diverting all the resources from the other enforcement areas of the County.

However, if there is a specific estate, or individual houses, causing concern, and for which details can be provided, these will be examined."

Following a discussion to which Councillors M. Corr, C. Jones and J. Neville contributed, Mr. M. Judge, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED and it was AGREED that the Manager report back to the Members regarding outcome of queries as discussed.

PLANS FOR DISABLED PARKING SPACES IN TALLAGHT VILLAGE
It was proposed by Councillor E. Maloney, seconded by Councillor J. Neville:
"That this Committee requests the Planning Department outline their plans for Disabled Parking in Tallaght Village and detail planning law pertaining to the provision of Disabled Parking in new developments."

The following report by the Manager was READ:
"County Development Plan 2004-2010 
The Development Plan outlines a number of planning policies and objectives regarding the provision of disabled car parking within private developments. These include:

“4.3.1 Policy SCR1: Social Inclusion
4.3.1.iii
Ensuring that relevant development proposals incorporate access and facilities for disabled people such as level access to buildings, dished kerbs, appropriate parking spaces and accessible toilet facilities;
4.3.3.iv
Access requirements for disabled people must be incorporated into the design of shops and all other buildings, public spaces, facilities and services likely to be used by the general public. Such requirements include ensuring level/ramped access to buildings, the dishing of footpaths, the provision of accessible parking for disabled drivers/passengers and toilet facilities, provision of appropriate hard surfaces, audible signals and tactile paving at pedestrian crossings, etc.
12.5.3 Shopping Centres
…the provision, within the overall design of the centre, of public facilities, e.g. toilets, childcare areas, access and facilities for disabled people including toilets and parking spaces, advice centres, pedestrian routes to schools, health clinics, etc. 
12.7.2 Car Parking Provision
12.7.2.ii
Each shared parking area should contain one car parking space for disabled drivers. In the case of sheltered housing there shall be a provision of one space for every two dwellings to include spaces accessible to disabled people. In the case of nursing homes and other homes with communal facilities, the standard shall be two spaces for every resident staff unit and one for every four resident bed spaces”.
Table 12.1 General Car Parking Standards Related to Land Use 
Parking bay widths for disabled persons are specified at a minimum 3.0 metres.

One or more spaces per 100 spaces (or part thereof) should be reserved for disabled drivers. 

Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan (LAP) 2006
The Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan states that private and commercial car parking the standards of the County Development Plan should apply to the area covered by the LAP, subject to particular local issues such as proximity to services, public transport and workplaces.

Parking Plans
The Roads Department undertake parking plans for public car parking in the county. 

Parking plans have already been produced for Lucan, Rathfarnham, Clondalkin, Palmerstown, Rathcoole and Saggart. The preparation of a Tallaght parking strategy will form part of the next phase of the parking strategy for the county. The Tallaght parking strategy will include a minimum of two public road disabled parking spaces in Tallaght village. Public car parking provision forms a small proportion of the total amount of available car parking spaces in the Tallaght Village area."

Failure to comply with the requirements of the permission in respect of car parking provision and marking will lead to the institution of enforcement proceedings."

1. Introduction

Part VIII of the Local Government Planning and Development Regulations 2001 outlines the requirements in respect of certain classes of Local Authority Developments. These regulations apply to the proposed Greenhills Road Quality Bus Corridor.

The Quality Bus Corridor scheme will consist of the following:

· Changing road markings to omit the central hatching in the existing design and provide a 3.25m wide bus lane in both directions.

· Reduce the traffic lane width from 4.5m to 3.25m.

· The bus lanes are to be operational for 24 hours, Monday to Sunday.

· The provision of approximately 1955m of bus lane in the north-eastbound direction (to city centre) and 2170m of bus lane in the south-westbound direction (to Tallaght). 

· No changes in the total width of the carriageway or cycle tracks.

· No changes to any of the junction design. 

The intention of the scheme is to:

· Ensure a quick and reliable bus service capable of providing consistent journey times. Hence, improving on bus journey times.

· Make better use of the available road space.

· Establish a high profile identity for bus services using the corridor.

· Link Tallaght town centre to the city centre and to join the South Clondalkin QBC at the Walkinstown Road/Long Mile Road junction.

The overall impacts of proposal are: 

· The provision of improved facilities for buses. 

· There will be significant time-savings for a large number of bus passengers.

· There will be no significant impact on journey times for general traffic or reduction in capacity.

· There will be no impact on cycle facilities.

2. Public Consultation Process

The proposal was advertised in the Irish Independent and The Echo in accordance with Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 and was on public display from Tuesday 15th May 2007 to Wednesday 13th June 2007 at:

· County Hall Library, County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin24.

Any person wishing to make a submission or observations with respect to the proposed development, dealing with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area in which the development would be situated was invited to do so. Report on Submissions

1. P. Keogh
Mr. Keogh is happy with the introduction of bus lanes on Greenhills Road as this will improve bus service. He also enquired if Greenhills residents will have a shuttle bus to the LUAS station.

Response:
The bus lanes are being provided as part of the Quality Bus Network, which is a strategic plan developed by the DTO as part of A Platform for Change 2000-2016.

It is envisaged that with the introduction of bus lanes on this route and the large amount of development in the area, both ongoing and planned, Dublin Bus will provide more buses in order to improve the service.

Whilst it is not planned to introduce a dedicated shuttle bus to the LUAS, the introduction of the bus lanes for the existing bus services on Greenhills Road, which provide a link to the LUAS at The Square, will greatly benefit.

It should also be noted that with the introduction of the proposed bus lanes, there would be largely continuous quality bus priority measures linking the Greenhills area with Dublin City Centre via the recently opened South Clondalkin QBC.

2. Abacus Systems
Abacus Systems had no comment on the proposal.

3. Mairead and John Davis
The Davis’s raised concerns regarding changes to the existing bus services following implementation of the scheme, and whether residents of “Green Park Estate” will have adequate access to bus services. 

Response:
The realignment scheme has been approved by the elected representatives as part of a previous Part 8 process. However, as part of the detailed design of the scheme, consultation will take place between the consultants employed by South Dublin County Council and Dublin Bus, to ensure the maximum possible pedestrian access to the realigned bus routes.

4. Ms Gloria Rooney
Ms Rooney doesn’t see how a bus lane can fit on Greenhills Road as she normally cycles along Greenhills and is forced to cycle on the footpath. She also raised concerns about passengers smoking on buses. 

Response: 
The proposed QBC is part of the realignment scheme that was approved during a previous Part 8 public consultation process. This scheme consists of a 12.5m wide carriageway with two 4.5m wide traffic lanes and 3.5m of central hatching. The scheme will also include 1.5m wide off road cycle tracks and a 1.8m wide footpath. The Quality Bus Network Project Office (QBNPO) is proposing to change the design of the road markings to omit the central hatching. The carriageway cross section will therefore comprise of a 3.25m bus lane in each direction and a 3.25m wide traffic lane in each direction with no impacts on the off-road cycle tracks and footpaths.

With regard to passengers smoking on the buses, this is a matter for Dublin Bus and will be forwarded on to them accordingly. 

5. Mr Sean Cooke
Mr Cooke is of the opinion that money will not be well spent to introduce a bus lane that will be terminated before the Greenhills Road bridge over the M50, as the buses will have to merge with the existing traffic at this location. Hence, he wanted to know how bus commuters can save time because of this. In addition, he pointed out that the cyclist will also have to merge with traffic at this bridge and he believes that this will create unsafe conditions for the road users.

He also commented because of the introduction of a bus lane next to Birchview Avenue, the green space in front of Birchview Avenue will be decreased and a number of mature trees, which serve as a barrier against noise and exhaust pollution, will be destroyed. 

Response: 
The proposed scheme under consideration as part of this Part 8 process does not include bus priority measures at the Greenhills Road Bridge over the M50. However, South Dublin County Council, in conjunction with the QBNPO are currently preparing a design for full bus priority measures at the Greenhills Road bridge over the M50. It is envisaged that this will eliminate delays to buses at this location and will also provide for cyclists to safely cross the M50. 

In relation to the mature trees and green space in front of Birchview Avenue, the QBNPO is only proposing to change the road markings of the previously approved realignment scheme and not to widen the road.

6. Tallaght Community Council
Tallaght Community Council proposed an alternative three lane system for the Greenhills Road with the centre lane alternating as inbound and outbound during rush hour i.e. being inbound during the morning peak and outbound in the evening peak. 

Response:
A reversible lane system requires a large amount of infrastructure in order to accommodate the changeover safely and within a sufficiently long distance. This cannot be accommodated within this relatively short stretch of road, particularly with the large number of junctions on the route. In addition the above proposal would require the carriageway to be designed to accommodate 5-lanes. This cannot be accommodated within the carriageway cross section approved for the realignment scheme

It should be noted that the layout of the realignment scheme as approved by the elected representatives of South Dublin County Council, included for one traffic lane in each direction. The proposals for the bus priority measures do not seek to alter this in order to accommodate bus lanes.

7. Mr Michael O’Reilly
Mr O’Reilly had 4 submissions:

a. He requested to minimise the road closure, if any, of Greenhills Road at Walkinstown roundabout. 

b. He questioned how could the residents of Green Park access the QBC as the bus stop positions were not shown on drawing. He also commented that there appears to be insufficient pedestrian crossing for the Green Park residents to access the inbound QBC. 

c. He requested to modify the bus lanes at Walkinstown roundabout so that inbound buses can be given more priority.

d. He requested if the right turning lane length on Greenhills Road to Tymon North could be increased as he thinks that the provided length is inadequate. He suggested shortening the outbound bus lane between Tymon North and Mayberry Road for this. 

Response: 
a. The construction of the scheme will be carried out in order to minimise the disruption to the surrounding areas.

b. The realignment scheme has been approved by the elected representatives as part of a previous Part 8 process. However, as part of the detailed design of the scheme, consultation will take place between the consultants employed by South Dublin County Council and Dublin Bus, to ensure the maximum possible pedestrian access to the realigned bus routes.

c. It is not clear to what, Mr O’Reilly is referring, in relation to this point. The proposals are to be applied to the previously approved realignment scheme. This scheme terminates approximately 450m south west of Walkinstown Roundabout and provides for bus lanes in both directions throughout the scheme.

d. The bus lanes have been designed in order to maximise the bus priority measures. It is necessary to provide the maximum length of bus lane whilst also providing for the remaining traffic. A dedicated right turning lane has been provided at this location, which is considered adequate. It is therefore not proposed to reduce the length of the bus lane in this location.

4. Summary

The proposed Greenhills Road Quality Bus Corridor is in accordance with the 2004-2010 County Development Plan and with the proper planning and development of the area. It is therefore proposed to proceed with the Quality Bus Corridor as proposed. The bus priority scheme measures will be designed in conjunction with the Quality Bus Network Project Office. 33% of the total scheme costs will be provided under the Dublin Transportation Office Traffic Management Grants Scheme."

Mr. D. Ryan, Senior Engineer spoke on the report and introduced Mr. A. Gallagher, Consultant from QBN who subsequently summarised the report.

Following a discussion to which Councillors K. Warren, M. Daly and E. Maloney contributed, Mr. D. Ryan, Senior Engineer responded to queries raised.

a. The Quality Bus Network Project Office (QBNPO) is proposing to only change the road markings in the existing design and not to change the design or total width of the road. The existing design has provided for a minimum width of 1.5m off road cycle tracks. Cyclists are therefore physically segregated from general traffic. 

b. The QBNPO is only proposing to change the road markings of the realignment scheme design and not to widen the road, the design of which was approved during a previous Part 8 public consultation process.

c. The QBNPO is only involved in changing the road markings of the existing design and not to design the road, the design of which has been approved during a previous Part 8 public consultation process. The detailed design of the carriageway will be carried out with reference to all recognised standards and industry best practices. The completed design will be approved by the Roads Department of South Dublin County Council. 

4. Summary

The proposed Embankment Road Quality Bus Corridor is in accordance with the 2004-2010 County Development Plan and with the proper planning and development of the area. The bus priority scheme measures will be designed in conjunction with the Quality Bus Network Project Office. It is therefore proposed to proceed with the Quality Bus Corridor as proposed."

"An application has been received from residents of Balrothery Estate to formally extinguish the public right-of-way over laneway at 254-255 Balrothery Estate, to the rear of 258 and from 244/270 to 254/261 Balrothery Estate, Tallaght, Dublin 24 due to anti-social behaviour and break-ins. It is proposed to affect the closure by means of gates."

The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the Echo on Wednesday 13th June 2007 and signs were erected on site in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993. The latest date for receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was 27th July, 2007.
No submissions were received in response to the public advertisement/notice.

Bord Gais, Eircom, NTL have stated that they have no objections to the proposed extinguishment.
ESB has no objection to the proposed extinguishment but they require contact be made with them in advance of any works taking place. 
Public Lighting has no objection but they require contact be made before commencement of any works. 

Water and Drainage Sections have no objections to the proposed extinguishment.

The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right-of-way and the granting of an oral hearing is a reserved function of the Council.

Any recommendation of the Committee will be brought to the attention of the Council."
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Mr. T. Curtin, A/Senior Executive Officer summarised the report.

BOUNDARY TREATMENT TO BE PROVIDED ON OUTER RING ROAD


The following motion in the name of Councillor M. Corr, seconded by Councillor C. King: 


"That the Manager presents to this Committee at the next Tallaght Area 2 meeting a report on the boundary treatment to be provided on the current under construction phase of the Outer Ring Road - noting that this Committee insists that this boundary treatment is equivalent or superior to the boundary treatment carried out along the already constructed Grangecastle section of this road and to state the estimated completion date for this project."

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:

"A high standard of landscaping will be provided along the proposed roadway including seamless tie-in of levels to existing spaces fronting the residential areas to the south. Planting will be avoided where it would interfere with sight lines or road safety.
Along most of the scheme a low stone wall and railing, 1.8 metres in height will be provided as boundary to the road scheme.
The boundary detail will incorporate sections of higher wall (1.0 metres to 2.0 metres in height) to address noise mitigation requirements (as identified in the Environmental Impact Statement, Outer Ring Road N7 to N81 Road Development, published in 2005). There are 3 noise barrier locations contained within the roadway 

Barrier No. 1 A noise barrier ranging in height from 1.8 metres to 2 metres will be erected on the east side of the roadway alongside Kilmartin for a length of 520 linear metres.

Barrier No. 2 2 metres in height on the northside of Fettercairn Road for a length of 20 metres. 

Barrier No. 3 1 metre in height will be constructed on the westside of the Outer Ring Road for a length of 440 metres in length.

A section of Concrete wall with a Reckli finish 2.4 metres high will be constructed along the Roadstone lands to the east of the proposed road between Chainages 0+200 and 1+620 metres. Palisade fencing 2.4 metres in height with a low concrete plinth beneath will be erected along retained Roadstone Lands to the west of the proposed road between Chainages 1+000 and 1+620.

The estimated date for completion of the roadway is Summer 2008."
Following a discussion to which Councillors M. Corr and C. King contributed Mr. J. McLoughlin, Senior Engineer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

ROAD SAFETY MEASURES ON MAYBERRY ROAD, TALLAGHT

The following report by the Manager which was circulated was READ:
"Between 1990 and January 2006 there have been 95 reported traffic accidents on Mayberry Road at the intersections with Greenhills Road and Belgard Road, of which 36 involved personal injury and in one case a fatality occurred. A scheme to regulate traffic movement on Mayberry Road was approved and funded by the National Roads Authority under their Low Cost Safety Improvement Works Scheme. The scheme consists of channelisation lining to provide for safe turning movements and central traffic calming islands. The traffic situation along the road has been monitored over the last few months and it has been decided to lengthen the right turn refuge at the Greenhills Road end and this will be in place shortly.

The measures introduced are designed to improve road safety and curb illegal and potentially dangerous driving practices undertaken by a considerable number of motorists.  The measures undertaken are consistent with SDCC, NRA, DoEHLG standards."
